VILLAGE COMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, Plan Commission (PC) Chair addressed the Board to inform them that the goal of the PC is to provide the Board with a clean copy of the updated Comprehensive Plan by next month’s meeting. 
President Pro Tem Boland noted that Teska Associates, Inc. would examine the revisions after the Board’s review in order to provide consistency. He thanked Chairman Herrmann for the efforts of the PC. 
Chairman Herrmann explained that the PC is working on recommending the adoption of the portions of the Lake County Unified Development Ordinance with some restrictions as it applies to bee keeping and chickens. The PC is also working on recommending amendments to the Village Code to provide for horse fencing.

V.
ADMINISTRATION – PRESIDENT PRO TEM BOLAND
A.
Approve Wynstone Request to open either the West or South Emergency Gate during Main Entrance Construction Project, the South Gate being subject to written approval of Elaine Silets who now has a Recorded Agreement preventing such Use 

The Wynstone property Owners’ Association submitted plans for the renovation of the main gate entrance and gate house located on Route.12. In order to expedite the construction, they will be closing the main entrance during the construction period; anticipated construction time is three months, beginning approximately April 1, 2014. The service entrance located north of the main gate will be utilized by residents and emergency personnel during the construction period. A second entry point will expedite emergency responses and alleviate backups on Route 12. The request is to have either the Indian Trail gate or the Arrowhead gate open Monday through Saturday from 6:30 am to 6:30 pm. Security personnel will man the gate and insure only residents and emergency personnel use this entrance. 

President Pro Tem Boland explained to the audience that the Board would be considering a proposal to authorize the use of the Arrowhead gate as a secondary point of ingress and egress. The Board would not be considering the use of the Indian Trail gate. 
Motion: Trustee Pais moved that the Board authorize the use of Arrowhead Lane as a secondary point of ingress and egress between the hours of 6:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. Monday thru Saturday for automobiles and light trucks of residents of the Wynstone subdivision but excluding all delivery vehicles and all construction traffic for the period while of the main gate of Wynstone is under construction  notwithstanding the provisions of Special Use Ordinance No. 1252, with the Village President authorized to take all necessary steps to implement such usage in a safe and reasonable manner; seconded by President Pro Tem Boland:
President Pro Tem Boland indicated that the matter was open for public comment.  

Greta Kocol, 245 Indian Trail Road, addressed the Board and noted that she was opposed to the opening of the Indian Trail gate as traffic would increase. She had concerns for the safety of her children. 

President Pro Tem Boland indicated that the matter before the Board was a proposal to consider the use of the Arrowhead Lane gate and not the Indian Trail gate.

President Pro Tem Boland called upon Nicole Miller, 25706 Blackhawk Lane, Lake Barrington, to address the Board. Ms. Miller indicated that she did not wish to comment.

James Foersterling, 235 N. Indian Trail Road, addressed the Board initially to speak on the opening of the Indian Trail gate discussed at the February Board meeting; however, Mr. Foersterling explained that since the Indian Trail gate was no longer being considered, he would speak on behalf of the residents of Arrowhead Lane on similar concerns. 
Mr. Foersterling stated that the lack of notification to residents was “appalling”. He noted that the following list of public bodies were not notified:
· Wauconda Fire Department

· Barrington Transportation Company/School District 220

· Lake County Sheriff 

· Cuba Township

· Wynstone Homeowners 

· Unincorporated properties along Indian Trail Road

· Timberlake Subdivision

· Village of Tower Lakes 

Mr. Foersterling indicated that Arrowhead Lane is a tight-laned road. He stated that that there would be an increase in traffic and inquired whether traffic patterns were considered. Mr. Foerstering was of the opinion that a three month period was not a “temporary” time frame for construction.
Mr. Foersterling stated that a petition was circulated opposing the opening of the Indian Trail gate and that one hundred plus signatures were obtained from the residents on Indian Trail Road. He added that any motion to open the Indian Trail gate or Arrowhead Lane gate is unprecedented.
Mr. Foersterling inquired whether Wynstone provided a safety or action plan and whether there would be any traffic signs posted. He asked if Wynstone considered doing the project in phases to alleviate the opening any gates.
Carl Steen, 241 Indian Trail Road, addressed the Board, and noted his concern about the opening of the Indian Trial gate and the safety of his children. He stated that the Village should explore different alternatives with regard to opening the Arrowhead gate. He suggested that Wynstone use their service and main entrances for road traffic.
Jane Farrell, 241 Indian Trail Road, addressed the Board noting her disappointment with the Village and the lack of respect shown toward Village residents.  
Matt LaSusa, 68 Timberlake Drive, Barrington, addressed the Board and stated that the safety of children is paramount. He reminded the Board about road construction continuing northbound on Route 12 as well as, on Route 22 east of Route 59 which may increase traffic on Miller Road and essentially Arrowhead Lane.
Tom Herb, 25550 N. Wagon Wheel Court, Barrington, addressed the Board to comment on the opening of the Indian Trail gate as well as the Arrowhead gate. He explained that area residents should have been notified. As the owner of the Garlands in Barrington, he is required to notify residents of construction within a particular geographic area; although, also notifies others to be a good neighbor. Mr. Herb explained that he has children and is concerned for their safety especially with the cut thru traffic from Route 12. He noted that there are not enough police officers to control the cut thru traffic. He suggested that Wynstone look into alternatives such as widening the service entrance to accept more traffic or perform the construction in phases. 
Pam Bills, 678 Morris Court, Lakemoor, addressed the Board and stated she’s been a District 220 school bus driver for the past 20 years and has 18 years of experience in Wynstone. Ms. Bills explained that the opening of Arrowhead Lane gate would create a huge problem. She stated that there are two middle school children and a kindergartner who live on Arrowhead Lane. She explained that there is no turn around on Arrowhead and that she must back up to drive onto S. Wynstone Drive. Ms. Bills stated that two sizable vehicles do not fit simultaneously on the road and that the Wandering Tree Estate has many service trucks entering and leaving the property during the daytime and an increase in traffic would create safety issues.
John Schnure, 224 Orchard Road, addressed the Board and objected to the use of the Arrowhead gate opening. He stated that there is no turn around on Arrowhead Lane and noted there is no west sight line at the corner of Miller Road/Arrowhead Lane. Mr. Schnure suggested that Wynstone move the guard house located at the service entrance back approximately 150 feet to allow more traffic. Mr. Schnure stated that the agreement between Wynstone and the Silets’ allows the Arrowhead gate to be used for emergency vehicles and school buses only. 

Linda Kraus, 110 Rolling Green Drive, Tower Lakes, addressed the Board. She noted that she is a 44 year resident and expressed her disappointment with the lack of notification to area residents particularly to neighboring communities.
Sally Deniston, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board, and stated her disapproval for the lack of communication to area residents regarding the opening of the Indian Trail/Arrowhead gates particularly since residents voiced communication problems with the closing of Oxford Road.

Elia Martinez, 25720 North Oaks Court, Barrington, addressed the Board and asked why the area residents were not provided with an announcement.
It was noted that the matter was itemized on the February and March 2014 agendas.

Trustee Andrew stated that she was unable to attend the February Board meeting and was disappointed about the lack of communication to residents. She was of the opinion that the issue was not fully researched as the March agenda reflected opening either the Indian Trail gate or the Arrowhead gate.

Renada Heigburg, 202 Stonehenge Lane, Tower Lakes, addressed the Board to note her disapproval about the lack of communication to resident to neighboring communities. She asked if construction permits were issued and whether the Village Engineer considered road traffic.   

President Pro Tem Boland explained that a permit had not been issued for renovation of the Wynstone main gate although the plans were reviewed by Village staff. It was noted that the issuance of a permit is independent of road matters. 

President Pro Tem Boland suggested that the matter be tabled in order to allow more time for investigation. The prior motion was withdrawn.
Motion: President Pro Tem Boland moved to table the matter approving Wynstone’s request to open the South emergency gate during the main entrance and gate house construction; seconded by Trustee Andrew.
Discussion: There was lengthy discussion.

President Pro Tem Boland declared the matter tabled. 
President Pro Tem Boland explained that a sign-up sheet was being circulated for residents who wished to receive future notice about the Arrowhead Lane gate matter.  

B. 
Nancy Schumm, Flint Creek Restoration Update 
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and stated that she attended the Parks & Recreation (Parks) Commission meeting on 3/4/14 to discuss grants and environmental projects such as the walking path to Eton Park. Ms. Schumm explained that the Parks Commission was opposed to the walking path. It was noted that a temporary path would be mowed one time per year in order to inspect the restoration areas.

Ms. Schumm stated that she attended an Emergency Operations Meeting with the County on 3/19/14 regarding flooding issues.

Ms. Schumm noted that the Village would be removing a second culvert located on Oxford Road as part of the Oxford Road closing project. The project is weather dependent.  
Ms. Schumm explained that the Village is currently working on removing debris and buckthorn from South Eton Park. 

Ms. Schumm indicated that the Village is currently working on removing debris from the streams in order to prevent clogged culverts. It was noted that a site visit was conducted to prioritize which culverts were most likely to clog.  
Ms. Schumm stated that she interviewed five candidates for the position of summer intern for the culvert and inventory maintenance program. She noted that two interns would be selected. 
Trustee Pais inquired about future plans for park areas within the Village as it relates to the Comprehensive Plan. 

Parks Commission Chairman Jane Farrell was invited to address the Board. Chairman Farrell stated that the Parks Commission supports the idea of more park land, incorporating bike paths, making local parks more useful and protecting land from further development. 

It was noted that the Parks Commission currently has four members. Chairman Farrell noted that she would like to see the commission filled with more members before organizing specific plans for park areas.
