III.
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
 
Kim Ritschel, 284 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Vice Chair of the Parks & Recreation Commission (Parks). She informed the Board that Parks is working on a formal plan for the Village Parks at the request of the Village Board. She anticipates that the proposed plan will be completed by August 2016. Ms. Ritschel explained that the proposed plan would include the following topics:

· Existing Village Property

· Resident Involvement

· Professional Services

· Recreational Opportunities for All Residents

· Eton Park

· Purchase of Additional Land

Ms. Ritschel explained that Parks will include a proposed budget with their plan and noted that Parks is looking forward to working with the Environmental & Health Commission (E&H) closely and in unison. 
Trustee Pais clarified that Parks is creating a vision for the Village Parks according to the recently updated Village Comprehensive Plan (2015). 

There was brief discussion among the Board and Ms. Ritschel about future uses for the park. Ms. Ritschel noted that Parks welcomes input from the Board as well as residents and mentioned the possibility of putting a suggestion box on the Village website. Vision sessions and surveys were additionally noted as alternative ways of acquiring input.

President Pino inquired whether Parks was interested in any of the storage containers offered by the Village of Barrington for Eton Park. It was noted that the storage containers were used for the Kris Kindle Fest in Barrington. 
Ms. Ritschel noted the concerns of Parks about the usage of the storage containers however; indicated that she would contact the Village of Barrington in order to view them.

Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Chair for the E&H in order to provide an update on the activities of the commission.
Ms. Kalinowski explained that the Vice Chair of E&H, Linda Aylward, is working on a draft ordinance to ban the use of coal tar sealants using the approved resolution from the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) and the approved ordinance from the Village of South Barrington as a guide. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite recommended that Ms. Kalinowski forward a copy of the draft ordinance to the Board and himself for review/input upon completion.

Linda Aylward, 226 Beachview Drive, addressed the Board as the Vice Chair of E&H and highlighted some of the revisions that she is making to the proposed ordinance.
Trustee Pais indicated that he would provide a website link to Ms. Kalinowski and Ms. Aylward regarding California’s Proposition 65. Proposition 65 was an initiative to address growing concerns about exposure to toxic chemicals.

Ms. Kalinowski noted that the E&H would be discussing recommendations for Eton Park south at their upcoming meeting following a recent site walk through the park. She highlighted some of the recommendations including signage at the park and recruiting volunteers for potential work days.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Ms. Kalinowski regarding suggestions for Eton Park. Members are needed for both the Parks and E&H Commissions. 
It was noted that power was lost at the Village Hall and the lights went out at during this portion of the meeting (8:06 p.m.). The Village generator was unsuccessful at restoring power for the remainder of the meeting.
Trustee Andrew stated that she and Trustee Pais met informally with representatives from the Parks & E&H to discuss the duties of each commission as well as a vision for Eton Park based upon the Village’s 2016 Comprehensive Plan.

VI.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino

A.
Nancy Schumm, Update on current projects
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC provided the Board with an update of current projects and provided a background as to “why” the Village is committed to restoration efforts on Flint Creek as well as the Flint Creek Watershed Program.
Ms. Schumm explained that the Village began working on its parks and the Flint Creek Watershed Program in 2005 under the direction of former president Bruce Sauer and with the endorsement of Village trustees. Water quality testing was performed in the Village as a result of watershed-wide actions and individual on-site actions.

Ms. Schumm noted that the Village has invested in:

· Stream improvements

· Wetland maintenance

· The creation of Best Management Practices Handbook

· Prioritizing natural areas with help of the E&H Commission and grants received in the amount of $174,000.

Ms. Schumm explained that the Village fulfilled its obligations as required by federal Environmental Protection Agency permits (renewed yearly). She mentioned that the water leaving North Barrington is cleaner now than the water coming into North Barrington as evidenced in the Village’s water testing; she noted however; that there is room for improvement. 

Ms. Schumm mentioned that the Village officials are responsible for the health, welfare and safety of the community and the practices that the Village puts in place support that responsibility. She credited past and current Board members for supporting the restoration efforts which were funded by grants and budgeted funds. Ms. Schumm mentioned that the Village received the Donald Klein Award from BACOG in 2011 for its restoration efforts.
Ms. Schumm encouraged the Board to continue with its commitment and restoration efforts. 

There were a few questions from Patty Kalinowski which were addressed by Ms. Schumm.
B. 
Village Update

President Pino updated the Board on BACOG’s activities and noted that he would be the next President of BACOG commencing June 2016. 
President Pino explained that Barrington Township Supervisor Gene Dawson is retiring from his position. A retirement party is scheduled for June 23rd at McGonigals from 6:00 – 8:00 p.m.
President Pino noted that BACOG’s Regional Tabletop Exercise is scheduled for October 14th from 8:00 to 12:00 p.m.

President Pino noted that BACOG approved a resolution adopting the 9 Lakes Watershed-Based for areas of Lake and McHenry counties.
President Pino informed the Board that the Village is currently using three different engineers. He would like to reduce the cost of engineering services by reducing the number of engineers that the Village is using (with the consent of the Board) in order to be cost effective and efficient.

Trustee Jackie Andrew

Trustee Andrew reported that the Parks and Recreation Commission did not meet in May however; reiterated that she and Trustee Pais met informally with representatives from the Parks & E&H to discuss the duties of each commission as well as a vision for Eton Park based upon the Village’s Comprehensive Plan. She noted that a lack of communication may have contributed to a misunderstanding between the commissions. However, communication was restored and both commissions are willing to work together collectively. She commended Kim Ritschel and Patty Kalinowski for their efforts.

Ms. Andrew noted that it would be beneficial for all commission members to know their commission’s budget and suggested that the Village provide budget information to each commission.
