The notice of the public hearing, published pursuant to law, was incorporated into record and is attached hereto.

Consideration of Proposed Intergovernmental Jurisdictional Boundary Agreement By and Among the Village of Tower Lakes, the Village of Port Barrington, the Village of Island Lake, the Village of Lake Barrington, the Village of North Barrington and the Village of Wauconda
President Pino explained that the purpose of the hearing was to have open discussion on proposed Intergovernmental Jurisdictional Boundary Agreement (IGA) by and among the Village of Tower Lakes, the Village of Port Barrington, the Village of Island Lake, the Village of Lake Barrington, the Village of North Barrington and the Village of Wauconda.

Public Comment

President Pino asked the audience if anyone had any comments or questions.

Norma Bock, 26418 W. Illinois Route 22, Barrington, addressed the Board to discuss the proposed expansion on Illinois Route 22 and the proposed traffic light at the corner of Illinois Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. 

President Pino explained that the purpose of the public hearing was for the proposed IGA and requested that she delay her comments until the public meeting of the President and Board of Trustees. 

John Bryla, 27221 W. Henry Lane, Lake Barrington, addressed the Board and noted his concerns about possible annexation and inquired whether the township currently responsible for the maintenance of public roads would change if an annexation occurred. 
President Pino explained that the previous agreement had been in existence since 1993. There were no changes to the proposed IGA however; there were minor revisions to the jurisdictional boundary map. 

Trustee Boland stated that the proposed IGA would not change the maintenance of the public roads by Cuba Township Road District. 
Barbara Murphy, 26777 W. Cuba Road, Barrington, addressed the Board and noted her concerns about the impacts of annexation on unincorporated properties such as a tax increase. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained the benefits of an IGA for a municipality. Attorney Braithwaite noted that that the proposed map of the North Barrington jurisdictional boundaries indicates that the area is subject to the Village’s zoning ordinances and future land plans.

Jane Papadimitriou, 22446 N. Old Barrington Road, Barrington, noted her concerns about the annexation process and the restrictions associated with annexation. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite provided a brief explanation of the annexation process.
Village President Pino asked if there were further comments and there were none.
