II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Paula Streicher, 162 N. Signal Hill Road, addressed the Board and requested that the Village examine flooding issues on her property. She explained that her front yard receives drainage runoff from her neighbors’ pond when it rains as the pond overtops and drains onto her property. Ms. Streicher requested assistance from the Village to help with eliminating the standing water.

President Pino explained that the Village Administrator would contact her to discuss the issue. 

III.
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
 
Village Forester Susan Allman addressed the Board to discuss the forestry budget regarding the proposed FY 2016-2017 Village budget. Ms. Allman noted her concern about the reduction of $15,000 within the forestry budget from FY 2015-2016. Ms. Allman explained that a large percentage of the forestry budget is currently applied toward the removal of dead trees in Village rights of way; especially dead Ash trees affected by the Emerald Ash Borer. She noted that other diseases have affected Village trees including Dutch Elm disease and Oak wilt. It was noted that the Village has spent approximately $20,000/year on the removal of dead trees in Village rights of way since 2012.
Ms. Allman explained that tree plantings in Village rights of way are also a significant part of the forestry budget considering the past removal of so many dead trees. She noted that if the forestry budget is reduced, she may need to cut back on services provided to the community such as the Village 50/50 tree planting program. 

There were questions from the Board about the 50/50 tree program which were addressed by Ms. Allman. 

President Pino inquired about an invoice for a tree removal on 267 Woodland Drive. Ms. Allman addressed the inquiry.
Trustee Boland mentioned budgetary constraints.

Ms. Allman requested additional funds for the forestry budget.  

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman, addressed the Board to discuss the importance of trees within the community and support the Village’s 50/50 tree program. It was noted that he has nine trees on his property from the 50/50 tree program and would like to see the program continue. Mr. Cifonelli was of the opinion that many residents are attracted to move in part to the Village for its area trees. He commended Ms. Allman for her efforts and for providing a diverse ecological selection of trees.

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, Plan Commission Chairman, addressed the Board and inquired about the status of the North Barrington Affordable Housing Plan which was referred to the Plan Commission for review and comments. He mentioned that the Village Attorney was working on incorporating language into the draft plan.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that a copy of the draft plan would soon be forwarded to the Plan Commission and is able to include materials suggested by another municipality represented by his office which has been negotiating with the Illinois Housing Development Authority.

PRESENTATION

Wyatt Lindquist - Proposal for Eagle Scout Project at Eton Park 
Wyatt Lindquist, addressed the Board and explained that he would like to build a kiosk for the community at Eton Park for his Eagle Scout project. He noted that the kiosk would provide educational information including restoration efforts at Eton Park and highlight community events. Mr. Lindquist provided a description of the project and noted that the project cost is in the amount of $1,300.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and confirmed the educational information components of the kiosk.

Kim Ritschel, 284 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as a Parks & Recreation (P&R) Commission Member and explained that the P&R Commission approved the project. 

It was noted that the project would commence at the beginning of summer. Mr. Lindquist added that his fellow scouts would assist with the project. He anticipates that the project will be completed by the beginning of the 2016-2017 school year.

It was noted that the Board would waive any fees and requirements associated with the project.

There were a few additional questions from the Board addressed by Mr. Lindquist.

CODE AMENDMENTS/ORDINANCES/RESOLUTIONS

A.  
Consideration of Ordinance # 1282, an Ordinance amending the Village Building Code to provide that effective as to permit applications filed beginning on May 1, 2016, by submitting an Application for a Building Permit the Architect or other Draftsman waives all rights under the Copyright Law and any other Intellectual Property law as to the Current Owner of the Property (This would not be retroactive to previous permits.)
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that an amendment to the Village Code was being recommended to reflect language that any architect, engineer, or draftsman who files plans, drawings, or specifications, in support of an application for a Village building permit agrees to allow the Village to copy the plans, drawings or specifications for the existing owner or a prior owner. 

Attorney Braithwaite explained that the effective date would begin May 1, 2016. It was noted that the amendment would not be retroactive.

Trustee Weiner asked whether the documents were foiable under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA).

Attorney Braithwaite responded that the FOIA exempts plans, drawings and specifications.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Attorney Braithwaite.

VII.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino

President Pino updated the Board on the highlights of the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) meeting held 3/29/16. He noted that the BACOG discussed: 

· BACOG’s budget

· Virtual Emergency Operations Center Over Internet (VEOCI) Training scheduled for April 13th at 8:45 a.m.

· BACOG Regional Tabletop Exercise scheduled for October 14th at 8:00 a.m.
· Smart States: Real World Implementation Planning scheduled for April 25th-26th at UI LABS in Chicago.

·  2016 Barrington Area Leadership Academy scheduled for April 23rd at 8:30 a.m. 
President Pino also explained that the Village of South Barrington received low bids for their 2016 road program. Consequently, they were to double their budget for the road program. President Pino requested that Village Engineer Al Stefan address the Board. 
Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that he is the process of reviewing the Village of South Barrington’s bid tabulation in order to provide the most cost effective Village road program.
President Pino explained that BACOG developed a 25-minute groundwater video which was developed for the elementary school classrooms of the Barrington Community Unit School District 220. He noted that he’d like to show the video to the Board in April.
A.
FY 2017 Proposed Budget
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that the proposed budget must be passed by the end of the fiscal year (April 30th) and noted that the Finance Committee met in February to discuss the proposed budget.

Trustee Pais commented on the proposed budget deficit. Trustee Smith explained that there are monies in reserve for operational expenses should the Village need to utilize them. 

President Pino explained that the Village generally does not go over its budget and that the Village’s retained earnings has increased each year. He also mentioned that revenues are being earmarked this year.
Trustee Andrew inquired about the line items regarding Flint Creek Restoration and Stormwater Management and requested a breakdown regarding the use of funds for each line item. 
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and discussed the use of funds for the Flint Creek Restoration and Stormwater Management line items. There was discussion among the Board and Ms. Schumm clarifying the use of funds for each line item. 

Trustee Smith noted that the Village Administrator can also provide monthly up-to-date reports for each line item should the Board have any questions on future line items. 
Trustee Smith recommended adding an additional $5,000 to the Forester budget for a revised total of $40,000.

It was noted that the Total Expenses for the FY 2017 Budget was revised to the amount of $2,110,000.
B.
Coal Tar Discussion and possible action

Trustee Boland stated that he did not attend the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission meeting on 3/8/16 however; explained that the E&H Commission recommended approval of an ordinance incorporating language as adopted by South Barrington and BACOG banning the use of coal tar sealants containing Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons “PAH”. 
Trustee Boland mentioned that there are substantial fines used by South Barrington and questioned whether it would be appropriate to incorporate such fines for the Village. 
Trustee Pais suggested educating residents on coal tar sealants. 
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander stated that the Village would soon be distributing a newsletter with specific information on coal tar sealants and PAH.
President Pino recommended tabling the matter in order for the Village Attorney to review the information as received by the E&H Commission.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to table Item B. Coal Tar Discussion and possible

action; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

C.
Nancy Schumm, Management Plan for Eton Park (north and south)

(The goal of continued maintenance within the wooded and wetland areas within Eton

Park is to ultimately improve ecological function and overall aesthetics for the natural

communities therein.)
Nancy Schumm addressed the Board and explained that the E&H Commission reviewed three proposals to continue to the restoration efforts in Eton Park. It was noted that restoration efforts have been implemented over the past six years. Proposals were submitted by ENCAP, Inc., Tall Grass Restoration, LLC and Integrated Lakes Management (ILM). South Eton Park was added to the proposal this year. The E&H Commission recommended approval of a three year contract with ENCAP, Inc. It was noted that the previous contract with ILM expired. 

President Pino inquired about the amount of ENCAP, Inc.’s proposal. 

Ms. Schumm indicated that the contract provides three years of maintenance in south and north Eton Park for a total amount of $38, 225 or; approximately $12,742/year for three years. 
President Pino indicated that he would like to review the proposal and table the matter.

Ms. Schumm noted that garlic mustard season is approaching and if the species is not treated, the opportunity to treat the invasive species will be missed.

Trustee Pais inquired about the use of chemicals used to treat the invasive species and noted his concern.  
Ms. Schumm explained that the application is systemic and treats the root of the plant. She noted that the application does not contaminate water ways and that professional contractors such as ENCAP, Inc. follow standards required by the Environmental Protection Agency.

Ms. Schumm explained that in addition to targeting species that are aggressive and invasive, the restoration services also includes controlled burns and seeding/enhancement. 

Trustee Boland suggested approving one herbicide application and tabling the remainder of the proposal.

President Pino agreed and requested that a copy of the three year ENCAP, Inc. proposal be distribute to the Board.
There was discussion between the Board and Ms. Schumm about the previous work provided by ILM. Ms. Schumm indicated that she’d provide a copy of the annual reports to the Board. 

Trustee Pais asked E&H member Linda Aylward about the position of the E&H Commission on the application of chemicals. 

Ms. Aylward stated that the E&H Commission is comfortable with the “limited” application of chemicals and noted that the chemicals do not end up in the soil or water. Ms. Aylward explained that manual labor is also used to treat the invasive species and that it’s not solely treated with chemicals. 
There was discussion between the Board and Ms. Schumm about the prior work performed by ILM. Ms. Schumm indicated that she’d provide a copy of the annual reports to the Board. 
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve the amount of $1,200 from contingency funds for

ENCAP, Inc. to apply one herbicide application in Eton Park; seconded by Trustee Andrew.
