Call to Order, Roll Call

2.
Approval of Minutes from the June 6, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the June 7, 2016 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Vance Antoniou moved to approve the Minutes of the June 7, 2016 E&H meeting; seconded by Vice Chair Linda Aylward.

Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the June 7, 2016 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 

3.
Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.         Coal tar/Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons, “PAH”, Ordinance

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the Coal Tar /PAH proposed ordinance went before the Village Board, “VB”, on June 22, 2016, and the VB approved the ordinance with some minor changes to be made by Village Attorney, J.W. Braithwaite. 
Vice Chair Aylward supplied Ms. Torres with the draft certification to be completed by contractors applying sealcoating in the Village. She noted that the draft is to be reviewed by Attorney Braithwaite. Ms. Torres indicated that she would have the document forwarded to Attorney Braithwaite.
5.
Discuss South Eton Park 
Chairman Kalinowski stated that she met with Ms. Allman and did a walkthrough of Eton Park South to investigate plant growth. She stated that ENCAP sprayed herbicide at Eton Park on Friday, June 17th. She indicated that notification was posted in the form of flags. She was of the belief that the utility sized flags were difficult to see. She stated that she emailed Samantha Melton, ENCAP, and requested that larger signs be posted in the future. She said that she is awaiting response from Ms. Melton. 

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the VB approved the removal of the cattails at the last Board meeting and said that the cost would be paid out of the Flint Creek Restoration budget.

Chairman Kalinowski stated that she is working with Ms. Schumm on creating permanent signage to be placed at Eton Park South and one at Eton Park North. She said that the signs will indicate that Eton Park South and a portion of Eton Park North are conservation areas. Chairman Kalinowski presented the E&H with samples of signs used by various communities. 
There was lengthy discussion in regards to the specifics of the signs and the quantity to be posted. Members discussed the wording of the sign, which would include the text “Village of North Barrington”.
Ms. Aylward volunteered to work with Ms. Schumm on the details of the signage. She stated that she would get quotes for the signage and inform the E&H of her findings. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that the cost for signage would be paid out of the Flint Creek Restoration budget.
Members considered the samples provided by Chairman Kalinowski and selected that signs similar to sample A be created for the signage to be placed at Eton Parks South and North.
Motion:  Laurie Cameron moved to approve that Ms. Aylward proceed with the project of creating six permanent signs similar to sample A together with Ms. Schumm as discussed; seconded by Vance Antoniou.

Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the motion approved.

Chairman Kalinowski stated that she spoke with Ms. Schumm and inquired about when ENCAP would be out to rake the cattails at Eton Park south. She indicated that Ms. Schumm attempted to contact Ms. Melton, but has not heard back. 

Chairman Kalinowski suggested scheduling a work day to clean up Eton Park South. Ms. Aylward reminded the E&H that the cub scouts could be reached to assist with the proposed cleanup. Chairman Kalinowski expressed concern with cub scouts handling harmful materials that may be at the park.

Ms. Cameron asked if the E&H would be notified when ENCAP will be clearing the cattails. Chairman Kalinowski stated that she requested that ENCAP give the commission notification before the removal. Ms. Cameron asked Chairman Kalinowski if Prairieland Disposal, “PLD”, will be picking up the cattails, once they are raked and removed. Chairman Kalinowski stated that once contacted by ENCAP, pick up will be arranged with PLD. She indicated that PLD will provide a dumpster for ENCAP to dispose of the cattails and PLD will pick up the same day.
There was discussion regarding the scheduling of a cleanup date.

Ms. Aylward asked if the Village received the signed contract for the removal of the cattails. Ms. Torres stated that the contract was signed and submitted to the Village.

Ms. Aylward suggested posting the proposed cleanup date on the Village website, if one should be scheduled. Chairman Kalinowski mentioned contacting the Parks and Recreation Commission, “PRC”, to set up an area at the Fall Festival for the E&H. She indicated that the E&H could have information available about the proposed cleanup date at the event among other environmental information.

There was discussion regarding sending a postcard with various E&H information and the proposed cleanup event.

Ms. Cameron volunteered to work on a postcard to be distributed to residents in the fall. Ms. Cameron asked how much a postcard would cost the E&H. Chairman Kalinowski stated that she was not aware. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that Ms. Cameron could contact Michelle Youkhana, Chairman, of the PRC, to inquire about having an area for the E&H at the Fall Festival and possibly include a small E&H blurb on the Fall Fest postcard. Ms. Cameron volunteered to contact Ms. Youkhana.
Chairman Kalinowski suggested coordinating the cleanup date to be coincide with Arbor Day (last Friday in April) and Earth Day (April 22nd.) Ms. Cameron mentioned that debris and litter removal is also included in the one year restoration contract with ENCAP.
The time and date of the cleanup was discussed. The commission selected to schedule the cleanup date for Saturday, October 22, 2016 from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

6.
Food scrap/organics program incentives

Chairman Kalinowski indicated that the Walter Willis, Executive Director of the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County, “SWALCO”, congratulated the Village for being the first community in the State of Illinois to offer year round food scrap recycling. Chairman Kalinowski stated that Walter Willis suggested that the Village come up with ways to encourage further food scrap recycling participation from residents. She indicated that she suggested to Trustee Martin Pais, representative to SWALCO, that the Village offer a cost sharing incentive to residents to aid in getting further participation.
There was lengthy discussion regarding offering various incentives to residents who participate in the food scrap recycling program.

Vance Antoniou suggested offering one quarter free to the first one hundred subscribers paid by PLD. Chairman Kalinowski stated that new subscribers would also receive a free under sink food scrap kitchen container. 
Ms. Aylward volunteered to correspond with Steve and Mary Schweinsberg, PLD, to discuss offering the first 100 North Barrington subscribers a free quarter of food scrap recycling pickup. 

Members discussed sending out two postcards, one for the food scrap program and a second informing residents of the cleanup date October 22, 2016. Ms. Cameron volunteered to work on both postcards, one to go out near the end of July and the second in the fall.
Mr. Antoniou suggested that the free quarter for new subscribers be offered after residents subscribe for one year. Chairman Kalinowski suggested offering current subscribers a second free bag of Organimix compost for continuing with the program. 

There was some discussion.

Motion:  Laurie Cameron moved to approve two post cards one to indicate that the first one hundred new subscribers to the food scrap program will receive a free bag of compost, a free under sink food scrap container and the fourth quarter free after subscribing to one year of the food scrap program, contingent upon the cooperation of Prairieland Disposal, and that current subscribers will receive a second bag of compost free. Also, the second postcard to inform residents of the October 22, 2016 clean up date; seconded by Vance Antoniou.

Discussion:  There was lengthy discussion.

 7.        E&H info for Village website
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the E&H has a link on the website available for placing information pertaining to environmental topics. She suggested that members come up with ideas for information to be placed on the website.

Old Business/New Business

Chairman Kalinowski stated that she would like to revisit the topic discussed in the past in regards to creating an ordinance that requires contractors to place adequate signage and that notification be given when applying herbicide/pesticide on Village owned property. 
Ms. Allman mentioned that ENCAP has recently sprayed for Reed Canary Grass along Flint Creek.
Chairman Kalinowski stated that a representative from Clark Mosquito was present at the last Village Board meeting to discuss mosquito abatement and also indicated that mosquito counts have increased. She stated that residents can get notification before mosquito spraying when you visit the Village website and sign up for Village email notifications. She indicated that residents can call Clark Mosquito and request to be put on the no spray list or request that Clark spray along their driveway. 

Ms. Allman stated that she will be doing tree removal due to Dutch Elm disease. She noted that the removal will be done along Eton Park South. Chairman Kalinowski inquired about where the funds come from to remove the trees. Ms. Allman stated that it comes from the Village Forestry budget. 

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that recently the Plan Commission approved an amendment to the sign ordinance that states that the regulations of the Village Code pertaining to signs does not apply to Village owned property used for parks purposes. She noted that the conservation signs that are being placed at Eton Park therefore, will not be in violation of the Village code.
