II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
James Zakos, 67 Coventry Lane, addressed the Board to complain about the events taking place at 125 Arrowhead Lane, also known as “Wandering Tree Estate”. Mr. Zakos provided pictures depicting the location of his property in relation to the Wandering Tree Estate property.

Mr. Zakos explained that he moved to his property in May of 2008. He stated that he was speaking on behalf of his immediate neighbors and himself. 
Mr. Zakos is of the opinion that North Barrington’s consent decree with Wandering Tree Estate proving for limited use of the property as a Botanical Garden Venue is ineffective. He indicated that there have been four weddings at Wandering Tree Estate and noted there is a lack of control when events are held especially during late evening hours. Mr. Zakos explained that the noise level is unacceptable. He indicated that other residents have also contacted the Silets’ and the Lake County Sheriff to complain about the noise. 

Mr. Zakos stated that the music ended at 10:50 p.m. on July 9, 2016 and that the last limousine left at 11:45 p.m.  

Mr. Zakos explained that the consent decree permits eleven events per calendar year to be held at Wandering Tree Estates. He noted that there are set-up and tear-down days prior to and following each event which generates additional activity and noise such as vehicles/trucks entering and leaving the premises.
Mr. Zakos noted his concerns regarding:

· The number of guests at each event.
· The alcohol consumption by the attendees.
· Whether bartenders are beverage alcohol sellers and servers are trained and (BASSET) certified.
· Website advertising by Wandering Tree Estates. 

Laura Ramirez, Wynstone Property Owners Association (POA) Manager, addressed the Board and inquired about enforcement of the consent decree especially during weekend hours. She noted that a number of Wynstone residents contacted the police several weeks ago to which the Lake County Sheriff’s office responded, although those responding seemed uninformed and confused about how to respond.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that it is the Village responsibility to enforce the consent decree and the Lake County Sheriff’s office is responsible for responding to complaints. Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the Lake County Sheriff’s office currently has a copy of the consent decree. 
There was brief discussion among the Board and Ms. Ramirez about possible remedies for enforcement.

Regina Brooks Esq., 6309 Ellesworth Place, Merriville, Indiana, addressed the Board and stated that she was the event planner for the wedding held July 9, 2016. Attorney Brooks explained that her final guest count for the event was 247 attendees. She noted that 247 guests                         was not a violation of the consent decree. She indicated that she had discussions with H.L. Silets about the consent decree and its restrictions. Attorney Brooks explained that as a result of the consent decree, the musicians had to sign new agreements indicating that they would end the music at 10:30 p.m. She also stated that Wandering Tree Estates reserved the right to stop the music if the music did not cease by 10:30 p.m.

Attorney Brooks also explained there was a sound check using a phone application that measures sound levels or decibels on the property. 
Attorney Brooks stated that it was her understanding that the police were called for the first time to Wandering Tree Estate on July 9, 2016. She indicated that the event was a predominantly an African American event and noted as a former civil rights attorney, it was her responsibility to point out that this was the first time the police were called. She indicated that her observations were not accusatory and was hopeful that the phone call to the police was not racially motivated. She noted that there have been discussions about pursuing the matter further.
She noted that guests were off the property by 11:00 p.m. on July 9th and noted that she left the premises by 11:27 p.m. 

Attorney Brooks stated that a female police officer arrived between 9:20 p.m. and 9:30 p.m. on July 9th in response to a call regarding loud music. She explained that the officer spoke to the band and that the music was turned down. She stated that music level did not increase after the officer left. 

Attorney Brooks commented on the liquor license/bartender issue and explained that her caterer is one of the best in Chicago and encouraged the Board to research them. She believed the caterer to be compliant with all liquor laws. She noted that the earlier comment about bartenders not being certified was speculative and not based on facts. 

Trustee Sauer asked if the caterers left the property prior to Attorney Brooks’ departure on July 9th. Attorney Brooks stated that there were two caterer locations that evening. One left prior to her departure and that the last shuttle for the caterers left by 12:00 a.m. She noted that if the caterers did not catch the 12:00 a.m. shuttle bus, there was no other way to their cars. She noted that when she left there was one truck remaining which was 70% loaded.

Trustee Sauer asked if all of the vendors and caterers are shuttled to the property. Attorney Brooks stated that there are a few individuals that park in the service lot on the property but noted that most of the caterers, vendors and guests are shuttled to the property from an off-site lot that is rented.

Trustee Pais inquired about the phone application which measures decibel levels.
Derrick Vaughn, 563 Darlington Lane, Crystal Lake, addressed the Board and explained that he is employed by Wandering Tree Estates. Mr. Vaugh stated that he downloaded an application for a decibel meter due to complaints received regarding loud music. He indicated that he used his phone to measure sound levels however; noted that it is not scientific or professional. 

Mr. Vaugh stated that a normal conversation measures approximately 56.7 decibels. He recorded the noise level near the back of the property line by the Japanese garden which measured between 43.9 – 47.6 decibels.
William Norris, U.S. Security of Protection Services, 5300 S. California Ave., Chicago, addressed the Board and indicated that he provides security services for Wandering Tree Estates.
Mr. Norris explained that the Lake County Sheriff responded to a noise compliant on the property between 9:20 p.m. and 9:30 p.m. on July 9th. He received a call about the noise level being too loud and subsequently spoke with the disc jockey to have the music lowered. As a result, he was informed that the police were satisfied with the level of music after it had been lowered.

Mr. Norris verified the number of guests (247) in attendance of the event held July 9th. He explained that a team of eight security officers were in attendance. He indicated that the event held July 9th was his second event at Wandering Tree Estate and noted that it was the first time the police were called under his guard. He stated that live bands and disc jockeys provide the music which is kept to an appropriate level and noted that patrons are kept orderly. Mr. Norris mentioned that no one was escorted off the property that evening. Mr. Norris explained that the security team is mandated to turn off the music at 10:30 p.m. and stated that the music did not extend past 10:30 p.m. It was noted that the team of the security officers are law enforcement officers however; Mr. Norris is employed with the Department of External Affairs. 

Mr. Norris explained that the security team is responsible for getting shuttle buses on and off the property. Guest are shuttled off the property between 10:30 p.m. – 10:45 p.m. Mr. Norris stated that his boss, the president of U.S. Security of Protection Services, informed him that the police have never been called to the property prior to July 9th. It was noted that U.S. Security of Protection Services has provided services to Wandering Tree Estate for prior events. 

President Pino asked if there was any way to get the vendors/caterers off the property by 11:00 p.m.

Mr. Norris said that the security team is responsible for getting guests off the premises by 11:00 p.m. 

Mr. Norris commented on alcohol consumption at the events. He stated that he did not understand how a neighbor could determine alcohol consumption by guests unless they were physically present at the event.
Elaine Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board and explained that she requested a nature conservancy (or tree buffer) between the Wynstone subdivision and Wandering Tree Estate prior to the development of the Wynstone subdivision. Subsequent to the development of the Wynstone subdivision, Ms. Silets stated that she found Mr. Zakos and his landscapers cutting down trees in the conservancy area with chainsaws.

Ms. Silets stated that her attorneys would have attended the evening’s Board meeting however; were unable to attend due to prior commitments. Her attorneys informed her that her rights were not being protected. She noted that she has been following the rules and that the dispute is responsible for her health issues at the age of 81. She noted that she is planning to go to court and her testimony at the Village would be her last.
Ms. Silets asked the Board who complained about the music and noted that she had a right to know.

President Pino reminded Ms. Silets that her comments were during the public comment portion of the meeting and asked her to focus on the event.

Ms. Silets indicated that she is considering law suits against the Village and others for defamation of character among other things. She reiterated that she is playing by the rules and commented on her positive contributions to the community.

H.L. Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board to comment on the complaint received at Wandering Tree Estates on July 9th and noted that July 9th was the first time the police were called to the property.
Mr. Silets stated that Lake County Sheriff Deputy Robyn Stankiewicz was the officer on duty on the evening of July 9th and responded to the call. He also noted that she was in the audience at the evening’s Board meeting. Mr. Silets noted that Deputy Stankiewicz witnessed him contacting the eight security officers in response to the complaint. 

Mr. Silets indicated that Deputy Stankiewicz requested that the bass of the music be turned down. Mr. Silets stated that Deputy Stankiewicz observed the music being turned down and wrote it as part of her report.

Mr. Silets explained that music ends at 10:30 p.m. and guests are off the property by 11:00 p.m. Mr. Silets indicated that there is one event per weekend. Set-up takes place on Friday and tear-town takes place on Sunday.
Mr. Silets stated that Mr. Zakos complained that the events “clog up the street”, however; noted that Mr. Zakos lives 2.5 miles away on another street.

Mr. Silets commented on decibel (sound) levels. Mr. Silets stated he and Mr. Vaughn visited an area close to Mr. Zakos property, which is across a 3.5 acre pond, and found a 47-48 decibel level reading to Wandering Tree Estate, which according to the internet, is “soft rainfall”. Mr. Silets added that Mr. Zakos removed trees from the conservancy and noted that the conservancy served as a buffer between Wandering Tree Estates and Mr. Zakos’ property. Mr. Silets indicated that Mr. Zakos was unaware of the conservancy agreement in the title of his property deed. 
Mr. Silets stated that he found it suspicious that the Lake County Sheriff was called on July 9th when the event was an African American event and indicated that the issue may be explored further. 

Mr. Silets noted that they abide by the rules. The number of guests on July 9th was under the permitted allowance. Guests were off the property by 11:00 p.m. and it was noted that there is some breakdown following the guests’ departure which can last until 11:30 p.m.

Mr. Silets stated that they are willing to work with the Village and that they are not trying to cause a nuisance.

Mr. Silets pointed out that Wynstone set off fireworks on July 9th and that he consequently notified the Lake County Sheriff’s department about the disturbance.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked what time the tear-down take place on Sunday following Saturday events.

Mr. Silets stated that tear down on Sunday takes place around 10:30 a.m. – 11:00 a.m. 

Trustee Smith inquired about the total number of events held at Wandering Tree Estate.

Mr. Silets stated that there have been 4 parties over the last 28 weeks.

President Pino thanked the public for their comments and Wandering Tree Estate and stated that representatives of the Board and Wandering Tree Estate will schedule a meeting to try and resolve the issues.
Scott Swenson, Swenson Sealcoat, 582 Sycamore Circle, Wauconda, addressed the Board and introduced Emerson Potter and Mark Shults to assist in answering questions about coal tar products. Mr. Swenson noted that Mr. Potter and Mr. Shults are representatives for the Sealcoat manufacturer.
Emerson Potter, Sealmaster, 375 Roma Jean Parkway, Streamwood and Mark Shults, The Brewer Company, 3852 W. 159th Place, Markham, addressed the Board. 

President Pino asked if they attended any of the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission meetings in which the coal tar product was discussed. It was noted that the E&H Commission recommended approval of an ordinance banning the use of coal tar sealants containing Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons “PAH”. 

Mr. Potter responded that they did not attend any of the E&H meetings and noted that they were asked to address the Board approximately 2-3 days ago.

Mr. Potter explained that he works for Sealmaster which is the largest manufacturer of both coal tar and asphalt bases. He’s been in the business for 30+ years. It was noted that Sealmaster has 29 plants in the U.S. Both products are made at Sealmaster and used throughout the system.
Mr. Potter referenced an Austin, Texas study conducted on coal tar products and noted that subsequent studies have shown that they have not seen a drop in the PAH levels.
Mr. Potter stated that the Federal Government uses coal tar products on runways and roads. He indicated that coal tar products are used in shampoos, medicines, in railroad use, in aluminum use, and used in mass in the Chicago area since 1985. He noted that PAHs are also used in charcoal, automobile tires among other things.  
Mr. Potter stated that Sealmaster uses asphalt base products as well as coal tar product but; does not favor one over the other. He noted that some schools and municipalities have requested the use of asphalt base products however; is of the opinion that there is not enough science to ban the use of coal tar products. He added that banning the use of coal tar products puts an unfair burden on homeowners and contractors. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked if Mr. Potter had viewed the recently approved Village ordinance banning the use of coal tar products. Mr. Potter indicated that he had not seen it. It was noted that the Village Administrator would provide Mr. Potter with a copy of the ordinance.
Trustee Andrew inquired about the longevity of a coal tar product vs. an asphalt base product.

Mr. Potter stated that asphalt bases are more costly to put down.

Trustee Smith inquired about the cost difference.
Mr. Potter stated that the cost is comparable however; noted that asphalt products are dependent on the price of oil. 
Mr. Potter stated that asphalt products are sold at stores such as Home Depot and Menards however; it was noted that coal tar products are only available to commercial applicators.

There was discussion among the Board, Mr. Potter, Mr. Shults and the Board about PAH studies and carcinogens. 

Mr. Shults indicated that he can provide literature supporting the discussion.

President Pino thanked them for their presentation. He suggested that they send any literature to the E&H Commission for their review and advised them to inform their customers that the Village has ban coal tar products.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1288, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Andrei Gandrabur to construct an addition, alterations and remodeling for the property located at 231 Beachview Lane, North Barrington, IL 60010*
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 231 Beachview Lane (Lots 16 & 17 in Block 24 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 Square Feet Residential) District by reason of lot area and existing building setback encroachments.  The subject property has an area of approximately 16,200 square feet rather than the 40,000 square feet minimum required for properties in the R-3 District.  The existing home is located approximately 24.43 feet from the front property line rather than the 30 feet required for the front yard setback.  The existing home also is located approximately 13.1 feet from the rear property line rather than the 15.6 feet required for the rear line which is coincident with the side line of the adjoining lot.

ZR-10-9-3:       
On a lot whose rear line forms the side line of an adjoining lot, the rear yard setback shall not be less than the side yard setback required for the adjoining lot.

The proposed one story addition to the home will be located approximately 13.1 feet from the rear property line rather than the 15.6 feet required. 
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman to discuss the recommendation of the ZBA. Chairman Cifonelli stated that the petitioner submitted an application to construct an addition, alterations and remodeling to the property located at 231 Beachview Lane. Chairman Cifonelli noted that the property is a non-conforming use in the R-3 District by reason of lot area and existing setback encroachments and the proposed one story addition will be located approximately 13.1 feet from the rear property line rather than the 15.6 feet required. Chairman Cifonelli noted that the request includes a moderate expansion of the home’s footprint due to the expansion of the master bedroom. He added that alterations to the roof line will increase the volume of two bedrooms on the second floor. 

It was noted that there were no objections from the Village Forester or Village Health Officer. The ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):     A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 586 Golfview Drive (Lots 26, 27 and 28 and the South ½ of the vacated Dale Court in Block 19 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 2) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 Square Feet Residential) District by reason of lot area.  The subject property has an area of approximately 

21,625 square feet rather than the 40,000 square feet minimum required for properties in the R-3 District.  
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman to discuss the recommendation of the ZBA. Chairman Cifonelli stated that the petitioner submitted an application to construct an addition, alterations and remodeling to the property located at 586 Golfview Drive. Chairman Cifonelli noted that the property is a non-conforming use in the R-3 District by reason of lot area and explained that the petitioner is seeking a zoning variation in order to construct an 11 ft. x 22 ft. addition to their existing garage including a minor expansion of the dining room bay region to include French doors.
Chairman Cifonelli stated that the Village Health Officer had no objections to the request and the Village Forester had not objections however; requested a tree bond. The ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

Ms. Karney indicated that she is recommending that percolation tests be eliminated (in general) however; noted that the amendment provides a minimum of 6 soil borings rather than 4 soil borings which provides a better soil analysis.

Ms. Karney explained the remaining proposed amendments regarding sump pump pits and down spout locations. 

Trustee Boland noted that language may be needed to be added to the proposed ordinance regarding non-conforming properties.
Trustee Boland suggested tabling the matter.

Trustee Pais reported that there was an automobile accident on Clover Hill Lane on 7/18/16. The driver was speeding, lost control, hit a Com Ed pole, and knocked the pole down. The accident caused power outages in the area.

Trustee Pais explained that speeding is a problem on Clover Hill Lane. It was noted that a number of residents were in attendance at the evening’s meeting to address the Board regarding their concerns.
Al Stefan, Village Engineer, addressed the Board and explained traffic calming which was defined as altering a driver’s behavior to slow or reduce motor vehicle traffic and improve safety.

Village Engineer Stefan stated that there are two steps which includes 1) signage and 2) physical measures.

Village Engineer Stefan explained signage which includes: 
· Radar Speed Display

· Caution/Slow Sign

· Additional Speed Limit Sign

· Additional “Curve Ahead” Sign

· Local Traffic Only/No Thru Traffic 

Village Engineer Stefan explained Physical Measures which includes:
· Speed Humps, Speed Bumps and Speed Tables

· Median /Reflective Lane Separator
· Chicane 

It was noted that the speed limit is 25 mph on Clover Hill Lane however; the speed limit is reduced to 20 mph by the Montessori Children’s House school located on Clover Hill Lane.

President Pino suggested the formation of subcommittee to research the matter. He recommended that Trustee Pais, Village Engineer Stefan, the residents of Clover Hill Lane, and representatives from the Montessori Children’s House meet to discuss potential solutions.

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander indicated that a special detail could be ordered from the Lake County Sheriff to monitor traffic.

Village Engineer Stefan recommended that traffic counters be installed initially in order to provide information regarding the amount of traffic using Clover Hill Lane.

Dixie Rogers, 140 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and explained that she has been passed by other cars while driving the speed limit on Clover Hill Lane. She is of the opinion that Clover Hill Lane has become dangerous.

James Godwin, 100 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and stated that he was in favor of speed bumps. He added that a striping down the center of Clover Hill Lane may keep vehicles in their own lane especially due to a blind spot just before the school.

Anna Perry, Montessori Children’s House, 115 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and explained that she grew up on the property as her parents ran the school. Ms. Perry stated that she has been running the school for 5 years and noted that traffic has always been an issue. She indicated that she’s been working on a solution for years and was told speed bumps are a snow plow issue. She has worked with the Lake County Sheriff’s office to re-work the arrivals and dismissals at the school and noted that there have been near misses due to the line of cars waiting to drop off children. Ms. Perry stated that each family receives a copy of school policies relating to arrivals and dismissals and provided some copies for the Board.

It was noted that the school is open from 7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. year round.

President Pino stated that he would set up random patrols during the interim of the traffic study.
Ms. Perry indicated that they have the presence of an officer from the Lake County Sheriff at the start of each school year. Ms. Perry also indicated that the school sign on Clover Hill Lane is incorrect.

Village Administrator Nelander explained that Cuba Township Road District determined the signage.
Village Engineer Stefan stated that the engineer’s review would include reviewing the signage.

It was noted that the remainder of the conversation would be discussed at the subcommittee meeting.

Jim Zuhlke, 110 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and explained that he’s lived on Clover Hill Lane for 30 years. Mr. Zuhlke is of the opinion that the congestion/traffic on Clover Hill Lane is caused by the presence of the school as car lines dropping off children cause a traffic and safety hazard. He added that speeding is also an issue. Mr. Zuhlke noted that he was in favor of a speed hump and striping down the center of the road. He noted that the school should expand their parking facility in order to move traffic onto the school property and off Clover Hill Lane.  

Sheri Lapple, 190 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board, and explained that she lives at the end of Clover Hill Lane and that the curve on Clover Hill Lane is dangerous especially when cars are going over the speed limit. She also noted that no one plows the end the road (by Kohls Department Store). 

Butch Ackert, 210 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board and suggested a speed hump to slow down the cars entering Clover Hill Lane off Route 12.
Village Engineer Stefan noted that emergency vehicles need to be considered when contemplating speed humps.

Zeke Ackert, 220 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board, and noted that he saw the car that hit the Com Ed pole as it drove by his house. He noted that the car was buried in the woods. He was in favor of slowing down the speeders that come off of Route 12.

President Pino suggested that the residents on Clover Hill Lane provide their email for future communication purposes.

Trustee Janice Sauer
Trustee Sauer reported that the repair to the culvert on Ravine Lane was completed by Neri Contractors & Excavators. Area residents were pleased with the repair.

Trustee reported that the Lake County Department of Transportation, in conjunction with the resurfacing of Miller Road, assisted the Village by filling in and contouring ditches at three intersections at Miller Road. The County also, per a request from the Village at an earlier pre-construction meeting, to quote and replace a cross culvert on Kimberly. Both LCDOT as well as the Village benefited from working together to solve drainage issues along Miller Road.    
Trustee Sauer reported that the 2016 Road Program continues. She explained that the most of designated roads have been ground with the exception of Kimberly Road and Onondaga. Resurfacing of the roads would begin soon. It was noted that the road program is on schedule.
Village Administrator Nelander provided a brief update on the installation of the traffic signal at the corner of Old Barrington Road and Route 22. 
Dan Saunders, 104 Cherry Hill Road, addressed the Board and stated that due to the construction on Route 22 regarding the installation of the traffic light, trucks parked on the ground area and pushed silt and dirt into the drainage area. As a result, Cherry Hill Road now has standing water on the north east side.

Village Engineer Al Stefan indicated that an engineer would examine the area on July 28th.
