Approval of Minutes from the July 11, 2016 Plan Commission meeting

The Minutes of the July 11, 2016 Plan Commission (“Plan”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chairman Herrmann declared the Minutes of the July 11, 2016 Plan meeting approved and put on file. 

3.
Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.         Discuss a Zoning ordinance amendment prohibiting short term rentals
Chairman Herrmann explained that the PC would be discussing the proposed zoning amendment prohibiting short term rentals in the Village. He mentioned that the Village of Lake Barrington recently passed an ordinance prohibiting short term rentals. Chairman Herrmann noted that the ordinance was passed due to a shooting that occurred in Barrington resulting from party that was held at a short term rental property in Lake Barrington. 
Chairman Herrmann indicated that Village Administrator, Kathy Nelander, visited various short term rental sites and discovered that there were one or two listings in North Barrington. He stated that currently there have not been any issues in the Village. He was of the opinion that short term leases are an inappropriate use of residential homes. He stated that the Village Board would like the PC to consider the matter and make a recommendation. Chairman Herrmann noted that a Public Hearing would be necessary in considering the Zoning ordinance amendment prohibiting short term rentals.

Ms. Menges was of the opinion that it would be beneficial to have such an ordinance prohibiting short term rentals in the event that an issue should arise in the Village. 

Chairman Herrmann stated that currently the Village does not have any regulations regarding the rental of a property. He indicated that the Village of Wauconda requires that a safety inspection be completed prior to approving the rental of a property.
Ms. Menges indicated that the PC should also take into account the possibility of increased rentals in the future due to the Illinois Housing Development Authority’s’ requirement with affordable housing.

Mr. Such stated that there is a property in North Barrington, that he is aware of, that has been rented to individuals who were transitioning between homes or who are interested in purchasing a home in the area. He was of the opinion that particular situations should be considered when individuals have a legitimate reason for renting. 
Ms. Menges was of the opinion that specific text in the Village of Lincolnshire’s Ordinance that Attorney Braithwaite provided seemed suitable for the Village. 
There was discussion regarding how many days were reasonable for allowing individuals to rent a property. 
Attorney Braithwaite suggested adding a provision that limits the number of individuals allowed in a rental. Members expressed concern with the suggestion because it would then restrict a renter, who may be renting for a year from having a party or gathering. Ms. Menges mentioned that the property at 125 Arrowhead Lane holds weddings therefore, it seems redundant to add such a provision.

He also suggested that the PC could consider requiring that individuals advise the Village Clerk informally when renting a property to family or friends for purposes of a home exchange. 

Chairman Herrmann was of the opinion that the Village should be informed by property owners when renting property in the Village for any length of time.

Ms. Menges mentioned that State law requires that property owner’s occupy a home as of Jan 1st in order to qualify for a homeowner’s exemption. She noted that if a property is rented and not occupied by the property owner Jan 1st the property owner would, therefore not qualify for the home owner’s exemption.
Chairman Herrmann asked Marion Wulff that if in her experience as a realtor she has come across property owners who rent their homes while on the market. Ms. Wulff stated that she has. She indicated that Lake Barrington Shores does not allow rentals for less than a year. 

Ms. Menges was of the opinion that the proposed Zoning ordinance amendment should be general and be enforced in the event that any issues or complaints should arise. 

Members discussed limiting short term rentals for a period of three months. Attorney Braithwaite suggested wording three months as ninety two days. 
Chairman Herrmann asked if the PC would like to make a motion for a recommendation. Members reviewed Lincolnshire’s Ordinance and a memo provided by Attorney Braithwaite.  

Attorney Braithwaite stated that he will draft an ordinance for the PC to review at the next meeting. Members went over bullet points in the memorandum that they would like incorporate into the draft ordinance.

1. Except as otherwise provided herein, leasing a residential dwelling in any Residential zoning district (R1 through R5, inclusive) for less than three 92 days shall be prohibited.

2. The term of any lease which has satisfied the minimum term required by these rules may be extended on a month-to-month basis so long as the tenant(s) remain the same.
3. The form of consideration exchanged for the rental premises does not affect whether it is treated as a short term rental for the purposes of this Chapter.

4. The property owner shall remain responsible for compliance with all Village Codes during the term of any rental agreement unless the owner can show by clear and convincing evidence that the tenant caused the violation despite good faith efforts by the owner to abate the violation.

5. No temporary structure shall be permitted to be used for a short-term rental.

6. The prohibition on short term rentals for less than three 92 days shall not apply when the immediately preceding owner maintains possession of the dwelling unit after closing and leases it from the successor owner under a written lease agreement.
Chairman Herrmann asked whether the PC would like to include the requirement that property owners notify the Village Clerk when renting a home in the Village. There was discussion. Attorney Braithwaite indicated that he would include the language in the draft ordinance and submit to the PC to consider at the next meeting.

Old Business/New Business

Chairman Herrmann stated that the PC took no action at the last meeting in regards to drafting an Affordable Housing Plan to submit to the Illinois Housing Development Authority. Chairman Herrmann stated that the Village Board will make the final decision on the matter. Attorney Braithwaite stated that some Villages have concerns with the possibility of losing funding/grants due to lack of compliance. Mr. Such asked if there is currently a penalty for Villages who do not comply with the Illinois Affordable Housing Act. Chairman Herrmann stated that there is no active penalty.

Adjournment

Motion:  Chairman Herrmann moved the Meeting be adjourned; seconded by Vice Chair Janis Menges.

Discussion: There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion: The voice vote was unanimous in favor.

At 8:34 p.m. Chairman Gery Herrmann declared the meeting adjourned.
