Call to Order, Roll Call

Approval of Minutes from the April 5, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission meeting
The Minutes of the April 5, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.
Ms. Aylward requested that Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons, “PAH” be added after the phrase coal tar in number nine of the minutes and after coal tar sealants in the paragraph that followed.
Motion:  Laurie Cameron moved to approve the Minutes of the April 5, 2016 E&H meeting as amended; seconded by Alex Pino.
Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Kalinowski declared the amended Minutes of the April 5, 2016 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Approval of Minutes from the April 19, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission special meeting

The Minutes of the April 19, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) special meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Vice Chair, Linda Aylward moved to approve the Minutes of the April 19, 2016 E&H special meeting; seconded by Laurie Cameron.

Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the April 19, 2016 E&H special meeting approved and put on file. 

4.         Public Comment
Faye Sinnot addressed the E&H and stated that she wanted to share information regarding coal tar and PAHs. She explained that the information provided is in regards to a study done by Oregon State University to test PAHs in coal tar. She indicated that the study showed that coal tar based sealants are worse than imagined. She stated that toxicity tests suggested that fractions where the nitrated PAHs and oxygenated PAHs eluted have the most significant adverse effects. 
Chairman Kalinowski asked Ms. Sinnot to explain her role with the Barrington Area Council of Governments, “BACOG”. Ms. Sinnot stated that she is on the Water Resources Council for BACOG. She indicated that Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, BACOG asked that she and another member research coal tar. Ms. Sinnot stated that the industry has responded by developing additional asphalt based products. She indicated that the problem with asphalt based products is that they consist of cooked again asphalt, which increases the number of PAHs. She explained that for that reason, BACOG decided to ban the use of coal tar based sealants and sealants with a high number of PAHs. She stated that asphalt emulsion is the least toxic product. She explained that asphalt emulsion has .005 parts per million of PAHs compared to coal tar based sealants, which have 60,000-120,000 parts per million of PAHs. She indicated that 23 parts per million is where impact on biota is seen on the base of the food chain. 
Chairman Kalinowski asked Ms. Sinnot if she was aware if Lake County was taking steps to ban the use of coal tar sealants and sealants with a high number of PAHs. Ms. Sinnot stated that she was not. Ms. Sinnot indicated that she is only aware of Villages and towns who have taken steps to ban the products not counties.

5.
Coal tar sealant ban/polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbon, “PAH”, ordinance update

Chairman Kalinowski explained that the Village Board reviewed the E&H’s recommendation of an ordinance to ban the use of coal tar sealants at a previous Board meeting. She stated that the Board also asked that the E&H to review BACOG’s resolution and South Barrington’s approved ordinance banning the use of coal tar sealants and high PAH sealants. She mentioned that the E&H reviewed the resolution and ordinance and agreed to adopt South Barrington’s ordinance for the Village. She stated that the Board asked that the E&H draft an ordinance to include the amount of the fines to be imposed for violators as well as incorporating language of South Barrington’s ordinance. 
Chairman Kalinowski asked if a member of the E&H would like to volunteer to draft the ordinance. Ms. Aylward volunteered to draft the ordinance and prepare it for the next E&H meeting for review. Chairman Kalinowski asked Trustee Boland if there are guidelines to how high or low penalties should be for violators. Trustee Boland suggested making the fines reasonable and keeping the ordinance brief. 
There was discussion regarding methods to enforce the ordinance. Members discussed sending out a newsletter to inform residents of the adverse effects of coal tar and PAHs in sealants. Trustee Andrew suggested including a blurb in the newsletter that informs residents to contact seal coating contractors prior to having work done, and ask that they refrain from using products containing coal tar or high PAHs. 
6.
Discuss Eton Park south, schedule field walk, set up working group

Ms. Aylward stated that she contacted Chairman Michelle Youkhana, Parks and Recreation Commission, “PRC”, via email to discuss Eton Park restoration and to set up a meeting. She indicated that Chairman Youkhana stated that she was unavailable for a meeting with the E&H due to her schedule. Ms. Aylward stated that she also attempted to schedule a meeting with Chairman Kalinowski and Kim Ritschel.
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that she contacted Ms. Ritschel and discussed the E&H’s and PRC’s duties as commissions. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that the PRC was of the impression that restoration work, proposed paths and bridges did not fall under the PRC’s duties. 
There was discussion regarding the proposed Oxford Road footbridge. It was noted that the proposed footbridge was discussed at a previous Board meeting and some felt that a footbridge would be costly.

Chairman Kalinowski informed the E&H of the events of the Village Board meeting April 27, 2016. She stated that the Village Board approved ENCAP to do the first year of restoration work at Eton Park north and south. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that she inquired about whether or not ENCAP could substitute certain supplementary tasks on the contract and use the funds for other tasks as needed.
Chairman Kalinowski inquired about whether or not ENCAP agreed to the one year contract. Trustee Boland advised Chairman Kalinowski to contact Village Consultant, Nancy Schumm. 
Chairman Kalinowski stated that the one year contract includes herbiciding, monitoring, and debris and litter removal. She was of the opinion that the contract was vague in nature. Trustee Andrew suggested getting an itemized report of what is being herbicided.

Chairman Kalinowski indicated that the Village Board suggested that the E&H come up with a plan for the restoration work at Eton Park north and south for the upcoming years. Chairman Kalinowski stated that she has been doing research in regards to plans. She stated that the E&H would have to create a vision for the plan. She was of the opinion that the PRC might like to be involved in the planning of the open areas in the Village, but has since been informed that the PRC is occupied with the coordination of Village recreational events. 
Chairman Kalinowski stated that she requested that ENCAP inform the E&H of site visits prior to conducting them. Trustee Andrew indicated that she would also like to be notified.

There was discussion regarding the plan for the upcoming years and the E&H’s budget. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that she was unaware of the amount of the E&H’s budget. Trustee Boland informed her that it is public record and she could obtain the budget from the Village Hall. 
Members discussed creating a list of community resources to assist with future E&H projects in the Village.

Trustee Boland suggested that the E&H begin working on a plan for the open areas of the Village for the upcoming years. He informed the E&H that the restoration work for 2016 year at Eton Park north and south has already been approved by the Village Board. He explained that any additional work for the upcoming two years should be recommended formally for approval by resolution and sent to the Board for review.
Chairman Kalinowski stated that the Comprehensive Plan states that south Eton Park is to be used as limited passive, for nature study, and wildlife conservancy. She noted that Eton Park south is not included in the Flint Creek Watershed Plan. 
Members discussed organizing a walking group of the E&H to investigate Eton Park north and south and come up with ideas for a plan of the area. It was a general consensus of the E&H to do the walkthrough, May 10, 2016 from 3:00-4:30 p.m. It was noted that an agenda would be prepared and posted 48 hours prior to the meeting.

Creation of a plan for the stewardship of the Village’s parks and natural areas

There was discussion regarding developing a plan for the natural open areas in the Village.

Ms. Aylward mentioned that Trustee Martin Pais sent her an email regarding his thoughts of what the duties of the Village commissions are. She asked that Ms. Torres email a copy to the E&H members. It was noted that Ms. Torres would send the members a copy of Trustee Pais’ email. 
Ms. Aylward asked Trustee Boland if the Village Board suggested that the E&H develop a plan for Eton Park or all the open areas of the Village. Trustee Boland stated that two plans should be prepared, one for Eton Park and another for the open areas of the Village.

Trustee Boland mentioned that the Village is in the process of acquiring two-three lots along Hewes Drive.
