ORDINANCES/CODE AMENDMENTS
A.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1221, Amending Village Code Relative to Street Right-of-Way Tree Management, Section 5-3A-7
The proposed Ordinance outlines the care, removal and planting of right-of-way trees.
President Pino requested that Village Forester Susan Allman address the Board to explain the proposed ordinance.

Susan Allman, Village Forester, addressed the Board and explained that the Village has been a Tree City Community for 12 years. The Tree City organization now requires four standards that a municipality must follow in order to maintain their Tree City status which includes:
1) A Tree Care Board or Department.
2) A Tree Care Ordinance which includes a plan for tree care.
3) A Community Forestry Program with an annual budget of at least $2 per capita.
4) An Arbor Day observance and proclamation.
Ms. Allman explained that proposed amendment to the Village ordinance provides guidance for tree care within the Village relevant to tree planting, maintaining, and removing trees from streets and other public places.
Ms. Allman also noted that in February the Village was awarded with an Illinois Urban Forest Restoration Grant for the Emerald Ash Borer from the Metropolitan Mayors Caucus.

There were a few questions from the Board which were addressed by Ms. Allman. It was noted that the Environmental & Health Commission approved the proposed ordinance.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Karen Yancey, BACT – Vital Lands Illinois, Grant Application

Karen Yancey, Barrington Area Conservation Trust (BACT), Executive Director, addressed the Board to discuss the application for the Vital Lands Illinois grant as related to the proposal for potential land acquisitions concerning the properties located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22. It was the general consensus of the Board to partner with BACT in applying for the Vital Lands Illinois grant as previously agreed upon at the April Board meeting; Ms. Yancey was additionally asked to provide further information regarding the Vital Lands Illinois grant.
Ms. Yancey stated that she submitted a Vital Lands “Letter of Intent” in May and that the organization funding the grant program had questions concerning the two different appraisals obtained by the Village/BACT and the developer. Ms. Yancey noted that the organization would like the Village and BACT to negotiate a contract with the owner with a firm value of the property in order to begin the application process.
It was noted that Ms. Yancey, Trustees Boland and Herrmann, Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite, and a representative of the ownership, would meet on July 9th to discuss the matter and; that Attorney Braithwaite would provide legal assistance pro bono. Attorney Braithwaite stated that the Village may acquire a contract subject to funding or with an option to purchase agreement.
Ms. Yancey stated that BACT established the Tower Lakes Basin Watershed Partnership and submitted information to the Board. She noted that the first Tower Lakes Basin Partnership meeting would be held in the fall of 2012 and asked if one of the Board members would attend. President Pino stated that he would like to attend the meeting.
Ms. Yancey stated that BACT plans to testify about the environmental impact of the proposed rezoning matter for the (Dimucci) property located at the southeast corner of Rt. 12 and Old McHenry Road at the Lake County Zoning Board of Appeals level.
Ms. Yancey remarked that while doing research for the Tower Lakes Basin Partnership, BACT found that the Village published a Best Management Practices (BMP) manual under the BACT logo without their knowledge. She explained that BACT does not wish to make issue of the publication however; BACT would like to receive 30 – 40 copies of the booklet.

It was noted later by Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC that the BMP manual Ms. Yancey referenced, was completed while Ms. Schumm was employed with BACT and endorsed by BACT. 
President Pino stated that the Village would provide BACT with a cd of the booklet.

B.
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC - 319 Grant Management
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that all of the documents for the Section 319 grant have been completed. The Village may now proceed with the stream restoration project by meeting with the homeowners and finalizing permits. Trustee Herrmann offered to host a meeting at his house in order to meet with property owners affected by the project. The Village will be receiving a grant award of $85,000 and implementing the project over a 20 month period.  The actual cost to the Village will be in the amount of $45,000.

Ms. Schumm stated that the Village hired an intern for the summer who is currently conducting research in order to create a general emergency management plan. A preliminary action plan will be before the Board in July. Accordingly, the finalized emergency management plan will be enacted as an ordinance and subsequently approved by the County.
Ms. Schumm stated that the Village of Tower Lakes hired her to create a position paper for the rezoning proposal concerning the (Dimucci) property located at the southeast corner of Rt. 12 and Old McHenry Road and additionally represent Tower Lakes on the 9 lakes initiative concerning the Tower Lakes Basin Watershed Partnership.
C.
Village Update 
President Pino updated the Board on the current rezoning (Dimucci) matter concerning the property located at the southeast corner of Rt. 12 and Old McHenry Road. He stated that the Regional Plan Commission (RPC) delayed its recommendation on June 25th due to a procedural error. 
There was discussion among the Board about the upcoming RPC meeting. Trustee Herrmann requested a copy of the electronic transcript from the first RPC meeting and it was noted that Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite was working on the 2nd RPC meeting transcript.

Trustee Boland had nothing to report.

Trustee Gery Herrmann
Trustee Herrmann reported that he walked a portion of Flint Creek in June. The creek is drying up due to the drought. He observed the Eton Drive culvert and noticed that the steel structure is in good condition, however; noticed that the rubberized/ asphalt material lining the bottom of the creek/culvert is wearing away. Trustee Herrmann noted that it would be a good time to repair the lining as the creek is extremely low.

It was noted that Village Administrator Kathy Nelander would contact the Village Engineer.
Trustee Johnson noted that there are funds in the budget, if needed.
Trustee Herrmann reported that the SWALCO Board of Director’s meeting for June was cancelled due to lack of a quorum. Electronic devices are now collected through SWALCO and recycled by Sims Recycling Solutions. SWALCO will be celebrating its 10th Anniversary and kicking off the 60% recycling task force project soon.

There was discussion among the Board about the Village obtaining larger recycling totes upon the expiration of the Village’s current contract.

Trustee Kafka reported that the Parks and Commission had their first summer concert event held in Eton Park and was well attended and enjoyed by all of the residents.  The next summer concert event is scheduled for August 25th.

Trustee Mark Kolar

Trustee Kolar reported that the house located at 112 Old Barrington Road has had considerable activity since the purchase price was reduced. Trustee Kolar suggested that the house remain on the market for a few additional months and that it would not be rented as previously decided.  

It was the general consensus of the Board to continue to keep the house on the market and not rent it out at this time. It was noted that the matter would be ratified at the July Board meeting.

IX.
OLD BUSINESS
Trustee Kolar wanted clarification regarding the comments provided by BACT Executive Director Karen Yancey regarding the properties located at properties located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22.

Trustee Boland stated that Ms. Yancey requested that the Village participate in a meeting with BACT, the Village, and a representative of the ownership, in order to reach an agreement as to the current value of the property for grant purposes.
Trustee Boland noted that it does not commit the Village to purchasing the property.
Trustee Kafka suggested that the Village reconsider sending a Village newsletter. She noted that currently there is sufficient material to generate a newsletter and provide residents with updated information; she referenced the Dimucci matter. 

It was noted that a Village-wide informational letter was mailed to all residents.

Trustee Kafka explained that the Wynstone residents she’d spoken with seem to have misinformation about the rezoning matter. She stated that she would like to see some kind of correspondence highlighting facts such as lack of revenue sharing. 
President Pino noted his frustration with the Wynstone Property Owner’s Association and the lack of cooperation and communication regarding the Dimucci matter. 

Trustee Kafka stated that the Wynstone community continues to pay great deal in taxes with regard to the Special Service Area for the sewer line. Trustee Kafka adamantly noted that she would like to have a 2nd letter from the Village President detailing that Wynstone residents will not receive any shared revenue from the proposed project, with the exception that some schools will receive a portion of the revenue. 
President Pino stated that he’d like to attend the next Wynstone POA meeting.

It was the general consensus of the Board that the Village send a 2nd letter to Village residents with input as provided, during the meeting, by President Pino and Trustee Kafka.

ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business to come before the Board, Trustee Boland moved to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Trustee Kolar. The voice vote was unanimous in favor.
