PRESENTATIONS
A.
Karen Yancey, Barrington Area Conservation Trust Proposal 
Karen Yancey, Executive Director of the Barrington Area Conservation Trust (BACT) addressed the Board to update the Board on the possible land acquisitions for the properties located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22 in unincorporated Lake County. Ms. Yancey asked the Board at the August Board meeting to consider the acquisition and distribution of funds with regards to the FY 2012-2013 Budget. 

Ms. Yancey stated that an appraisal on the property was completed by Frank Harrison and Associates valuing the property at $357,000. A handout with information pertaining to the possible land acquisition was distributed.  
Ms. Yancey stated that BACT is willing to contribute $50,000 toward the acquisition and seek another $50,000 in donations from donors through fundraising events. BACT requested that the remaining funds be provided by the Village of North Barrington.

Ms. Yancey stated that the next step would include drafting a memorandum of understanding between the Village and BACT. Ms. Yancey noted that BACT would request a conservation easement on the property to permanently protect the wetlands, and; that the Village work with BACT on a five year restoration plan and apply for grants through BACT.

President Pino asked if the restoration work would be shared with BACT. Ms. Yancey stated that typically the work would be shared, although; grants and volunteerism may aid in the costs associated with the restoration.
Ms. Yancey concluded by asking the Board to review the appraisal and consider the matter at the December Board meeting. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that there ought to be dialogue between the two parties prior to the Board considering the matter in December.

President Pino thanked Ms. Yancey for her presentation.

B.
 Nancy Schumm, Flint Creek Restoration Update
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that Integrated Lakes Management (ILM) will be burning debris at the locations of Eton Park and at Rugby Road/Essex Lane with a possible controlled burn, if appropriate.  She noted that she is awaiting a response regarding the Section 319 Grant, and; that she applied for a grant from Trees Forever.
Ms. Schumm stated that the Village was awarded the Donald P. Klein Award for 2011 for the Best Management Practices (BMP) Manual which was prepared by Baxter & Woodman, Inc. with a matching grant from Lake County for the Flint Creek Watershed Restoration Project.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino

A. 
Village Update

President Pino stated that he was pleased to accept the Donald P. Klein Award for 2011 at the Annual Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) Dinner. The award was given for the Village’s BMP Manual, a guide for natural area management and protection of the Flint Creek Watershed, and was selected as the best project of five nominees. President Pino noted that Village Administrator Kathy Nelander and Nancy Schumm were instrumental in submitting the information for the award.

President Pino stated that one of the members of BACOG may withdraw from the BACOG organization.  It was noted that the member’s withdrawal may affect BACOG dues for the remaining members.
President Pino stated that the Village is awaiting information from the Lake County Department of Transportation (LCDOT) regarding the Miller Road project and from IDOT concerning intersection improvements at Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. President Pino stated that the Village prefers to have a traffic light installed at the Route 22 and Old Barrington Road intersection.

President Pino stated that he was unable to obtain a generator offered by another Village due the price and retrofitting; however; the Village will continue to look into obtaining a generator for the Village Hall.
B. 
Report and possible action, 297 Homewood
President Pino stated that the Board approved acceptance of the amount of $5,000 in full settlement regarding the property located at 297 Homewood at the October Board meeting, however; the payment has not been made.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the owner’s representative has been out of town and suggested that the Village allow the owner additional time to submit the payment. It was the general consensus of the Board to allow the owner one month to submit the payment.

C. 
Report and possible action as to Nicor Franchise Ordinance
Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that he has not received a response from Nicor regarding the agreement and suggested placing the matter on the December agenda.
D. 
Approve expenditure of $3,300 to survey property at 112 Old Barrington Road
President Pino stated that the Village obtained a proposal for a property survey in the amount of $3,300 in order to determine the new property lines of the parcel located at 112 Old Barrington Road. 
Trustee Boland suggested obtaining two (2) additional bids and felt that the proposal was high. It was noted that Trustee Kolar offered to obtain additional bids.

It was noted that there are two parcels that make up the property and that it is necessary to determine where the property would be divided. 
It was the general consensus of the Board to obtain additional boundary survey proposals.

E. 
Schedule Special Meeting – view existing and recommended Village improvements
President Pino stated that he would like to schedule a special meeting to view the existing culverts located at Biltmore, Eton and Oxford Road, as well as, the intersection of Drury Lane and Oxford Road regarding drainage issues. Following the site visit, the Board will convene at the Village Hall to make recommendations for Village improvements.

The Board determined that a special meeting would be scheduled on Saturday, November 26th at 8:30 a.m.  It was noted that the Board would initially meet at Eton Park to begin the site visit. The Village Clerk will schedule and provide notice accordingly.

FY 2011 Audit

President Pino noted that he had further questions for Trustee Johnson about the auditor’s recommendations and recommended that the Finance Committee meet in January 2012.
