II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Wyatt Lindquist, 435 Brookmont Lane, addressed the Board and explained that he previously met with the Parks & Recreation (Parks) Commission to discuss the construction of an informational sign/kiosk at Eton Park as part of an Eagle Scout project. He informed the Board that the Parks Commission approved the proposed project; however;  he needed Board approval in order to move forward with the project to finalize the designs and obtain final costs. It was noted that he would like the project to be completed by the end of September.

Mr. Lindquist explained that the estimated cost of the project is $1,000. He stated that he may be able to reduce the costs in some areas such as lumber for the project. 

Trustee Andrew asked Mr. Lindquist who would be helping him with the project.

Mr. Lindquist stated that his Boy Scout Troop and friends would help him. 

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC addressed the Board and explained that she would be providing information on the natural area restoration project.

President Pino inquired about the location of the sign. 

Mr. Lindquist stated that the location has not been determined; however it was noted that the sign would be toward the front of Eton Park.

Mr. Lindquist explained that the Parks Commission provided their input regarding the design and he made the revisions. It was noted that the proposed kiosk would include a wood shingle roof top. Ms. Schumm explained that the Parks Commission would approve the final design and its budget at the next Parks Commission meeting.

It was noted that the Board could not vote on the matter at this meeting as it was not on the agenda.

Discussion indicated that the general consensus of the Board was to approve the proposed Eagle Scout project.

Trustee Sauer’s recommendation to add “Lake County” to the first paragraph on page 44 was added since Lake County is a party to the Revenue Sharing Agreement with North Barrington and Hawthorn Woods. It was noted that Trustee Smith revised the Pie Chart on Page 45 to make it more “readable”.

President Pino declared the Ordinance adopted.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1272, Zoning Variation Request submitted by 
            Mr. & Mrs. Thomas O’Connor, 249 Biltmore Drive, North Barrington, IL  60010:

ZONING VARIATION NEEDED:
ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):      A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The house and property at 249 Biltmore Drive (Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 in Block 24 in Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is a non-conforming building and use in the R-3 (40,000 s.f. Residential) District by reason of lot area and an existing building setback encroachment.  The subject property has an area of approximately 37,723 square feet rather than the 40,000 square feet minimum required for properties in the R-3 District. The north corner of the existing house is located approximately 19.16 feet from the north side
line along Oxford Road rather than the 21.0 foot setback required from the north side line.

President Pino explained that the applicants were out of town and that their architect would be addressing the Board. President Pino invited Brian Burch to address the Board. 

Brian Burch, Burch, Burch & Burch, A.I.A. LTD., 250 N. Wolf Street, Wheeling, addressed the Board and explained that Village Engineer Andrea Pracht requested that the owner provide written acknowledgement that they would accept the overland flow condition and maintain the overland flow free of obstruction as referenced in the (Ruekert Mielke) staff review letter dated 6/2/2015. 
Mr. Burch stated that the owner agreed to provide a letter of acknowledgement. However Mr. Burch explained that he would rather provide a solution for his client as their architect regarding the overland flow condition. Mr. Burch also noted that he would like to address what he felt were inconsistencies in the Village Engineer’s correspondence. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village Engineer recommended that there be certain acknowledgements regarding existing drainage conditions and the proposed driveway; the written acknowledgement would protect the Village from claims by the current owner (or future owners) regarding drainage problems. 

Village Attorney Braithwaite further explained that Mr. Burch submitted revised engineering plans on 6/22/15 as an alternative solution in lieu of the written acknowledgement and noted that Village Engineer Andrea Pracht responded to the revised engineering plans in her (Ruekert Mielke) letter dated 6/24/15. Mr. Burch acknowledged receipt.

Village Engineer Andrea Pracht addressed the Board and explained that the proposed plans approved by the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) maintain existing drainage patterns. She explained that under current conditions, a small amount of upstream water drains across the front of the property in the vicinity of the new proposed driveway. 
Village Engineer Pracht noted that the revised plans dated 6/22/15 included modifications to the existing drainage to attempt to redirect the existing drainage to a new roadside culvert and ditch line along Oxford Road. She noted that the applicants’ request to add a culvert and ditch line would result in additional maintenance requirements by the Village to an area which already requires maintenance. She also has concerns that the owner might block or reroute the drainage pattern in the future.
It was noted that the Village Engineer recommended Board approval of the plans as approved by the ZBA subject to the drainage statement approved by the ZBA.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village has the right to add reasonable conditions and restrictions to the zoning variation ordinance.

Mr. Burch noted that the proposed concrete catch basin would be located next to the applicants’ driveway and indicated that the applicants would maintain the catch basin. Mr. Burch added that he disagrees with the Village Engineers’ finding of a “ditch line” along Oxford Road and was of the opinion that it’s a “swale”.

Mr. Burch indicated that he has safety concerns about water freezing on the driveway due to current drainage patterns. Mr. Bruch noted that he is willing work with the Village staff to find an acceptable solution.
Village Engineer Pracht noted that the safety issue regarding ice on the applicants’ driveway was not mentioned prior to the submittal of the revised plans dated 6/22/15.

Trustee Boland noted that the Village has no way of insuring that the owner’s successor would maintain the proposed concrete culvert.

Trustee Pais inquired about current drainage patterns.
Trustee Sauer noted her concerns regarding water crossing the proposed driveway.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested two options:
1) Attach Village Engineer’s letter dated 6/2/15 to the ordinance for recording purposes or;

2) Attach a substitute letter provided by the Village Engineer within 30 days.
There was discussion among the Board about tabling the issue.

Mr. Burch explained that the contractors are ready to go. Mr. Burch stated that the owners do not have an issue with signing the acknowledgment however; desires a solution to the drainage issue.
There was further discussion among the Board.
Trustee Boland stated that he prefers to keep the language as indicated in Section 3 (a) of the proposed ordinance. Mr. Burch agreed.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve Ordinance # 1272 with the addition of a letter from Village Engineers Ruekert Mielke dated June 2, 2015; seconded by Trustee Pais.

Consideration of Waste Hauler Proposals – Discussion and possible approval
Trustee Boland stated that he met on site with Steve Schweinsberg of Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. on 6/22/15. Mr. Schweinsberg and his wife are the sole owners of the company and have been in business for approximately ten years. Trustee Boland was satisfied with the condition of the trucks he saw on the lot.
Trustee Boland noted the following: 

· There would be approximately 4 trucks in the Village at one time on hauling days. 

· Each truck is a single pass truck (garbage and recycling combined). 

· Garbage hauling days would remain on Tuesdays. 
· Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. is agreeable (in principle) to an opt-out provision.

After meeting with Prairie Land Disposal, Inc., Trustee Boland recommended that the contract be awarded to Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. 

President Pino stated that he discussed the topic with the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) and it was reported that Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. is considered to be reputable. 

Trustee Weiner thanked Trustees Pais and Boland for their efforts. He also thanked Waste Management for their outstanding services. 

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to award the waste hauling contract to Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. utilizing Plan A of the proposal which includes a 95-gallon Refuse Cart and a 95-gallon Recycling Cart under unlimited recycling and refuse for a period of five years including an opt-out provision within the first ten (10) months of the contract providing a 30 day notice to Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. followed by 60 days to conclude termination no later than August 31, 2016 and find a new waste hauler; seconded by Trustee Andrew.
