II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Cindy Payne, 255 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and explained that there might be several dead Ash trees located in the Village’s right of way that might be threatening the Ash trees located on her property. Ms. Payne indicated that she already removed some of the dead Ash trees from her property at a considerable cost and has more to remove. She indicated that her husband, Scott Payne, addressed the Board at a prior Board meeting and requested that the Village Forester visit the site to determine which trees are located on their property and which trees are within the Village right of way. Mr. Payne additionally inquired whether Com Ed would be responsible for trees located in the back of their property as branches are overhanging power lines. 
Ms. Payne additionally stated that she spoke to a representative of Integrated Lakes Management (ILM) upon witnessing an application of herbicide being used in an area across the street from Eton Park. Ms. Payne noted her concerns for the chemicals being sprayed and indicated that ILM did not have any information on their website about the herbicide.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and stated that she is responsible for notifying area residents via email when ILM conducts a spray. She explained that ILM must apply for a permit in order to spray the herbicide. The herbicide is safe to use for waterways, reptiles and humans. It was noted that Ms. Schumm would provide additional information to Ms. Payne.
Village President Pino noted that the Village Forester would contact Ms. Payne.

Consideration of Ordinance #______, an Ordinance Amending Village Code regulating the 


Application and sale of Coal Tar Sealcoat Products 

Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) addressed the Board to discuss coal tar and explained that coal tar is an industrial waste material generated during coal processing. Coal tar products have been used on asphalt driveways, playgrounds and parking lots as a sealcoat to produce a glossy black surface. Coal tar contains high levels of a class of chemical compounds known as polycyclic aromatic hydro carbons (PAH). Studies have shown that PHAs are harmful to aquatic life and with prolonged exposure, pose a risk of cancer in humans. Some government agencies have recognized it as a carcinogen such as the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the National Institutes of Health, and the Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry, among others.

Ms. Agnoletti stated that several larger retailers have stopped carrying the product on their shelves including Home Depot, Menards, and Lowes however; other retailers continue to sell the product as contractors continue to use coal tar products.

Ms. Agnoletti explained that some counties and municipalities are adopting bans on coal tar products including the Villages of South Barrington, Winnetka, and Spring Grove. She discussed the importance of public education and noted that Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) initiated a public education campaign. She concluded by stressing the need for getting coal tar out of the environment to protect public health and provide a cleaner environment.

There were a few questions from the Board which were addressed by Ms. Agnoletti.

Village Health Officer Natalie Karney addressed the Board and stated that she reviewed the proposed coal tar ordinance and recommended strengthening the ordinance. She noted that she obtained a draft copy of a proposed ordinance from the Village of South Barrington which offers ideas on particular requirements for contractors including licensing, certification, and enforcement. Ms. Karney indicated that the Village may have difficulty enforcing a coal tar ordinance due to workforce limitations, however; explained that information can be distributed via Village website, newsletters, homeowners associations, signs, etc.

Attorney Braithwaite noted that he corresponded with Village Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty on the subject. Mr. Rafferty indicated that the Village does not currently require contractors to submit a license and was certain that the Village staff would not be able to oversee the procedures due to its current size and capabilities.

Trustee Pais suggested sending the matter to the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission. 

Village Health Officer Natalie Karney agreed.

Trustee Boland agreed.

There was brief discussion among the Board.

C. 
Consideration of a motion to approve a contract for Waste Disposal with Prairieland Disposal, Inc.
Attorney Braithwaite stated that the specifications of the final contract were still being discussed. He explained that the Village is recommending a $50,000 performance bond which reflects an added cost of $0.10/month/resident. 
Trustee Pais explained that the Village is requesting a performance bond of $50,000 in the event that the contractor defaults on his contract. It was noted that a performance bond was not included in the original request for proposal.  Trustee Pais clarified that the Board needed to consider adding a $50,000 performance bond to the contract.

Attorney Braithwaite stated that Prairieland Disposal, Inc. is a relatively new company and the performance bond would provide additional insurance.

Trustee Boland was of the opinion that a performance bond would be beneficial and indicated that the contract presently provides an opt-out clause within the first ten months. 

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to authorize the Village President to execute a contract with Prairieland Disposal, Inc. including a $50,000 performance bond provision after consultation with Trustees Pais and Boland; seconded by Trustee Pais.
