CODE AMENDMENTS/ORDINANCES/RESOLUTIONS

Consideration of Ordinance # 1250, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. & Mrs. John 

Briggs, 583 Brookside Road, North Barrington 
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):        
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 583 Brookside Road (Lots 8, 9 and 13 in Block 13 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit  No. 2) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 s.f. Residential) District by reason of lot area and lot width.  Properties in the R-3 District shall have a minimum lot area of 40,000 square feet; a lot width of at least 115 feet at the front lot line; and an average width of at least 130 feet.  The area of the subject property is approximately 19,642 square feet; the lot width at the front lot line is 97 feet; and the average width is approximately 74 feet. The existing building is also non-conforming by reason of encroachments into the required side and rear setbacks.  The existing building is located approximately 9.53 feet from the east side property line rather than the 10 feet required for the side yard setback. The existing building is located approximately 35.51 feet from the rear line of Lot 9 rather than the 40 feet required for the rear yard setback.

ZR-10-9-2(B):
From each side line that does not border on a road or street, the setback shall not be less than ten percent (10%) of the average width of the lot or plot, or ten feet (10’), whichever is greater; provided, however that incidental buildings, 
detached from the main building, shall have a minimum setback of ten feet (10’) from the side and rear lot lines.

The proposed new construction will be located approximately 8.87 feet from the east side property line rather than the 10 feet required for the side yard setback.  

ZR-10-9-2(C):
From the rear line, the setback shall not be less than forty feet (40’) or twenty percent (20%) of the depth of the lot, whichever amount is larger.

The proposed new construction will be located approximately 35.51 feet from the rear line of Lot 9 rather than the 40 feet required for the rear yard setback.  
Trustee Pais, Liaison for the Zoning Board of Appeals, stated that ZBA unanimously recommended the applicant’s zoning variation requests at its meeting held 2/11/14.  He noted that there were no objections from any neighbors and that the renovations are within the Village’s lot coverage ratio. 
Trustee Pais stated that the applicants are looking to improve their value of their home and property. He noted that he was in favor of the zoning variations.

The property at 595 Brookside Road (Lots 1, 2 and 3 and the easterly half of 

The vacated Sunset Drive in Block 13 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 2) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 District by reason of lot area.  Properties in the R-3 District shall have a minimum lot area of 40,000 square feet.  The area of the subject property is approximately 26,136 square feet.
Trustee Pais, Liaison for the Zoning Board of Appeals, stated that ZBA unanimously recommended the applicant’s zoning variation request at its meeting held 2/11/14.  He noted that there were no objections from any neighbors and that the applicants are looking to make improvements to their property.

Discussion Only: Wynstone Request to open West Emergency Gate during Construction Project

The Wynstone property Owners’ Association has submitted plans for the renovation of the main gate entrance and gate house located on Route.12. In order to expedite the construction, they will be closing the main entrance during the construction period; anticipated construction time is three months, beginning approximately April 1, 2014. The service entrance located north of the main gate will be utilized by residents and emergency personnel during the construction period. A second entry point will expedite emergency responses and alleviate backups on Route 12. The request is to have the Indian Trail gate open Monday through Saturday from 6:30 am to 6:30 pm. Security personnel will man the gate and insure only residents and emergency personnel use this entrance.
Laura Ramirez, Wynstone Property Owners Association (POA) Manager, addressed the Board and explained that the Wynstone POA submitted plans to the Village for the renovation of the Main Gate Entrance and Gate House located on Route 12. During construction, the main entrance would be closed for approximately three months.

Ms. Ramirez explained that the service entrance located north of the main gate would be utilized by residents, contractors and guests. However; a second entry point would expedite emergency responses and alleviate back up on Route 12. The POA is requesting that the West Wynstone Emergency Gate (Indian Trail) be opened Monday thru Saturday from 6:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. to emergency vehicles and residents. It was noted that security personnel would be present at the West Wynstone Emergency Gate. 
Trustee Pais inquired about the use of the gate located on Arrowhead Lane. Ms. Ramirez explained that Wynstone has an agreement recorded with a resident located on Arrowhead Lane about the use of the gate; although, she desires to discuss the matter with the resident and has been unable to reach her.  

Ms. Ramirez noted that a Wynstone Community Presentation would be held at Hunter Sotheby’s on February 27, 2014 at 7:00 p.m.
President Pino noted that the matter would be on the March agenda for consideration and requested that Wynstone keep the Village apprised of construction developments.

President Pino thanked the Board members who attended the Lake County Municipal League and Barrington Area Council of Governments 2014 Legislative Breakfast on 2/1/14. 
President Pino stated that the Village continues to work on obtaining a traffic light at the intersection of Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. He noted that the Village is in the process of scheduling a meeting with the Illinois Department of Transportation Representatives (IDOT).

President Pino stated that the Village continues to work on drainage issues that affect Route 59 and the Grassmere/Haverton subdivisions. 
There were a few questions from the Board about the drainage issues which were addressed by President Pino.

President Pino stated that he would be attending Lobby Days in Springfield, IL with the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) on March 4th and 5th.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that he discussed the issues of Affordable Housing and Group Homes with the commission and Mr. Brown. He also stressed to the commission the significance of Teska’s review of the proposed language.
