Legal Notice (see attached legal notice)
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the matter did not require a legal publication although; the Village chose to provide a publication in order to inform the public. The notice of the public hearing was incorporated into record.

Proposed Intergovernmental Agreement between the Village of North Barrington, Village of Hawthorn Woods and the County of Lake 
A copy of the proposed Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) between the Village of North Barrington, Village of Hawthorn Woods and the County of Lake was provided to the Board.

Explanation
President Pino stated that the proposed IGA was a result of ongoing negotiations with the Villages of North Barrington and Hawthorn Woods and the County of Lake in order to improve the Dimucci project from its initial proposal for commercial rezoning of approximately 109 acres at the southeast corner of Route 12 and Old McHenry Road.

Public Comment

Matt LaSusa, Active Citizens for Responsible Expansion (ACRE), addressed the Board and commented as a point of order that the 48-hour public hearing notice might have been insufficient.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite responded that that this particular public hearing meeting only required a 48 hour notice pursuant to the Open Meetings Act. Attorney Braithwaite explained that the (15) day publication notice was not applicable since the IGA involves a land resource management plan and not a boundary line agreement.

Mr. LaSusa stated that he reviewed the proposed IGA and proceeded by distributing information to the Board suggesting additional protective language. Mr. LaSusa explained that the Lake County Zoning Board of Appeals adopted a (19) page document which was initially adopted by the Lake County Planning, Building and Development Department. The (19) page document is more commonly referred to as the “Zoning Board of Appeals - Exhibit “1” - Conditions for the Planned Unit Development (PUD) Preliminary Plan” which includes staff recommendations and conditions to be met by the developer regarding the proposed application and development. Mr. LaSusa recommended that the “Zoning Board of Appeals - Exhibit “1” - Conditions for the Planned Unit Development (PUD) Preliminary Plan” be adopted and fully incorporated into Section 2, Management Plan, by adding an additional sub- paragraph “K” to the existing sub-paragraphs A through J.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Mr. LaSusa about “dark sky technology” being incorporated into the proposed IGA.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite recommended that the Board consider a provision in the Ordinance approving the IGA which would allow the Village President to make revisions to the IGA, as needed, and consistent with the intent of the proposed document.
Trustee Boland asked if the all of the “Zoning Board of Appeals - Exhibit “1” - Conditions for the Planned Unit Development (PUD) Preliminary Plan” would be adopted by the Lake County Board.  

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that all of the conditions/recommendations of the Zoning Board of Appeals Exhibit “1” were accepted by the intervening Lake County Board Committee but that the ZBA recommended Exhibit 1A was not approved by the Committee.

Mr. LaSusa stated that including the additional protective language provides specific standards for a consent order that can be enforced by a court of law if one party did not comply with the IGA. 

Mr. LaSusa noted that he plans to speak with the Village of Hawthorn Woods and the County about the proposed additional protective language.
Trustee Boland stated that he was in favor of including the proposed additional protective language as it provides a contractual obligation.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that he would be recommending that President Pino withhold his signature to the Ordinance approving the IGA until the conditions have been agreed upon by all parties.
