Consideration of Ordinance # 1256, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Biltmore Country Club, 160 Biltmore Drive 
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-11-2(A):        
No fence shall be located in a front yard.

The proposed fencing around the existing trash dumpster area is located in the front yard.  

ZR-10-11-2(B):        
Except as otherwise permitted or required by this chapter or by this code, no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42”) in height at 

any point, including vertical posts, columns, or pillars.

The proposed fencing varies in height from approximately six feet (6’) to seven feet (7’).

ZR-10-11-2(F):        
Every fence shall be constructed with at least fifty percent (50%) open space between the elements of which the fence is constructed in order that one may see through the fence when viewed in a direction perpendicular to the fence.

The proposed fencing has no open space between the 1x6 cedar boards.
Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman John Cifonelli addressed the Board and explained that the Biltmore Country Club erected a privacy fence around their garbage dumpster without seeking a building permit and applied for an after-the-fact permit. 

Chairman Cifonelli explained that there was an existing gate with two posts initially in front of the dumpster, however; the arborvitae which surrounded the remaining area of the dumpster was beginning to die due to shaded areas. Chairman Cifonelli noted that the appearance of the cedar board privacy fence was acceptable and that the ZBA unanimously approved recommending the zoning variation.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Consideration of a Request by the Wynstone Property Owners Association for temporary use of the Arrowhead Gate during the construction of the Wynstone Main Entrance*
The gate would be manned by a WPOA Security Officer; use will be restricted to Residential Use Only, and only accessible Monday through Saturday 6:30 am to 6:30 pm. The contractor anticipates (3) three months to complete the project.

President Pino asked if there were any representatives from the Wynstone Property Owners Association (WPOA) who wished to speak.
Bruce Koch, WPOA President, addressed the Board and explained that the WPOA requested Village approval for the use of the Arrowhead Lane Gate (Arrowhead Gate) and Arrowhead Road during construction of Wynstone’s main gate entrance. Mr. Koch explained that the WPOA has been in communication with Elaine Silets in an attempt to reach an agreement due to an existing recorded agreement between the Jack Nicklaus Development Corp. and Mr. & Mrs. Harvey Silets (also referred as “Wynstone Agreement”).
Mr. Koch explained that Wynstone’s main gate entrance is approximately 25 years old and requires renovation. It was noted that the Wynstone service entrance located on Route 12 would be open to residents, however; Wynstone additionally requested the use of Arrowhead Gate in order to alleviate traffic on Route 12 during the construction. It was noted that part of the project includes installing a new electronic gate system and improving the entrance into the Wynstone subdivision. The cost of the project is approximately $750,000. Individuals may view plans for the project at the WPOA office; Wynstone residents may view plans online at www.wynstonepoa.com.

President Pino invited the audience to address the Board. Views were expressed by:

David Goldrath, 53 Stratham Circle, in favor of opening Arrowhead Gate due to safety issues concerning traffic on Route 12.
John Podjasck, 78 S. Wynstone Drive, in favor of opening Arrowhead Gate due to safety issues concerning traffic on Route 12 and noted that the project is temporary.

Camille Koertner, 58 Wynstone Drive, in favor of opening Arrowhead Gate due to safety issues concerning traffic on Route 12. 

Neil E. Cox, 86 S. Wynstone Drive, in favor of opening Arrowhead Gate due to safety issues concerning traffic on Route 12.

Ron Cobb, 92 S. Wynstone Drive, in favor of the opening of Arrowhead Gate due to safety issues concerning traffic on Route 12.

Charlie Del Vecchio, 301 Rustic Drive, opposed to the opening of Arrowhead Gate. Noted concern regarding cut-through traffic throughout the Biltmore subdivision and safety issues regarding traffic on Miller Road. Noted the importance of resident notification and information.

Eric Granrud, 120 Arrowhead Lane, opposed to the opening of Arrowhead Gate. Noted safety concerns regarding his children and the use of the Arrowhead Lane. He added that sight lines are impaired due to the overgrown vegetation. Mr. Granrud asked the WPOA to make engineering plans available and suggested that the WPOA contact the County regarding the increased use of Miller Road.   
Fred Hjertstedt, 494 North Hill Lane, opposed the opening of Arrowhead Gate. Noted safety concerns and reminded the Board of previous accidents at the intersection of Miller Road and Arrowhead Lane.  
President Pino noted that if the WPOA requests were granted by the Board, the Village would take into consideration placing police protection at the intersection of Miller Road/Arrowhead Lane to regulate traffic. 
Gerald Jacobs, 130 Arrowhead Lane, opposed the opening of Arrowhead Gate. Noted safety concerns for his grandchildren and residents on Arrowhead Lane and at the intersection of Miller Road/Arrowhead Lane. He inquired whether the project could be constructed in phases.

Bruce Koch, WPOA President, responded that there was discussion about constructing the project in phases; however; due to challenging issues and costs, it was advantageous to do the project all at once. Mr. Koch noted his concern about traffic and safety issues on Route 12.

Mr. Koch explained that the WPOA hired a Director of Public Safety to manage safety issues and that the entrance to Sotheby’s Realty located in Wynstone was considered as an alternative; however, due to the width of the road, this was not a viable option. 

Robert Moy, 301 Homewood Lane, opposed the opening of Arrowhead Gate. Mr. Moy submitted a petition with signatures of forty-six residents opposing the opening of Arrowhead Gate. 

Mary Lou Ballerini, 140 Arrowhead Lane, opposed the opening of Arrowhead Gate due to safety concerns for the residents on Arrowhead Lane. She requested that the WPOA re-design its plans.
Allen Ballerini, 140 Arrowhead Lane, opposed the opening of Arrowhead Gate due to safety concerns for the residents on Arrowhead Lane and suggested that President Pino create a covenant prohibiting the use of the Arrowhead Gate in order to protect the residents on Arrowhead Lane.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that Village Special Use  Ordinance No. 399, Section 3, “M” provides that “Owner and Developer shall provide access to Subject property from Arrowhead Lane, such access to be secondary to the primary point of access which shall be on U.S. Route 12.  No construction traffic or delivery trucks shall be permitted to use such secondary access”.

Attorney Matt LaSusa, 68 Timberlake Drive, addressed the Board on behalf of the Timberlake Civic Association and noted that both the agreement between the Silets/WPOA and the Village’s special use ordinance referencing the use of Arrowhead Gate needed to be taken into consideration. Mr. LaSusa requested safety issues be considered as well.

Village Attorney J. W. Braithwaite noted that the Village’s annexation ordinance (Ordinance No. 392) expired seven years ago and that the Village’s ordinance granting a special use (Ordinance No. 399) permits the use of Arrowhead Gate as a secondary access. 

H.L. Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board and referenced the existing “Wynstone Agreement” between the Silets’ and the WPOA. He explained that the “covenant” has been challenged and upheld twice. Mr. Silets explained that the Silets family is willing to discuss matters with the WPOA. He mentioned that there would be conditions/restrictions if an agreement is reached. Mr. Silets requested that the Village consider approving the placement of:

· Reflective double-sided signs on Arrowhead Lane for children and cars. 

· Electronic speed limit signs on Arrowhead Lane.
· A police officer at the corner of Arrowhead/Miller Road when the gate is in use.
Mr. Silets stated that his family would enforce the existing “Wynstone Agreement” should their request for conditions/restrictions not be met by the WPOA. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the Village does not enforce private covenants and restrictions and if permission is granted as requested, he would recommend that the WPOA be required to indemnify the Village should the matter go to court. 

Elaine Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board and provided a brief history of the Wynstone Development and Arrowhead Lane. Mrs. Silets stated that the matter should not be rushed and preferred to discuss the matter with the WPOA.
President Pino announced the taking of a short break from open session at 9:00 p.m. 
President Pino resumed open session at 9:05 p.m. and asked the audience if there were any further comments for public comment regarding the use of Arrowhead Gate.
No one wished to speak.

There was discussion among the Board about possible cut-through traffic through the Biltmore subdivision and the need for a police officer at the intersection of Arrowhead Lane/Miller Road. It was noted that “no cut-through” traffic signs would be placed at various entrances of the Biltmore subdivision and that the WPOA would be responsible for the cost of police services at the intersection.
Trustee Andrew noted safety concerns regarding the intersection of Arrowhead Lane/Miller Road, such as the steep hill on Miller Road before the intersection. Trustee Andrew stated that she would have preferred to see an alternative plan for Wynstone’s Main Gate.
Trustee Boland noted that safety is a paramount issue for the Village.
Trustee Smith noted his concern regarding cut-through traffic on Clover Hill Lane and would like the Board to consider the issue as part of its motion.
It was noted that the vegetation would be cleared on Arrowhead Lane and at the intersection of Arrowhead Lane/Miller Road.
President Pino noted his concern about traffic on Route 12 and the number of fatalities if Wynstone residents were required to use Route 12 as the sole entrance.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved that the Board authorize use of Arrowhead Lane as a secondary means of ingress and egress from the Wynstone subdivision between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. Monday thru Saturday each week for the use of automobiles and light trucks for the residents of Wynstone and excluding all delivery vehicles and construction traffic during the period while the main gate is under construction providing that: 

1) The Wynstone Property Owners Association (WPOA) indemnify the Village against any litigation that might ensue as a result of this action;
2) Polices services be contracted for and that a police officer be stationed at the intersection of Arrowhead Lane and Miller Road during the hours during  which the gate is open,  at the expense of the WPOA, for the purpose of regulating traffic, as determined appropriate by the Village President.

3) Cautionary Signs be installed either on Arrowhead Lane or Miller Road or both, as deemed appropriate at the discretion of the Village President;

4) Vegetation is trimmed to improve sight lines at the intersection of Arrowhead Lane and Miller Road. 

5) Access into the Biltmore subdivision will be discouraged by whatever means appropriate as determined by the Village President and as he determines in his discretion appropriate to implement the usage of Arrowhead Lane in a safe and proper manner.

Motion to repeal the approval at this Village Board’s meeting of June 25, 2014 of the motion “Authorize Acceptance of Proposal, Replacement of Village Hall Parking Lot.”
Trustee Boland stated that the proposal which had been received from Rose Farm Paving, Inc. was different than the Cuba Township Road District (CTRD) proposal. 

President Pino explained that Rose Farm Paving, Inc. was bought by another company called Kaplan Paving and noted that the Board approved a contract with a company that does not currently exist.
Al Stefan, Village Engineer, Rupert Mielke, addressed the Board. Village Engineer Stefan noted that CTRD recommended a 2” asphalt binder and a 1 ½” of asphalt surface due to the heavy trucks that enter/exit the Village Hall on regular basis. 

Trustee Boland inquired whether CTRD has experience with repaving parking lots.  

Village Engineer Stefan explained that CTRD recently repaved the Barrington Countryside Fire Protection District (BCFPD) Headquarters parking lot in Lake Barrington. President Pino noted that the BCFPD Headquarters parking lot is three times the size of the Village’s parking lot.

Village Engineer Stefan stated that he would be working with CTRD and monitoring their work. He explained that CTRD agreed to work with the Village’s Engineer.

Consideration of Proposal for the Removal and Replacement of a collapsed culvert, Brookside Drive 
John Tierney, Village Engineer, Baxter & Woodman, addressed the Board and explained that the collapsed 18” culvert is located on Brookside Drive and is not part of the Oxford Road project. The culvert is located adjacent to the Oxford Road Project. Village Engineer Tierney noted that the replacement would not need an Army Corps of Engineers permit or an Illinois Department of Natural Resources permit. The replacement includes a culvert extension past the 24” in diameter tree.

Trustee Andrew noted her concern regarding the Oxford Road project and the design of the streambank stabilization which appears to be deteriorating.  

Village Engineer Tierney explained that a punch list has been created by B&W which includes replacing/relocating rocks that have settled or slipped off the geotextile fabric.

Report as to status of electric aggregation and motion to appoint a trustee authorized to take all necessary action to extend the existing Agreement with Integrys Energy Services or to recommend to the Corporate Authorities consideration of a contract with a new supplier, all subject to approval of the Village President 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that Integrys approached the Village about renewing its
electrical aggregation contract which expires in July 2015. 
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander addressed the Board and explained that the Village saved its residents approximately $600,000 with Integrys from 2012 to 2014. She explained that the Village is currently locked into a rate of 5.5 cents/kWh and Integrys suggested locking into a rate of 7.5 cents/kWh for the upcoming 2015 contract. 
It was noted that the Village additionally receives $10,000 from Integrys for administrative fees. 
There was discussion among the Board about the fluctuating rates.

President Pino asked if there were any trustees interested in working on the electrical aggregation matter. Trustee Smith volunteered.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite recommended that the Board appoint Trustee Smith to take any and all necessary action as there may be a need to act quickly regarding the fluctuating rates.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved the approval of Trustee Smith to act as the liaison and to negotiate and take any and all necessary action to extend the existing agreement with Integrys Energy Services or to consider a new supplier and take any and all necessary action to approve a new rate, subject to approval of the Village President; seconded by Trustee Sauer.
