The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. and Mrs. Maciej Koscielniak, 125 Rainbow Road, North Barrington, IL  60010:

ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-2-1:  
Accessory vehicular storage structures shall have a maximum area of 
seven hundred fifty (750) square feet.

The existing accessory vehicular storage structure at 125 Rainbow Road has an area of approximately 731.24 square feet.  The proposed 72 square foot expansion will result in the area of the structure being approximately 803.24 square feet
Chairman Cifonelli explained the zoning variations requested by Mr. and Mrs. Maciej Koscielniak in their

petition to the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) including their hardship for the request. Chairman

Cifonelli invited Mr. Koscielniak to address the ZBA.
Mr. Maciej Koscielniak, 125 Rainbow Road, addressed the Board and explained that he would like to extend his existing detached garage from 731.24 sq. ft. to 803.24 sq. ft. in order to store his work truck in his garage. He stated that his hardship is that his work truck will not fit into the existing garage. He would prefer to have his truck stored in his garage rather than sitting in his driveway.

Chairman Cifonelli asked Mr. Koscielniak heard from any of his neighbors about the proposed extension. Mr. Koscielniak stated that he did not hear from any of his neighbors.

Chairman Cifonelli noted for the record that no neighbors objected to the zoning variation request.

It was noted that the Village Health Officer and Village Forester had no objections to Mr. and Mrs. Koscielniak’s request.

Motion: Vice Chair Joe DiPino moved to recommend to the Village Board approval of the variance request for Mr. & Mrs. Maciej Koscielniak, to extend their existing accessory vehicular storage structure for the property located at 125 Rainbow Road by using the architectural plans submitted by MM Design last dated 9-5-13; seconded by Bryan McGonigal.
