II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Elaine Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board to follow up on issues concerning the North Barrington Garden Walk held 6/25/11. Ms. Silets stated that she met with President Pino and his wife on 8/21/11 at her house to discuss the complaints received by the Village and expressed her great appreciation to both of them for having a pleasant and positive meeting.
Ms. Silets explained that she and President Pino agreed that parking was an issue. Ms. Silets noted that she has been hosting the event for twenty (20) years without issue and that 2011 was the first year that the Village received complaints.
Ms. Silets explained that she supports the idea of using a bus in order to shuttle people to the event but did not believe that she should contribute to the cost. Ms. Silets noted that she voluntarily pays for the preparation of her property, insurance, bottled water, a port-o-potty, and a police officer. 

Ms. Silets noted that the proposed ordinance does not include a fee amount. President Pino stated that the Village would waive the fee amount for this event.

President Pino stated that he enjoyed visiting her property and that Board would consider her comments upon review of the proposed ordinance.

President Pino explained that Item “B.” was removed from the consent agenda would be discussed during Closed Session.
IV.
PRESENTATIONS
A.
Karen Yancey, Barrington Area Conservation Trust – Possible Land Acquisitions

Karen Yancey, Executive Director of the Barrington Area Conservation Trust (BACT) addressed the Board to discuss possible land acquisitions for the properties located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22 in unincorporated Lake County.
Ms. Yancey stated that a developer contacted her about selling the properties. Ms. Yancey explained that the Flint Creek Watershed Partnership identified the property as a “high priority” for both open space and water quality protection. The site includes Advance Identification Study (ADID) wetlands which are the highest quality wetlands. Development of this property would negatively impact water quality in Flint Creek and Honey Lake. The property is thirty-four (34) acres and zoned as Estate, minimum two acre lots. The developer is asking $340,000. 

Ms. Yancey explained that ownership of the property would allow for long-term restoration and the opportunity to apply for federal and state restoration grants. It was Ms. Yancy’s opinion that the Village’s cost to own and control the property could be less than litigation costs to defend the property from development. Ms. Yancey stated that BACT has protected approximately 500 acres in the Barrington area primarily through the use of conservation easements. 
Ms. Yancey asked the Board on behalf of BACT to approve a resolution and pay half the cost of an independent appraisal. An appraisal would be the first step in determining whether to proceed with any purchase agreement. It was noted that the cost of an appraisal is approximately $2,000-$3,000. The BACT Board is planning to consider the appraisal on 9/14/11. 
President Pino stated that the Board could not vote on the matter as it was not on the agenda but that the Board could discuss the issue.
President Pino asked who would perform the appraisal. Ms. Yancey stated that BACT is open to the selection of an appraiser. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the qualifications of an appraiser is important based upon the particular factors surrounding the property. Ms. Yancey stated that she would obtain three (3) appraisers in the area who’ve done similar appraisals.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and asked if the Village has funds available for the acquisition.  President Pino stated that the Village does not have funds for the acquisition although; there are funds available for an appraisal by using discretionary funds. 

Ms. Yancey asked that the Board consider the acquisition and distribution of funds with regards to the FY 2012-2013 Budget. Ms. Yancey noted that grants could be applied for such as the Vital Lands Grant and Illinois Clean Energy Grant. 
Ms. Schumm noted that someone would have to apply for the grants on behalf of the Village.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the purchase of the property could be structured with financing similar to a mortage. 
It was the general consensus of the Board to arrange an appraisal. Trustees Boland, Herrmann, Johnson, Kafka, and Kolar acknowledged their approval. Trustee Johnson stated that it was an issue of importance and that he would review the material.
President Pino requested that Ms. Yancey provide a list of appraisers to the Village. 
B.
Nancy Schumm – Flint Creek Restoration Update
1. Keith Gray, Integrated Lakes Management – Flint Creek Water Quality Testing Results
Nancy Schumm introduced Keith Gray, Integrated Lakes Management (ILM) to the Board. Mr. Gray explained the Flint Creek Water Quality Testing results.

Mr. Gray stated that ILM has been monitoring Flint Creek for the past two years. The results of the water monitoring allowed ILM to document the water quality as restoration efforts continue. A shortened version of the test results was submitted to the Board.
Mr. Gray explained trends observed including: 
· Total Phosphorus – The average of total phosphorus ranged 2 -5X the IL State Standard of 0.05 mg/l.

· Total Suspended Solids –Tended to be much higher in Flint Creek than in the tributaries. 

· Fecal Coliform – Most samples have been above the IL State Standard of 200 colonies/100 ml.
· Dissolved Oxygen – Was typically below the IL State Standard of 5 mg/l in the Willow Ponds Tributary to Honey Lake Drain
· Biological Oxygen Demand – Was somewhat elevated at several sites after the heavy rain event of August 2010.
Mr. Gray stated that the results of the water testing fell within state standards. He recommended that the Board consider re-allocating funds to concentrate on problematic areas.  
There were a few questions by the Board such as the location of the testing points and direction of the water flow which were addressed by Mr. Gray.  
Trustee Kolar asked if recommendations would be noted in the final report. Mr. Gray stated that recommendations will be submitted in the final report.

C.
Janet Agnoletti, BACOG - Water Level Monitoring System

Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) addressed the Board. Ms. Agnoletti provided (3) copies of a bike way and bike path map for the BACOG area as she’d indicated at the July Board meeting. The map includes a collection of information from the Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning and the Barrington Area Geological Informational System.  
Ms. Agnoletti introduced Dr. Kurt O. Thomsen, Ph.D., P.C., KOT Environmental Consulting, Inc. who was in attendance to assist with the presentation and answer questions.

Ms. Agnoletti stated that monitoring ground water levels is necessary and that establishing a baseline is important due to the declining ground water levels. The collection of ground water level data is essential for planning decisions concerning land use and planning development.
Ms. Agnoletti explained that the proposed BACOG Water Level Monitoring System Program is a regional program. However; the decision to fund a well is up to each BACOG member. Twenty-nine (29) well locations have been identified including North Barrington. Each Village or township allocates money for the equipment on their well. She explained the equipment needed for the well and noted that using a hand held unit to collect the data can reduce the overall cost. BACOG collects the data. The cost for the installation and equipment is approximately $4,307.00. 
Ms. Agnoletti noted that an intergovernmental agreement (IGA) with the Illinois State Geological Survey and BACOG would be needed. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that the attorney committee for BACOG work on the IGA. Ms. Agnoletti agreed.

President Pino asked who would own the well equipment.  Ms. Agnoletti stated that the Village would own the equipment if the Village paid for it. She explained that the monitoring well in North Barrington is ideal because it is a dedicated Illinois State Geological well.

Trustee Johnson asked if the Village would be responsible for costs associated with the collection of data or computer hardware. Ms. Agnoletti stated that the Village would not be responsible for the collection of data or computer hardware, while the Illinois State Geological Survey will charge to raise the well casing above ground in order to work on the well. 

Dr. Kurt Thomsen noted that maintenance of the well equipment is low. 
President Pino stated that the matter would be on the September agenda for consideration.

D.
Susan Allman, Village Forester – proposed Com Ed work
Village Forester Susan Allman addressed the Board to explain that Com Ed notified the Village regarding the installation of 13 new poles along Route 59. Three (3) poles would be installed in North Barrington and ten (10) poles in Lake Barrington across from Lake Barrington Shores. The poles reportedly are being installed to improve reliability of electric service. Ms. Allman stated that Com Ed is removing approximately 90 trees and that the electrical line will not serve North Barrington. It was noted that that the Village of Lake Barrington and Lake Barrington Shores are not supportive of the project.  
Village Clerk Kathy Nelander stated that Com Ed is scheduled to begin the work in 2 ½ weeks. Com Ed does not need a permit and the cost to bury the poles underground is approximately $40,000.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the state allows Com Ed to place the poles in the right-of-way due to a franchise agreement. He noted that the project would adversely affect the Village’s Comprehensive Plan. 
Trustee Kolar noted his disapproval of the project.

President Pino stated that he would write a letter to Com Ed, with the assistance of the Village Attorney, indicating that the Village is not supportive of the project and that he would contact Kevin Richardson, President of the Village of Lake Barrington. 

V.
ORDINANCES/ CODE AMENDMENTS/RESOLUTIONS
A. 
(Tabled) Consideration of Ordinance #_____, Authorizing the Execution of Franchise Agreement with Northern Illinois Gas Company
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite recommended that the matter remain on the table as he is awaiting a response from legal counsel at Northern Illinois Gas Company.

B. 
(Tabled) Consideration of Ordinance # ____ Amending Village Code to add a new Chapter 4 to Title 3, “Licensing Events Expected to Attract One Hundred or More Persons in Residential Zoning Districts” and renumbering subsequent Chapters of Title 
President Pino invited H.L. Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, to address the Board to follow up on matters concerning the North Barrington Garden Walk. 

Mr. Silets stated that he examined the proposed ordinance and noted the following observations and questions:  

· The definition of “attended by” is not clear; persons in attendance may not be residents or guests.

· The 14 day prior notice for the event may not be applicable in the event of a person’s death and holding of a memorial service in the Village.
· The special event fee amount was not defined.
· Costs associated with the Trust and Agency (T&A) Account may be speculative.

· Are funds deposited into a T&A Account and is the Village required to submit proof of damage regarding the posting of a surety bond?
· Are residents required to add the Village as an additionally insured regarding the certificate of liability? He is unaware of any homeowner’s insurance policy that would add a rider to cover Village owned property. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite replied that there is a provision which allows for the 14 day notice to be waived which would apply in the event of a gathering for a funeral. The Village has a T&A Account which is used for funds of this nature which is returned, if unused. The Village typically adds the Village as an additionally insured with a certificate of liability.
Mr. Silets thanked President Pino and the Board for allowing his comments and their support of the event.
Mrs. Silets requested that the matter be reviewed again in October as she is unavailable in September.
Trustee Boland recommended that a committee be formed to review the proposed ordinance. President Pino and Trustee Weiner agreed to additionally be on the committee. 

Jackie Andrew, 610 Signal Hill Lane, addressed the Board and stated that she is interested in being on the committee.

President Pino stated that the matter would remain on the table until the October Board meeting.
VI.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Village Update
President Pino stated that he attended the Mayors Caucus Quarterly Meeting on 8/23/11. 
President Pino stated that efforts continue with the Lake County Department of Transportation (LCDOT) regarding the Miller Road Project. He explained that the (possible) closing of Oxford Road can provide LCDOT with compensatory storage for the project. 

Village Engineer Andrea Pracht addressed the Board and explained that Baxter & Woodman, Inc. (B&W) is moving forward with the design and permitting process for the closing of Oxford Road. However, the project has not been formally approved. LCDOT must show that their project will not increase flooding within the floodplain for the Miller Road Project; LCDOT may purchase compensatory storage, such as Oxford Road, where credit can accrue. 

Trustee Boland asked Ms. Pracht if she has concerns regarding potential flooding. Ms. Pracht stated that the permit process is incomplete and she cannot provide the Board with assurance that all of the flooding issues have been addressed. 
President Pino stated that the Village is awaiting a response from LCDOT. 
B.
Consideration to renew IZigg. 
President Pino stated that the contract with IZigg will automatically renew on 9/27/11 and in order to maintain the account, the Village will be charged the annual retail agency fee of $99.95 and add any other annual fees up for renewal associated with the product. In 2010, the Village paid an annual fee in the amount of $2,495.00. 
There was discussion among the Board about the necessity of the service.

Trustee Johnson stated that IZigg appears to be geared toward businesses and marketing. He favors the cell phone communication. He noted that there are other communication services that are not as costly. He recommended looking at alternatives and not renewing the contract.

Trustee Boland had nothing to report.
B.  
Trustee Gery Herrmann
Trustee Herrmann reported on activities of the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County (SWALCO). SWALCO’s current Agreement with Waste Management Recycle America expires on 12/31/11.
The Agreement will be renewed for a three (3) year term rather than the two (2) year term of prior agreements. 
Electronics will no longer be able to be deposited into landfills starting 1/1/2012. Trustee Herrmann noted that the Cuba Township Highway Department collects electronics on Fridays.
Trustee Herrmann stated that SWALCO created the 60% Recycling Task Force which is a plan to increase recycling among municipalities with a 60% diversion rate.  If recycling does not increase the county may need to enact mandatory ordinances. 
C. 
Trustee Brent Johnson
Trustee Johnson had nothing to report.
D. 
Trustee Ann Kafka
Trustee Kafka reported on the activities of the Parks & Recreation Commission. She stated that the “Concert in the Park” held on August 27th was a success and well attended. The upcoming Fall Festival is scheduled for October 2nd. The Eagle Scout boardwalk project in Eton Park will begin construction in September and be completed by the Fall Festival.

Trustee Kafka reported that the Parks & Recreation Commission re-reviewed a previous idea regarding the construction of a pavilion in Eton Park. The Commission gathered three new quotes to get an idea of the cost and compared them to the prior quotes. The quotes ranged in costs from $130,000 to 135,000.Trustee Kafka stated that she would like to see a pavilion constructed in the park and that it may eliminate the need to cancel events due to weather. The pavilion may need to be budgeted due to the cost. 
Trustee Kolar noted his concern regarding the Miller Road project and costs associated with that project. Trustee Boland agreed.
Trustee Herrmann asked if a structure could be erected in a floodplain. 

Trustee Kafka asked for direction from the Board. It was the general consensus of the Board that funds are not available for the project within the current budget. However, the Board is supportive of the project and will review the idea upon completion of the Miller Road project and with any new water pattern assessments completed in Eton Park. 
E. 
Trustee Mark Kolar

Trustee Kolar reported on the renovations of the property located at 112 Old Barrington Road. It was noted that the installation of the kitchen cabinets is near completion. The painting is done on the first and second floors and the carpeting has been completed. Trustee Kolar stated that he received bids for the pool as the pool began to deteriorate and cave inward. Workers are currently working to “fill-in” the pool. Trustee Kolar is hopeful that the house will be completed by 9/15/11 and would like to place the house on the market as soon as possible. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite inquired whether Trustee Kolar has Board authorization to place the house on the market.

Trustee Kolar stated that he would like to get the Trustees together to view the house upon completion of the renovations and during that time, the Board will approve/authorize Trustee Kolar to place the house on the market.
