III. 
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS
Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair to discuss the restoration of south Eton Park and the services with Prairieland Disposal, Inc., the Village’s new waste hauler. 

Ms. Kalinowski voiced her concern about a number of dead cattails observed in south Eton Park. She noted that the E&H Commission was not informed of any herbicide applications and there was no signage at the site. She contacted Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC to inquire and asked whether the Village had a restoration plan for the park.  

Ms. Kalinowski stated that she additionally spoke to some of the residents regarding the new waste hauler Prairieland Disposal, Inc. Some of the residents complained about a lack of communication. Ms. Kalinowski suggested taking a more proactive approach with regard to communication. 

It was noted that Prairieland Disposal, Inc. attended the summer concert in Eton Park on 8/15 to introduce their company and answer any questions. Prairieland Disposal, Inc. was also invited to attend the Fall Festival in Eton Park on 10/4. 

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that all of the meetings were publicized and residents were notified via two mailings. She noted that the Village is currently working on creating a new Village website.

Trustee Pais thanked Ms. Kalinowski for her efforts in managing resident complaints regarding the new waste hauler services. Trustee Pais indicated that he and Trustee Smith, among others, have been working on a new Village website which will offer more ways to communicate with residents.  
Janis Menges, 145 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board as a Plan Commission Member and explained that she served on the special committee which reviewed the bids submitted by Prairieland Disposal, Inc., Groot and Waste Management. Ms. Menges explained that following a detailed review, the special committee found that Prairieland Disposal, Inc. offered the best services and price options. Ms. Menges noted that she would be willing to respond to resident inquiries.

Trustee Andrew reported that she attended the summer concert in Eton Park held on 8/15 by the Parks & Recreation Commission. She noted that approximately 29 residents attended the event and felt that the attendance was low considering the cost of the event. It was noted that the band cost $1,100.

Trustee Boland reported that the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission met on 8/04 and discussed the proposed coal tar ordinance which was referred to the E&H Commission by the Village Board. Trustee Boland explained that the E&H Commission revised the language within the proposed ordinance in order to differentiate between homeowner applications and commercial applications. Trustee Boland noted that he and the Village Attorney would need to review the portion of the ordinance regarding penalty provisions.
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander suggested that issues such as permitting and enforcement be considered as part of the proposed ordinance. 

There was brief discussion among the Board about the permitting process and enforcement issues.

Trustee Pais reported that he, Trustee Smith, and the Village Administrator met with website developers to discuss the development of a new Village website. Trustee Pais indicated that the new website would provide specific information and include a database. 
Trustee Smith explained that the database will allow residents to input data in order for the Village to communicate more easily with its residents.

Trustee Sauer reported that the utility companies are relocating lines at the intersection of 
Route 22 and Old Barrington Road in preparation for the traffic light installation. Construction will not begin until the utility lines are relocated. 

Trustee Sauer reported that the 2015 Village Road Program would commence mid-September. A notification letter was sent to area residents advising them of the road work.
