Consideration to Advertise in Quintessential Magazine Special Edition – Barrington 

            Sesquicentennial but declining offer of free magazines for Village Board
President Pino explained that the Editor of Quintessential Magazine previously addressed the Board and requested that the Board give consideration to supporting the 2015 Special Edition of the Quintessential Barrington magazine to commemorate Barrington’s 150th year anniversary. 
Trustee Andrew recommended supporting the Barrington community.
There was brief discussion among the Board.

Trustee Boland recommended keeping the advertisement simple. It was the general consensus of the Board to keep the advertisement simple.

Nancy Schumm – Flint Creek & Project Updates; Geopaver Proposal 
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and explained that the Village has been evaluating the existing road shoulder conditions on Village roadways. 
Ms. Schumm provided information on the first geopaver project and explained that the project was installed with gravel on Kimberly Road in 2013 for a length of approximately 60 feet. The project lasted during the winter, however; the gravel washed away in a spring rain due to the geopavers being on a slope. Subsequently, the gravel was replaced with vegetation in September 2014. Ms. Schumm noted that the vegetation was currently holding especially after sufficient rainfall. The total cost of the project was $3,700.00 that included the $700.00 repair cost. 
Ms. Schumm requested that the Board consider a proposal to install a geogrid using vegetation on Eton Drive between Shady Lane and Drury Lane using Bob’s Landscaping. She explained that the shoulder requires stabilization, preferably before winter. The length of the project is approximately 1,865 feet and the cost of the project is $3,000. It was noted that this particular segment of the road shoulder has deep ruts and the risk of washout is non-existent because there is no slope.

Trustee Pais asked about the plastic material that the geogrid is comprised of and inquired whether geogrids are considered long-term solutions. Ms. Schumm explained that that the plastic material used for the first project held; only the gravel washed away. Ms. Schumm noted that the repairs are site specific and geopavers/grids are a relatively new and experimental project for erosion control. 
Trustee Sauer, Trustee Liaison for Roads, explained that she would like to try the proposed geogrid project on Eton Drive between Shady Lane and Drury Lane. Trustee Sauer recommended approving $20,000 out of the Roads Budget for critical road shoulder repairs in order to make the repairs before winter. 

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that he drove the jurisdictional streets of the Village and conducted an evaluation of the existing road shoulder conditions. He provided a memorandum which categorized the road shoulders according to their condition and an estimate of costs was included. 
Trustee Boland inquired about the linear footage that is critical and required repair. 

Village Engineer Stefan explained that the evaluation classified the type of settlement evident into four (4) categories. The following two (2) categories were noted as being critical: 
· “W” equates to Washout of +4 inches, approximately 1040 linear feet, estimated cost of $10K to $15K

· “R” equates to Rivlot of +6 inches, approximately 70 linear feet, estimated cost of $2K to $5K

Repair alternatives were discussed among the Board and Village Engineer Stefan.
Motion: Trustee Sauer moved to approve the installation of a geogrid on Eton Drive between Shady Lane and Drury Lane at an estimated cost of $3,000; and approve the expenditure in the amount of $20,000 out of the Roads Budget for the repair of those critical road shoulders referred to as category types “W and “R” of Village Engineer Al Stefan’s Memorandum dated October 29, 2014; seconded by Trustee Boland.

President Pino declared the motion approved. 

It was noted that Village Engineer Stefan would begin obtaining quotes for the critical road shoulder repairs without delay.
C.
Consideration of proposal for Installation of a Generator for the Village Hall  

President Pino explained that a proposal was submitted by Advanced Energy Systems for the installation an emergency generator at the Village Hall. Advanced Energy Systems recommended installing a 60W natural gas generator with a 400 amp automatic transfer switch to provide coverage for the 400 amp main service entrance. The proposed generator would be located under the window of the Village Hall on the east side of the building. It was noted that the generator would be concealed from sight.
President Pino noted that there has been discussion among the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) about municipalities obtaining generators for Emergency Management purposes. President Pino stated hazards in each community call for the Village Hall to provide support for the community. President Pino noted that the fire protection districts have similar set-ups.
Trustee Sauer questioned whether a generator was needed since the Village of Tower Lakes was designated as a public health emergency site for the distribution of medicine. 

President Pino noted that the Village of Tower Lakes is a depository for prescription medication and that the President of Tower Lakes, Kathleen Leitner, informed him that their Village is planning to acquire a generator. It was noted that the prescription medicine does not need to be refrigerated. President Pino mentioned that the Village of Tower Lakes lacks a Village Hall per se as the structure of the building is older. President Pino noted that most members of BACOG have generators.
Trustee Weiner stated that the Village Hall could remain operable in the event of a power outage. 

President Pino explained that Village Hall was closed once due to an electrical power outage and the Village missed many phone calls. He added that the hospital can only accommodate a limited number of  people in the event of a disaster.

Trustee Pais had concern about the amount of 60kw proposed to run the Village Hall and asked whether it was an excessive amount of power. 

Trustee Andrew questioned whether residents would come to the Village as opposed to going to larger site such as hospital or school. She also asked who would be responsible for operating the Village Hall.  

Ms. Schumm addressed the Board and stated that during the course of an emergency, the center for emergency operations would be the Village Hall and essentials such as power, heat and phone operations would be needed. She noted that the Village Hall would be the center for public information and release data to the public.
Trustee Andrew suggested researching the matter further and investigating whether 60kw is needed to run the Village Hall as costs may vary with different kilowatt energy.
Trustee Boland was of the opinion that a generator is currently needed as the matter had been before the Board three times. 
Motion: Trustee Weiner moved to approve the installation a 60W natural gas generator at the Village Hall using Advanced Energy Systems as the vendor; seconded by Trustee Boland.

D.
Consideration of request that the Village restore the end of Hidden Pond Lane due to damage by Cuba Road District Snowplows 
Trustee Andrew asked why Cuba Road District (Cuba Roads) was asking the Village to pay for the damage since their plows are responsible for the damage.
President Pino explained that the owner of 255 Hidden Pond Lane previously addressed the Board to inquire about repairs to his driveway due to what he said was damage by Cuba Roads snow plows using his driveway as a turn-around in the winter in order that the snow plow could avoid backing up onto Miller Road. 

President Pino noted that it was his understanding that the arrangement for use of the driveway as a turnaround was established between the former Highway Commissioner (Thomas Gooch) and the former owner of 255 Hidden Pond Lane. 
President Pino explained that Cuba Roads asked the Village to contribute 50% toward the cost of the repair.
President Pino recommended that the matter be tabled in order for the Cuba Road District Highway Commissioner to address the Board and answer questions.

E.
Village Update

President Pino requested Village Engineer Al Stefan address the Board regarding a recent meeting with the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT).
Village Engineer Stefan explained the Village met with IDOT to discuss the intersection improvements at IL Route 22 and Old Barrington Road as well as drainage improvements along IL Route 59. 
IDOT is requesting that the Village participate toward the cost and maintenance of the proposed traffic signal at IL Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. It was noted that the Village owns the northwest and northeast side of the intersection. IDOT informed the Village that there are no current plans to widen IL Route 22. 
President Pino stated that they met with John Fortman, IDOT’s District Engineer. IDOT has requested that the Village contribute 5% of the total project which is approximately $300,000.00.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that he was pleased with the meeting.
Trustee Boland asked whether IDOT was interested in purchasing from the Village a portion of the northwest corner of the intersection and was advised that is the case.  

Village Engineer Stefan stated the drainage problems on Route 59 between Haverton and Grassmere were also discussed. It was noted that IDOT would be willing to provide funding and/or replace faulty drainage within their right of way.
President Pino stated that he attended the most recent BACOG meeting and updated the Board on the activities of BACOG including proposed legislation, mosquito abatement, and a proposed gas station in Lake Barrington, among other topics. President Pino noted that the Village of Deer Park asked to copy the Village’s Emergency Operations Plan.

Trustee Martin Pais
Trustee Pais reported that members of the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County (SWALCO) will be discussing upcoming contract negotiations. It was noted that the Village’s contract with Wauconda, Port Barrington, Tower Lakes, Deer Park, and Island Lake expires in August 2015. SWALCO will be encouraging a 3-fold waste program for three types of garbage including normal, recyclable, and biodegradable. Trustee Pais noted that residents will have an option of signing up for a limited waste program as well. Trustee Pais recommended inviting SWALCO to address the Environmental & Health Commission to inform the Village about the upcoming program. He also requested additional literature.

Trustee Janice Sauer
Trustee Sauer reported on the construction of the Village Hall parking lot. Trustee Sauer explained that the parking lot took additional time as drainage issues were found upon removing the old asphalt. The Village Engineer recommended that the parking lot be partially done this year including the undersurface and binder work in 2014 and the final surface work in the spring 2015 in order to see how the binder settles over the winter.
Trustee Sauer reported on the 2014 Village Road Program. She explained that there is some shoulder restoration to be completed on North Signal Hill; otherwise, the program is complete.

Trustee Todd Smith
Trustee Smith reported that the Village completed its Fiscal Year 2014 Financial Audit for the year ending April 30, 2014. The audit was conducted by Detterbeck Johnson & Mosen. Trustee Smith noted that the audit emphasized the need for a Village Treasurer. 
Trustee Smith reported that the BACOG is conducting a Well Water Quality Testing Event November 

11th – 13th. Kits will be available at the Village Hall during regular office hours. The site to drop off the test kit is one day only on November 18th from 3:30 – 7:00 p.m. at the Garlands of Barrington.
