PUBLIC COMMENT
David Carlson, 283 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board to discuss the condition of two 
side-by-side under road culverts located on Rugby Road installed in 2011. President Pino declared the motion approved.

IV. 
PRESENTATIONS
A.
Mark Duntemann, Natural Path Urban Forestry Consultant – Update on Tree Inventory and Tree Management Plan as a part of Trees Count Grant 
Mark Duntemann, Owner/Consultant of Natural Path Urban Forestry, Oak Park, addressed the Board to discuss the Village’s Tree Inventory Project. Mr. Duntemann explained that the Village was one of thirteen municipalities to receive a grant which included an inventory of trees located in the Village right-of-ways. The program was funded by the Illinois Department of Natural Resources’ Urban and Community Forestry Program. Communities invited to participate in the project were required to have a “Tree City” status and a population under 5,000.
Mr. Duntemann explained that the tree inventory comprised of five components including:
· Assessment of all public trees – 1,800 trees were counted and mapped within the Village.
· Geographic Informational Systems (GIS) layer of the trees – A “tree layer” will be provided to the Village Engineer/GIS Mapping Department.
· iTree Streets Analysis –  A software application that provides an urban forestry analysis and benefits. “Trees as Assets” calculated in Village right-of-ways totaled a value of $241,589; the “Landscape Value” totaled $2,680,000. 
· Urban Forestry Management Plan - A proactive plan focusing on regular and preventative maintenance of Village trees. 
· Two Years of Technical Support – The implementation of support will be provided by Natural Path Urban Forestry Consultants. 
There were a few questions from the Board addressed by Mr. Duntemann. It was noted that the most dominant tree species found in Village right of ways was the Green Ash tree however; the Emerald Ash Borer has infected many of the Village’s Ash trees. Trees that were inventoried were 6” in diameter or greater. 
Mr. Duntemann explained that he plans to work with Village Forester Susan Allman on the final tree inventory report and will include recommendations for a tree management plan.

RESOLUTIONS

A. Consideration of Resolution # 2640, Adoption of the 2012 Lake County All Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan 
President Pino stated that the Lake County All Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan (ANHMP) is a plan 
that addresses the natural hazards which may impact Lake County and identifies activities that can be undertaken by both the public and private sectors. Having an adopted plan allows Lake County and participating Lake County municipalities to be eligible for mitigation grant funds from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).

Trustee Kolar noted a typographical error on the first page/second paragraph. The first sentence should read, “Whereas, the Lake County Local Planning Committee has prepared a recommended 2012...” It was noted that the Deputy Village Clerk would make the necessary revision.

VI.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC

1. Flint Creek Restoration Update

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that a Request for Proposal (RFP) was prepared to complete a stream and floodplain restoration project within the Village/Flint Creek Watershed. The RFP will be distributed to various contractors for cost estimates; plans will be available at the Village Hall for contactors to view. It was noted that the Environmental and Health (E&H) Commission reviewed the RFP. It is currently being reviewed by the Village Attorney. Contractors will make presentations to the E&H Commission in December. Subsequently, the E&H Commission will make a recommendation to the Village Board. 

Trustee Herrmann inquired about the number of residents who have granted easement access for the future restoration work on Flint Creek. Ms. Schumm stated that she plans on developing an easement document for the project within the next few weeks however; would like to have more information about the project available prior to contacting each resident.
2. Emergency Operation Plan

Ms. Schumm explained that the Village’s Emergency Operation Plan was approved by Lake County. The manual was created for the Village highlighting general procedures in the event of an emergency. Ms. Schumm stated that upon obtaining signatures from the Wauconda and Lake Zurich Fire Departments, the Board will be asked to formally adopt the plan and appoint the Board members selected for the Emergency Action Team. Ms. Schumm stated that other municipalities have requested a copy of the Emergency Operation Plan in order to use as a prototype. A list of online courses was distributed to the Emergency Action Team for preparation of their position. 
President Pino stated that the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) is working on hosting an emergency simulation.

3. Lake County Stormwater Management Award
Ms. Schumm stated that the Lake County Stormwater Management Commission selected the Village of North Barrington as the recipient of its 2012 “Community of the Year Award” for its ongoing efforts to improve drainage and water quality in the Village and in the Flint Creek Watershed. The ceremony will be held on November 8th. President Pino invited all Board member to attend.
B.
Ryco Integrated Marketing Specialists Newsletter proposal

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander stated that she did not receive a proposal from Ryco Integrated Marketing Specialists for the proposed newsletter. 

C.
Tri-Party Intergovernmental Agreement Status Report & Possible Action 

It was noted that the Board received a copy of the Tri-Party Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) in their packet materials.
Matt LaSusa addressed the Board on behalf Active Citizens for Responsible Expansion (ACRE) and himself. Mr. LaSusa stated that he spoke with Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite about a revision to the proposed IGA for clarification purposes. 
Mr. LaSusa asked that the Board review page no. 50 of the IGA, Exhibit B, specifically the “Note” which references a “Letter of Intent” and suggested revisions. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite concurred and recommended revising the “Note” with the following language: “Note: To the extent that any of the staff conditions listed herein conflict  with any of the conditions of the Local Land Resource Management Plan and Intergovernmental Agreement of which this Exhibit B is a part or with any…” Attorney Braithwaite stated that President Pino signed Ordinance No. 1228, approving the IGA and; pursuant to the authority granted to the Village President within Ordinance No. 1228, the Village President is authorized to make changes to the IGA which, in his judgment are appropriate and are in fulfillment of the purposes of the said Agreement. 

Joseph Mancino, Mayor of the Village of Hawthorn Woods, addressed the Board. Mayor Mancino stated that he favored the revision and did not think that the County would have a problem with the change. However; he wants to bring the revision to his Village Board for approval.  
It was noted that the Village of Hawthorn Woods approved the IGA by a vote of 6-1.
President Pino thanked Mayor Mancino for his involvement with the proposed (Dimucci)

re-zoning matter and the Tri-Party IGA.

D.
Village Update
President Pino stated that the Village is honored to receive the “Community of the Year Award” from the Lake County Stormwater Management Commission. He thanked Ms. Schumm for her efforts in submitting the nomination information.
President Pino stated that the BACOG Executive Board took a position on October 23rd supporting the Village of Barrington Hills in its concern about contamination of the groundwater due to a proposed land use with Insurance Auto Actions, Inc. (IAA) in the Village of East Dundee. 

Ms. Schumm addressed the Board and explained she is working on the matter with the Village of Barrington Hills. She stated that IAA is a proposed auto salvage/auction yard that would be located in the Village of East Dundee and adjacent to the Village of Barrington Hills. BACOG members share concerns about contamination of the shallow aquifers system via stormwater carrying contaminants to the aquifers throughout the groundwater recharge area. IAA is applying for a general permit (M-1 Industrial) however; BACOG would like the applicant to apply for an individual permit which would provide stricter guidelines with regard to stormwater management. BACOG will continue to work with Barrington Hills and East Dundee to seek preventative engineering solutions before the development receives final approval. 

President Pino stated that the Village has had ongoing meetings with the Lake County Department of Transportation (LCDOT) regarding the Miller Road project. It was noted that LCDOT needs to provide the Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) with compensatory storage requirements which may be accomplished by the closing of Oxford Road. 

President Pino stated that the Village retained Huddleston McBride Land Drainage Company to conduct a drain tile investigation on the Haverton on the Pond and Grassmere Farms subdivisions. The Village is working with both Homeowners Associations with regard to maintenance of the areas.

President Pino stated that the Village will not be resurfacing the Village parking lot this year as the Board rejected the bids. It was noted that the Village incurred engineering fees for the bidding process.
President Pino stated that the Village is working with the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) regarding the proposed improvements (turn lane and signal) to the intersection of Route 22 and Old Barrington Road.

President Pino stated that the Village is working on the Village audit. It was noted that the audit will be on the November Board agenda for consideration.
