II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT

President Sauer explained that the Biltmore Country Club asked to make a presentation the Board. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite added that due to the size of the Village, the Board generally allows groups to make presentations as a courtesy.

President Sauer declared the motion approved.
IV. 
PRESENTATIONS
A. 
Biltmore Country Club Tree Plan Proposal

Richard Gilbert, Biltmore Country Club President, addressed the Board and provided an 
overview of the long range forestry plan of tree addition and removal for the golf course. Mr. Gilbert noted that the plan is consistent with United States Golf Association (USGA) recommendations and good golf course design and maintenance. 

Mr. Gilbert stated that the Biltmore Country Club (BCC) maintains Audubon certification and believes that trees serve an important role on the course and in the community. There are approximately 2,000 trees on the course and he estimates that 500-800 are classified as a “heritage” trees under the Village’s heritage tree ordinance. BCC proposes to remove thirty-one (31) heritage trees over the course of three years. 
Jim Vande Logt, Green Committee Chair, BCC, addressed the Board. 

Mr. Vande Logt stated that BCC had an extensive tree planting program in the 1970’s and ‘80’s called Trees for Tomorrow, where nearly a thousand trees were planted. Trees were overplanted in order to achieve a quicker impact on the golfing experience. However; now the trees have matured. 
It was noted that BCC has two full-time horticulturalists for maintaining trees. Trees are pruned in the fall and winter by professional tree pruning services. BCC hires services from the USGA to assist with forestry and golf course plans.

Mr. Vande Logt explained that the proposal consists of removing nine (9) trees immediately followed by planting twenty-three (23) trees in the spring of 2011. A total of seventeen (17) trees would be removed in 2011. For the first year, two (2) trees would be planted for one (1) tree removed. During the second and third years, one (1) tree would be planted for one (1) tree removed. 
There were questions by the Board addressed by Mr. Gilbert. 

Mr. Gilbert noted that the current Village Code does not include language exempting golf courses from the preservation and heritage tree ordinances. BCC requested a reduction in the amount of the tree bond as the amount is substantial.
Trustee Das Gupta suggested that the BCC make a presentation before the Environmental and Health Commission.
Trustee Weiner abstained from any comments as he is a member of the club. 
Trustees Kolar, Boland, and Pino concurred with Trustee Das Gupta’s suggestion. 
Trustee Boland suggested that the E&H Commission examine whether the club could obtain a letter of credit rather than a tree bond. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite additionally suggested that the E&H Commission examine the language of other municipal ordinances as the Village’s ordinance does not direct the club as a “unique use”.

President Sauer stated that the matter would be turned over to the E&H Commission for their recommendation. He requested that the commission submit their report to the Board prior to the February Board meeting. It was noted that the E&H Commission is be meeting 2/8/2011.
B. 
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC – Flint Creek Restoration Update

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board in order to provide an update 

on the Flint Creek Phase 1 Stabilization Project. Ms. Schumm explained that the Cowhey, Gudmundson, Leder, Ltd. design team discovered utility lines in the basin of the creek which were exposed due to erosion and undercutting. The utility lines will need repair prior to bank stabilization.

Ms. Schumm stated that she’d like to apply for a Fish and Wildlife grant. It was noted that the hours to complete the application falls under her normal work hours with the Village. 

V. 
ADMINISTRATION
A. 
Consideration of an Ordinance to Approve a Boundary Agreement with the Village of Barrington – Initial Review Before Posting and Publishing
President Sauer explained that the proposed Boundary Agreement is based upon the Agreement which expired in 2002 but has been updated based upon negations with Barrington Village Attorney Bateman. 

Trustee Boland asked about the new map being assembled as part of Exhibit A of the Agreement. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that a new map is in the process of being updated and will reflect current conditions. 
Trustee Pino asked how long the Agreement is binding. Attorney Braithwaite noted that by law, the Agreement is binding for 20 years. The law additionally requires notice and publication. 
It was the general consensus of the Board to postpone the approval of the proposed Boundary Agreement until the Agreement is finalized and the map is completed. Attorney Braithwaite anticipates that the map will be ready for review in February and that the Agreement will be presented in March.

B. 
Potential Development by Lake County – Honey Lake Road

President Sauer stated that a developer is seeking to place 26 homes on approximately 38 acres of land in an unincorporated area of Lake County next to Honey Lake Road. He explained that Lake County held a planning meeting which did not include the Village of North Barrington. President Sauer noted his dissatisfaction with the County as they did not contact North Barrington. He contacted the County and advised that the property falls under the jurisdiction of the Village of North Barrington by means of an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Village of Lake Zurich. 
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander stated that a meeting will be held February 8th with President Sauer, Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite, Village Engineer Andrea Pracht, Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty, and the developers to discuss the proposed plans.

1. Transfer bills from 2010 Fall Festival T&A Account to the Parks Budget for Payment 

Trustee Das Gutpa reported that a Trust & Agency (T&A) Account is created each year to run the Fall Festival and bills are paid from the T&A Account. This year, the bills for the Fall Festival totaled $9,593.99 however; there was a credit of $408.60 in food sales. Trustee Das Gupta explained that the bills from the T&A Account of the 2010 Fall Festival should be transferred to the Parks Commission Budget.
