II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Steven King, 436 Brookmont Lane, addressed the Board and stated that he is in the process of coordinating improvements to his property. He explained that some of the Heritage trees located on his property have caused problems regarding his improvements. Mr. King provided an explanation of his repairs and noted that he is of the opinion that the Heritage Tree Ordinance is excessive as it relates to the tree replacement procedure as well as, the costs associated for tree bonds. Mr. King inquired about his options.
President Pino noted that the Village is in the process of reviewing its Heritage tree ordinance and suggested that Mr. King contact the Village Administrator to discuss his options regarding the proper procedure to address his concerns. 

John Schnure, 224 Orchard Road, addressed the Board and introduced his neighbor, Ellen Carlson, to speak on Agenda Item V.B., The Consideration of an Ordinance Amending the Village Code regarding Short Term Rentals. Mr. Schnure explained that Ms. Carlson has been renting two properties in the Village for over ten years without any issues. Mr. Schnure was of the opinion that not permitting renters to lease a house for a period of less than ninety-three consecutive days was excessive. He thought that thirty days was a more appropriate time frame. 
Ellen M. Carlson, 225 Orchard Road, addressed the Board and explained that she has been leasing fully furnished homes within the Village for approximately sixteen years and has not had any tenant problems or complaints from neighbors. 

Ms. Carlson also explained that also she lives near the AIRBNB rental property that hosted a party which led to the shooting of a fire arm in the Village of Barrington. The incident prompted Lake Barrington to revise their Village Code regarding house rentals. Ms. Carlson indicated that she would not lease a house for less than thirty days and noted that most of her clients are individuals or families whose house is undergoing a remodeling project for reasons such as mold, house fire, flood etc. The renters are sometimes transferees or individuals/families who move into a new home and need short-term residence.  
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that “legitimate family use” is specified within the proposed ordinance as an exemption.
Attorney Braithwaite asked Ms. Carlson if she has ever rented to people for the purpose of a party. Ms. Carlson explained that she does not rent to people for the purpose of a party. The location of her rental properties were discussed.  

Trustee Weiner noted his concern about people renting properties for one month in order to have parties on the weekends.

President Pino declared the matter tabled. 

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander noted that the Village Health Officer attended the evening’s meeting with the specific purpose of addressing the Board and to answer any questions regarding the issue. 

Attorney Braithwaite explained that the Village Health Officer could address the Board and answer questions even though the matter was tabled.  

President Pino invited Village Health Officer Natalie Karney to address the Board.

Trustee Boland asked Ms. Karney to explain the reasons for the amendment to the Village Code. 

Ms. Karney explained that there are three separate issues within the proposed ordinance. It was noted that the amendment regarding percolation tests allows the Village to become current with state and county codes. She is recommending a provision within the ordinance to allow percolation tests should the Village Health Officer deem necessary, such as when soil borings indicate inconclusive results. 

Ms. Karney suggested that the Board consider each issue individually.

Trustee Boland inquired about sump pits. 
Ms. Karney stated that the Village Code currently provides that discharge must drain into a sump pit. The amendment expands the current code and provides specifications for the sump pit.
Trustee Boland noted his concern that some residents may have changed the direction of their discharge at a time when the Village discontinued the discharge of sump pumps into front yard culverts. He suggested that a clarification and/or grandfather clause be inserted into Section 3 of the proposed ordinance regarding the connection of sump pump drains being connected to sump pits. 

Attorney Braithwaite suggested that the proposed ordinance not be applied retroactively except in a situation where the existing drainage is going onto a neighbor’s property.
Trustee Pais suggested that language be added to the location of the sump pit which provides for discharge to be directed toward an area where it can be absorbed or make a retention basin.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Ms. Karney about the location of sump pits. Ms. Karney noted that some communities have trench systems as opposed to sump pits. Trustee Boland suggested that the Village look into both. 

There was discussion about “air gaps” for downspout drainage. Trustee Boland suggested that the proposed ordinance include language suggesting that air gaps be required only when the pipe is buried. Natalie stated that she would add the language to the proposed ordinance.
Ms. Karney suggested that the Board approve the amendment to the Village Code as it relates to percolation tests as soon as possible.

Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the motion to table could be reconsidered.

Trustee Boland suggested that Ms. Karney also review the language regarding downspouts. 

B.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1292, an Ordinance Amending the Village Code, as recommended by the Plan Commission, regarding Short Term Rentals
Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chairman to present Findings of Fact approved by the Plan Commission regarding Short Term Rentals at a Plan Commission Public Hearing held 9/12/16. The Findings of Fact included:

1. The rental of residences for short term periods (defined as 93 days or less) for the purposes other than use as a dwelling for a family can be disruptive of peace and tranquility of single family neighborhoods and adversely affect property values.

2. The rental of residences for short term periods by and for single family use by sellers who continue occupancy of the property they have recently sold is in the public interest and should be allowed without permit.

3. The rental of residences for short term periods by and for single family use is in the public interest and should be allowed subject to a permit being issued by the Village Administrator.

Trustee Boland suggested adding language which would allow the rental of a different home by a resident of the Village following the sale of such resident’s home. Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the exemption could be added to the proposed ordinance as an exemption.

Trustee Pais inquired about the $25.00 permit fee and asked if it was sufficient.

Village Administrator Nelander suggested that fee be increased to $50.00 in order to cover administrative costs.
Trustee Boland suggested the following revisions: 

1. That the fourth paragraph on Page No. 1 of the proposed ordinance include the verbiage “Plan Commission” as opposed to “plan”. 

2. Change Section 3. No. 2; to include the language “Rental for a period of less than 93 days” deleting the language “in excess of one week”.
3. Change Section 3. Paragraph No. 2; to include the verbiage “Village Administrator” as opposed to “Administrator”.
4. Change Section 3. Paragraph No. 2; to remove the escape clause language that states “unless the owner can show by clear and convincing evidence that the tenant caused or allowed the violation despite good faith efforts by the owner to abate the violation”.

There was brief discussion among the Board about how the Village Administrator would determine suitable renters. Attorney Braithwaite stated that the Village Administrator will be provided with a permit application form to be signed under oath.

President Pino reviewed the proposed revisions.
