II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Jake Herb, Go Beyond Barrington, LLC (Go Beyond Barrington) and Barrington High School student representative, addressed the Board accompanied by Katherine Andiaschko, Matt Reiser, Pitcher Seagrist, and Colin Thomson. Mr. Herb explained that Go Beyond Barrington is seeking approval from the Board to host a 5K Fun Run in Eton Park. Go Beyond Barrington is a student-led community outreach program which raises funds in order to foster communities in need. Go Beyond Barrington is a 501(c)3 organization.  

Mr. Herb explained that the event would be held August 18, 2013 from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. (volunteers would arrive at the park at 6:30 a.m.). Parking for volunteers would be located at the North Barrington Elementary School and the L.B. Mart in Lake Barrington. A shuttle bus would transport volunteers to the park. Participation would be limited to 200 persons. However; 150 participants are expected. There would be approximately 20-30 volunteers to manage the event. Participants would walk or run clockwise around Honey Lake on residential roads. It was noted that there would be two distinct paths; one path for walkers and one path for runners.  
Mr. Herb stated that the event would require a road closure in the Biltmore subdivision as well as police assistance. Portable toilets and garbage disposal would be provided. The organization plans to advertise the event by mail and community signage and plans to receive letters of support from residents along Biltmore Drive. Food, if distributed, would be packaged and served cold. 
Mr. Herb noted that it would benefit the event if the Village would consider providing the police service and a monetary contribution.  

A map of the walking and running paths were provided to the Board. 

Village Clerk Kathy Nelander asked if the entire road would be closed or if one lane would remain open. Mr. Herb replied that they would be willing to close one lane of the road in order to hold the event in North Barrington.
Ed Harris, Lake County Sherriff’s Department, addressed the Board. He informed the Board that he would inquire whether the reserve units would be available to assist with the event. Lieutenant Harris noted that other communities who have had similar events staggered the starting time of participants so as to reduce the amount of congestion on a road at any given time.
It was noted that the students would return for the June Board meeting to provide further detail of the event and that the Board would consider the matter at that time.
Village Attorney Mark Schuster asked whether insurance for the event would be provided.

Matt Lasusa, 68 Timberlake Drive, Barrington, addressed the Board and stated that the organization would provide the necessary insurance.

ORDINANCES/RESOLUTIONS
A.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1236, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. John Cifonelli & Ms. Sally Deniston, 297 Oxford Road, North Barrington, IL  60010
President Pino explained the zoning variations to the Board. 
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The existing home and property are non-conforming by reason of lot size and building setback.  Properties in the R-3 District shall have an area of at least 40,000 square feet.  Building setback from the side line shall not be less than ten percent (10%) of the average width of the property, or 10 feet, whichever is greater.  The area of the subject property (Lots 4, 5 and 6 in Block 5 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 2) is approximately 33,481 square feet and is therefore a non-conforming use in the R-3 District.  The existing home is located 8.83 feet from the side lot line rather than the 14.3 feet required (based on an average lot width of approximately 143 feet) and is therefore a non-conforming building in the R-3 District.

President Pino invited the applicants to address the Board. 

John Cifonelli and Sally Deniston, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board. Mr. Cifonelli explained that when he and his wife purchased the home in 1985, it included a screened in porch and deck. The screened in porch was removed and the deck was replaced. The applicants requested a modest increase to the size of the existing deck in order to reconstruct a new screened-in porch using the existing concrete footings where the previous screened in porch was located. Mr. Cifonelli explained that due to a mosquito and wasp problem, he and his wife would like to enjoy the outdoors without having to worry about insects.  Additionally, the applicants would like to remodel their master bedroom suite which requires a two foot bump-out of the bathroom. The expansion of the master bedroom suite is entirely within the footprint of the existing building. 

Mr. Cifonelli explained that the proposed extension of the deck would project approximately 2 ½ feet further into the yard. He noted that the proposed extension of the deck would be located approximately 19 ½ feet away in distance from the septic holding tank and was approved the Lake County Health Department.

Mr. Cifonelli explained that the plans for “Existing Bedroom 5” are to re-configure the room into a large walk-in closet/dressing room and place additional storage in the hallway.

President Pino noted that the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) unanimously recommended approval of the zoning variations and that the proposed plans do not increase the footprint of the house.
Mr. Cifonelli noted for the record that there is an issue with an “abandoned” utility easement which runs across the driveway which he is currently working on. The proposed deck would encroach into the utility easement. There was a question raised during the building permit process whether the proposed deck would impact the utility easement. Mr. Cifonelli noted that the utility easement has not been used in 84 years and is of the opinion that the easement has been abandoned by the utility companies. The applicant noted that he is in the process of contacting all of the utility companies in order to be granted permission to encroach into the utility easement. Mr. Cifonelli noted that he may need to litigate the issue at some point.

President Pino stated that he would write a letter to the utility companies reflecting that the

Village has no objections regarding the encroachment into the “abandoned” utility easement.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1237, Ordinance to amend Village Code Section 1-5-4A to provide that a President Pro Tem be elected for a two year term
President Pino explained that the proposed ordinance creates the Office of the President Pro Tem in the event that the Village President is temporarily absent or incapacitated from fulfilling his duties as President.
There were a few questions from the Board. It was noted that the outgoing Board would consider the proposed ordinance and that the newly elected Board would consider a Trustee for the President Pro Tem position.

V. 
ADMINISTRATION

A.
Discussion about the possibility of having the same persons serve on the Zoning Board of Appeals and the Plan Commission 
It was noted that a Memorandum from Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite was provided to the Board in their packet materials. President Pino explained that there are vacancies on both the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Commission and the Plan Commission (PC). The ZBA must consist of seven members and the PC in the Village of North Barrington is established as a six person body. It was noted that the ZBA currently has 6 members (with one member seeking to resign) and the PC currently has 4 members. 

It was noted that Martin Pais is the current Chairman of the PC, however; state statute prohibits Trustees from serving on commissions.

Village Attorney Mark Schuster explained that if the two commissions are combined, all of the members would be the same on each commission, although; the PC and ZBA meetings would be held independently of each other. 
Trustee Herrmann noted that the Health and Sanitation Commission was combined with the Environmental Commission to form the Environmental and Health Commission. 
It was noted that Trustees may serve on subcommittees but not commissions, except as liaison.

John Cifonelli, ZBA Chairman, addressed the Board and explained that it was his understanding that there may be an issue immediately combining the two commissions as commission members cannot be terminated from office if their term has not expired as the terms of commission members are fixed by state statute. 

President Pino stated that the merging process would have to be carefully planned should the Village combine the two commissions. However; the Village would not terminate any active ZBA member and that the Village would not turn away anyone wanting to serve.

Mr. Cifonelli stated that he feels that the Village has not publicized the need for volunteers. Sally Deniston stated that she was unaware that there were open positions. President Pino stated that the Village has been working on obtaining volunteers by way of the Village’s newsletter and website.

Trustee Kolar suggested that the Board make a consorted effort (first) to obtain volunteers by personally making phone calls and revisiting the matter in June.
It was the general consensus of the Board to work on the recruitment of volunteers to fill the ZBA/PC commissions and that the matter would be revisited in June.
B. 
TABLED: Consideration of bid to install Emergency Generator Service to Village Hall
President Pino noted that the matter would remain tabled as he is working on a cost analysis.

C.
Village Update

President Pino stated that Lake County approved the Miller Road Project and a portion of Miller Road will be closed for construction. The County is planning to place a billboard on Miller Road early enough to notify area drivers of the closing. President Pino explained that the Village will be providing approximately 331 yards of compensatory storage on Oxford Road due to an agreement between the Village and the County.
President Pino explained that the Village continues to work on a bike/walking path on Oxford Road due to the closing of Oxford Road.

Village Clerk Kathy Nelander noted that the Village renewed its electrical aggregation program with Integrys Energy Services (Integrys) for two years. The Village negotiated a price of 5.5 cents/kWH. Integrys notified residents of the new opt in/out period. It was noted that voters previously approved a referendum authorizing the Village to seek lower electricity rates for residential and small business customers. 
President Pino stated that the Village received only a few of complaints about the electrical aggregation program.

Don Husted, 422 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board and stated that he tried calling Integrys to opt out of the program, although; ended up writing a letter to cease their services as he found a better rate. 
President Pino explained that the Village received notice from the Office of the State Fire Marshall regarding residential sprinklers and that all local governmental bodies are obligated to enforce the rules issued by the Office of the State Fire Marshall including the 2000 State Life Safety code. The Life Safety Code does not mandate sprinklers for single family residences. The Office of the State Fire Marshall is considering introducing new legislation in the Illinois General Assembly which would mandate sprinklers in single family residences. 
President Pino stated that the Board may wish to consider delaying the consideration of residential sprinklers due to the impending legislation. 
It was the general consensus of the Board to leave the matter of residential sprinklers off of the agenda permanently. 
President Pino stated staff salaries were reviewed and noted that the process is difficult because the Village does not have plan which sets forth job descriptions and duties. President Pino noted that our Village is unique and cannot be compared to other Villages regarding salary structures. He stated that he intends to work on creating a Village Handbook.
President Pino stated that many municipalities have informed him that they are now required to create “capital plans”. The Village is in the process of performing a cost benefit analysis in order to allow for the formation of a capital plan.

Trustee Boland had no report.

Trustee Gery Herrmann
Trustee Herrmann reported that Flint Creek sustained damage during the unprecedented rainfall in April 2013. He specifically focused on the work performed on Flint Creek for the Flint Creek Project.  He noted that (to date) he has not heard from ENCAP, Inc. regarding repair to the site. Trustee Herrmann noted that there is debris that remains on his property. 
President Pino stated that he was under the impression that the damage had been repaired. It was noted that the Village is under contract with ENCAP, Inc. and that the matter would be addressed.   

C. 
Trustee Brent Johnson
Trustee Johnson reported that the Village’s 2013 Road Program is progressing. 

President Pino stated that he met with Randy Marks, Cuba Township Highway Department, to discuss the Village’s 2013 Road Program. He noted that Commissioner Marks intends to honor the intergovernmental agreement between the Village and the Cuba Township.  

Trustee Johnson thanked the Board for the opportunity to serve North Barrington.

D. 
Trustee Ann Kafka
Trustee Kafka reported on the activities of the Parks & Recreation (P&R) Commission. She explained that the timbers around the playground equipment were replaced in Eton Park to ensure safety. 

Trustee Kafka reported on an ongoing issue in Eton Park regarding the soccer nets. She explained that the soccer nets are consistently moved around the field and not always staked. According to Zach’s Law, the nets are to be staked at all times.  It was noted that the P&R Commission continues to work on solutions to keeping the nets staked.

Trustee Kolar reported that the activities of the Plan Commission (PC). The PC continues to work on revising the Comprehensive Plan.

Trustee Weiner reported on the activities of the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Trustee Kolar inquired about the utility work on Miller Road for the Miller Road Project. It was noted that Com Ed and Nicor are currently working on relocating the utilities.  

Trustee Kolar noted his concern about the cut-through traffic in the Biltmore subdivision during the closing of Miller Road.  Village Clerk Kathy Nelander stated that the Village has been working on the issue.
John Cifonelli and Sally Deniston expressed their frustration about the closing of Oxford Road. Ms. Deniston stated that many residents are upset about the closing and expressed her desire for assurance that a bridge would be installed.
