RE-CONVENE OF OPEN SESSION

President Pro Tem Boland reconvened open session at 7:39 p.m.

The roll was called and the quorum re-established.

NEW BUSINESS
Trustee Smith explained that he and Village Administrator Kathy Nelander have been working with Constellation to negotiate a new price for the electrical aggregation. It was noted that Constellation purchased Integrys which was the Village’s former electrical aggregation supplier.
Village Administrator Nelander noted that the Village can lock into a rate with Constellation whereas Com Ed rates fluctuate. She also explained that Constellation will honor the $10,000/year administrative fee previously received from Integrys and if residents are not satisfied with the rate, they can opt out of the program. The rate that the Village is trying to obtain is .07 for 24 months. The current rate is .071. 

It was noted that the deadline to lock in is May 15th.

President Pro Tem Boland reminded the Board that the Board previously authorized Trustee Smith to act as the liaison and to negotiate and take any and all necessary action to extend the existing agreement with Integrys Energy Services or to consider a new supplier and take any and all necessary action to approve a new rate, subject to approval of the Village President.

The Board members who spoke endorsed the Constellation agreement for the Village’s electrical aggregation as negotiated by Trustee Smith and Village Administrator Nelander.
