PUBLIC COMMENT

III.
VILLAGE COMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS
It was noted that Trustee Weiner arrived during this portion of the meeting. 

John Cifonelli, Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman, addressed the Board to notify the Village that one of its residents, Hugo Chaviano, was selected by Governor Bruce Rauner to be the Director of the Illinois Department of Labor. Mr. Cifonelli noted that Valerie Chaviano, Mr. Chaviano’s spouse, serves on the Village Zoning Board of Appeals.

Mr. Cifonelli commented on Section X. of the meeting agenda regarding the conveyance of two small strips of Village real estate for highway purposes. Mr. Cifonelli was of the opinion that the Village’s former purchase of the property located at 112 Old Barrington Road was not beneficial to the Village due to the considerable loss of funds.
President Pino explained that the Village had concerns that a multi-lane highway would be constructed via eminent domain but as Illinois law does not allow the State to exercise eminent domain as to Village owned property, the purchase by the Village was serving its purpose. 
Mr. Cifonelli additionally commented on Section V.A. of the meeting agenda regarding the amendment of the proposed zoning ordinance to allow limited quantities of bees and hens on residentially zoned property. He explained that the Zoning Board of Appeals would have significant objections to the construction of ad hoc fencing for the keeping of bees on less than one acre lots. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the matter was going to be removed from the agenda due to issues such as the fence regulations with regard to bees. It was noted that Attorney Braithwaite is planning to meet with the Chair of the Plan Commission (PC) to discuss the issues.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
 Draft Comprehensive Plan 
Trustee Pais explained that the draft Comprehensive Plan included updates to the maps. He asked the Board to provide feedback.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite recommended that the Chairman of the Plan Commission be present when the Board considers the approval of the updated Comprehensive Plan. 

B.
 Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC 
1.
Water Level Monitoring Program
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and explained that she obtained a proposal from Integrated Lakes Management, Inc. for water lever recorders to be installed on Honey Lake Drain and Dog Bone Lake. Ms. Schumm explained that the purpose of the monitors is to obtain information on how the water levels fluctuate. Permanent monitors would be attached to a bridge and the data could be downloaded monthly. The total cost for the year for one monitor is approximately $4,800. If another monitor was added the monthly rental and download would be $250.00. 
Ms. Schumm explained that the purchase would count as a match toward grants being assembled by the Flint Creek Watershed Partnership.
President Pino asked whether purchasing a water level monitor for the Village is duplicating the efforts of Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) and their groundwater monitoring program. 

Ms. Schumm noted that BACOG monitors groundwater and that the proposed monitors are for surface water. 
Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that historically when Honey Lake overtopped, excessive erosion occurs downstream which shortens the life of the (road) pavement as observed on Signal Hill Road. Village Engineer Stefan noted that a water monitor would provide information regarding the fluctuations in water levels. It was noted that there are significant fluctuations in the water levels within the Biltmore subdivision. 
Trustee Pais asked about the value of water monitors to the Village.

Village Engineer Stefan explained that the Village would be able to make adjustments to the water level should there be an undesirable elevation of the water level.
Ms. Schumm noted that Biltmore Country Club (BCC) manages their water levels due to its golf course however; the Village does not have direct control over how they monitor the water. 
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander added that historically BCC used Honey Lake to water their golf course for irrigation purposes by adjusting the weirs however; BCC said that the water became too salty and claimed that this was from road salt. Subsequently, BCC dug their own well to irrigate and continues to use the weirs to control the lake level.
Trustee Boland asked how the water levels could be adjusted if they were elevated.

Village Engineer Stefan explained that the Village would need to investigate elevation levels, as well as, whether the BCC weirs and were open or shut. 

Trustee Boland questioned whether there is an effective remedy when water levels are elevated. 

Village Engineer Stefan indicated that initially, the focus needs to be on finding the problem.
President Pino asked if elevated water levels could be identified on a daily basis. 
Ms. Schumm stated that readings are obtained every hour. She explained that obtaining water monitors on Honey Lake and Dog Bone Lake would be the Village’s contribution to the Flint Creek Watershed. 

President Pino suggested tabling the matter and inviting Dr. Kurt O. Thomsen, KOT Environmental Consulting, Inc. to attend the February Board meeting in order to explain their efforts with BACOG and the Flint Creek Watershed and to answer any questions.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that Illinois drainage law imposes certain obligations on people that own the source of water; that they cannot unduly increase or decrease the rate of flow.

Ms. Schumm noted that there are residents who have complained about erosion issues downstream.

Village Update
President Pino indicated that the Village would be going with the G.E. model generator for the Village Hall which will be located on the side of the Village Hall and placed on a concrete pad prior to the final asphalt lift of the parking lot. 
President Pino stated that he attended the BACOG meeting held 1/27/15. It was noted that Dr. Kurt O. Thomsen discussed the Development of a Groundwater Monitoring System Protocol and Determination of Baseline Surface and Groundwater Water-Level Conditions Report for BACOG. 
President Pino noted that the 2015 Legislative Breakfast is scheduled for Saturday, 2/17/15, at 8:45 a.m. He explained that last years’ breakfast was well attended and encouraged Board and Commission members to attend this years’ event. 
President Pino noted that Springfield Lobby Days are scheduled for the following dates:

President Pino stated that the results for the BACOG (November 2014) Level 1 Private Well Water Testing were in. BACOG continues water testing with its Level 2 Program which tests for heavy metals. President Pino stated that he would like to have wells at the North Barrington Elementary School and the Village Hall to be tested for heavy metals.

Trustee Pais reported that the Village’s Waste Management contract expires in August 2015. Trustee Pais met with five potential haulers for comparison purposes to discuss requests for proposals. Three of the haulers have shown an interest.

Trustee Pais explained that he discussed services each hauler. Key issues or questions that were asked included:  
1. Does the Village have an ordinance with regard to garbage/recycle/yard disposal?

Answer: Yes, all residents have to use the garbage service contracted with the Village.

2. Is there an opt-out clause?

Answer: No opt out clause. The Village will waive garbage service for a resident if a house is empty or for sale, but it’s rare.

3. Is there a share clause, where residents on different properties are allowed to combine and split the bill?

Answer: No, the Village does not allow this.

Trustee Pais reviewed a check list of services and requested that each RFP contain certain criteria with items such as, method of transport to be used, carts for waste, special services, among others. 
Trustee Pais noted that:  

· Bids will be due on 3/13/15 by 4:30 p.m. 

· The Environmental & Health Commission will hold public hearings.
· The recommended provider and contract will be considered at the 5/27/15 Board meeting.

· The provider will have three months to set up services.
President Pino thanked Trustee Pais for his efforts and detailed report.

IX.
NEW BUSINESS
President Pino stated that the necessary documents were received from IDOT authorizing conveyance of real estate to the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) for the signalization at Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village would be providing deeds and a temporary construction easement and had received written assurances from Village Engineer Stefan that the conveyances would not permit the widening of the Route 22 without the Village’s permission.

Village Engineer Al Stefan explained that the original plans submitted by IDOT had to be revised. Plans were re-submitted at the direction of the IDOT’s Regional Engineer, John Fortman. The language was revised to reduce the amount of land permanently conveyed by providing to IDOT a construction easement. Village Engineer Stefan explained that the construction easement allows the Village to have control over the property. Should IDOT want to widen Route 22 in the future, they would need permission from the Village. 
Village Engineer Stefan indicated that Lake Barrington’s Mayor Kevin Richardson has concerns regarding the widening of Route 22 and noted that he would be reaching out to Mayor Richardson to discuss the issue.
