III. 
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman and explained that ZBA Member Gene McAlester resigned from the ZBA in September when his term expired. Mr. Cifonelli requested that the Board recognize Mr. McAlester with a Certificate of Appreciation for his many years of service at the next Board meeting. Mr. Cifonelli stated that the Village received an application to fill the vacant position on the ZBA and the application was referred by Trustee Weiner.
President Pino agreed that ZBA Member Gene McAlester should be recognized with a Certificate of Appreciation at the October Board meeting.
Trustee Weiner noted for the record that the applicant’s name is Rick Cavenaugh. 
Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair and provided updates on the E&H Commission. She noted that the E&H Commission is in the process of drafting a neighborhood notification ordinance for matters such as pesticide use. The Commission is also participating at the Fall Festival and will provide information on Prairieland Disposal, Inc., Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG), SWALCO, and Citizens for Conservation, among others. The E&H Commission will also be reviewing the Heritage Tree Ordinance. 

President Pino suggested that Faye Sinnott, a member of the BACOG Water Resources Committee, address the E&H Commission to discuss coal tar sealants from a scientific perspective.
Ms. Kalinowski noted that Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, previously addressed the E&H Commission to discuss the coal tar sealants however; would consider having Ms. Sinnott address the E&H Commission.
There was brief discussion among the Board about the matter.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1275, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Biltmore Country Club, 160 Biltmore Drive, North Barrington, IL  60010*

ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-11-2(B):  Except as otherwise permitted or required by this chapter or by this code, no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42”) in height at any point, including vertical posts, columns, or pillars.

The approximate 90 lineal feet of fencing around the septic system controls varies in height from approximately six feet (6’) to seven feet (7’).

ZR-10-11-2(F):  Every fence shall be constructed with at least fifty percent (50%) open space between the elements of which the fence is constructed in order that one may see through the fence when viewed in a direction perpendicular to the fence.

The proposed fencing has no open space between the 1” x 6” cedar boards.
John Cifonelli, ZBA Chairman, addressed the Board to discuss the recommendation of the ZBA. 

Mr. Cifonelli explained that the Biltmore Country Club requested a variance for a fenced enclosure around the septic controls located on the club’s property located behind the cart barn. 

It was noted that the fence would be made out of cedar and would be considered a privacy fence approximately 6 ft. to 7 ft. in height. The ZBA established that proposed fence could not be observed from any place off the BCC property. 
Mr. Cifonelli stated that the club is planning to plant arborvitae around the fence in order to blend with other arborvitae shrubs on the property. The club is planting the arborvitae voluntarily and there is no landscape plan. The ZBA unanimously recommended approval of the proposed variations.

Trustee Boland stated that he did not have an opportunity to speak with the Village Attorney about the proposed ordinance. He indicated that the Village of South Barrington recently adopted an ordinance relating to coal tar sealcoat products and are training their police officers to recognize the use of coal tar sealcoat products within their Village. Trustee Boland recommended tabling the issue.

Trustee Andrew was of the opinion that education was the best way to inform residents of coal tar sealcoat products.

B.
Nancy Schumm – Update on culvert and roadside repairs

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board to discuss culvert and roadside repairs and presented a slideshow. Ms. Schumm introduced Bob Kusmerz of Bob’s Landscaping who was responsible for a considerable amount of the work.

Ms. Schumm reported on a geo paver project installed at Eton Drive and Kimberly Road in the fall of 2014 for a roadside repair. The project was initially experimental. Cuba Township Highway Department (Cuba Roads) originally installed the first set of geo pavers which failed; Bob’s Landscaping installed the second set of geo pavers with grass seed which have remained in place and has grown vegetation. Ms. Schumm considers the project a success. 
There were a few questions asked by the Board which were addressed by Ms. Schumm.

Ms. Schumm reported on an under driveway culvert repair project located at 283 Kimberly Road. Ms. Schumm explained that Cuba Roads initially repaired the under driveway culvert using the Village’s 50/50 Culvert Program however; the Village’s engineer subsequently found that that project required additional repair work. Bob’s Landscaping performed the work as they submitted a proposal less than the Cuba Road’s proposal for the repair work. It was noted that the homeowner was satisfied with the completed work.
Bob Kusmerz, Bob’s Landscaping, addressed the Board and explained that a recent rain fall of approximately 2”-3” did not cause a washout to the project at 283 Kimberly Road.
Ms. Schumm reported on a roadside repair project near the property located at 295 Kimberly Road. The owner complained that there was an approximate 1 ft. drop off near the edge of the road and water would run across the road and onto her property during heavy rainfall. Bob’s Landscaping performed the work as they submitted a proposal to do the work at a cost less than the proposal submitted by the Cuba Township Highway Commissioner. It was noted that the homeowner was satisfied with the completed work.
Ms. Schumm reported on a 2nd geo paver project regarding a roadside repair due to a washout located on the south side of Eton Drive between Shady Lane and Drury Lane. Ms. Schumm reported that the project used limestone as opposed to vegetation due to its level surface. It was noted that the project has been holding up for approximately one year.

Ms. Schumm reported on a drainage repair located at 241 Biltmore Drive. It was noted the right of way was heavily eroded and was flooding the owner’s septic system. Mr. Kusmerz stated that he created a swale a few feet from the road. Ms. Schumm noted that the homeowner was satisfied with the completed work.
Ms. Schumm reported on a roadside repair on the north side of North Hill Drive that was heavily eroded. She explained that the project was repaired with riprap including a stabilization under the riprap. It was noted that the Cuba Township Highway Commissioner submitted a proposal in the amount of $4,185 and Bob’s Landscaping submitted a proposal in the amount of $1,000. Bob’s Landscaping performed the work as their proposal was less than Cuba Roads. 
Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board to share a drainage concern on Brookside Road regarding debris which is causing blockage near the sewer line/creek. Ms. Schumm stated that she would look at the issue.
Ms. Schumm reported on a roadside repair for the property located at 422 Kimberly due to erosion issues as the drainage area receives a great deal of water during rain events. Rock and grass were installed to reduce the erosion and stabilize the site. 

President Pino asked Mr. Kusmerz if he submitted payroll records. Mr. Kusmerz stated that he submitted payroll records to the Village Hall. Ms. Schumm noted that Workman’s Compensation insurance information was submitted as well.

C.
Landscaping for Village Hall
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander stated that she requested Bob’s Landscaping to submit a proposal for landscaping at the Village Hall since the parking lot would be re-paved within the next 10 days.

Bob Kusmerz, Bob’s Landscaping, 23417 W. Long Grove Road, Barrington, addressed the Board and explained that he selected perennials for the landscaping as it would provide a range of color all year long. Mr. Kusmerz provided a map indicating the colors of what the plants would look like when they flower. It was noted that many of the plants are native plants and would require minimum maintenance with the exception of the initial watering approximately once per month. 
Trustee Andrew noted that deer would eat the proposed tulips. Mr. Kusmerz stated that he discussed the issue with the Village Administrator and suggested that the tulips be replaced with daffodils.

President Pino inquired whether Mr. Kusmerz would test the soils and noted his concern regarding areas that accumulate water around the edges of the parking lot. Mr. Kusmerz stated that he would add soil amendments, specifically a mushroom compost, and noted that some of the grasses would be moved to other locations to absorb water.
Mr. Kusmerz additionally explained that he took into consideration the issue of salt which builds up from snow plows when he chose the native plants.
