The Minutes from the January 4, 2010 Parks and Recreation Commission Meeting were made available to the Commission. 
Motion: Vice Chairman Ann Kafka moved to approve the Minutes from the January 4, 2010 Parks and Recreation Commission Meeting; seconded by Jane Farrell.
Discussion: There was no discussion.

Vote on the Motion: The voice vote was unanimous in favor.

Chairman Pat Ryan declared the Minutes of the January 4, 2010 Parks & Recreation Meeting approved and put on file.

Upcoming Events
Ms. Onyx followed up on her idea of a garden tour with Elaine Silets, commonly known as the “Train Lady.” Ms. Onyx was hoping to include the ten acre estate in to the garden tour. Ms. Silets stated that she holds one event a year, this year it will be on July 10, and would welcome the idea of working with the Parks and Recreation Commission to include the residents of North Barrington. It was also stated that due to security planning and costs, Ms. Silets would only be open to the event on the already specified day. Ms. Silets stated that the tour requires approximately 1 to 2 hours to walk through in its entirety and will be open from 10 am to 4 pm. There will be one portion of the estate which will be closed due to liability issues. The cost for the event would be $5 for adults and free for children, with all proceeds benefiting the Garden Conservancy. The Commission stated that they would be able and willing to help with things for the event as Ms. Silets needed them to as well as handle the invitations to all North Barrington residents. The Commission also discussed the possibility of combining this big tour with a couple smaller gardens as well. Ms. Onyx and Vice Chairman Kafka stated that they will research interest from area residents on this matter. Ms. Onyx will also follow up with Ms. Silets as to when she sends her invitations out for the July event. 

Chairman Ryan stated that with a set date of July 10th for the garden walk, that the ice cream social and talent show would be tentatively scheduled for July 17. Chairman Ryan also stated that there were no updates on the September concert.

Ms. Onyx researched the cost for pumpkin seeds to be given away at Arbor Day for the “Biggest Pumpkin” contest. Ms. Onyx stated that these particular seeds could yield pumpkins up to 100 pounds and come with 15 seeds per package. The cost of one package of seeds is approximately $3.00. The Commission decided that a small pouch of three seeds would be given to those individuals at Arbor Day who wished to participate in the contest. The Commission will be in attendance at Arbor Day to handle the distribution.  
Motion: Vice Chairman Kafka moved that the Parks and Recreation Commission approve the purchase of pumpkin seeds in a dollar amount not to exceed $100 and that the money be used for seeds as well as any packaging needed for distribution; seconded by Jane Farrell.

Chairman Pat Ryan declared the motion approved.

Vice Chairman Kafka stated that the band Eleventh Hour would be interested in playing the June concert. She also stated that the band was considering playing three hours instead of two as they have done in prior years. Vice Chairman Kafka stated to the Commission that the band may require the use of a generator this year. Chairman Ryan stated that a generator would not be necessary and that they could just bring more extension cords. The Commission discussed possible dates for the event and decided to tentatively schedule it for June 26 from 6 pm to 9 pm. 
Motion: Vice Chairman Kafka moved that the Parks and Recreation Commission approve the band Eleventh Hour to play a concert in June with a budget not to exceed $1300; seconded by Lisa Onyx.

Chairman Pat Ryan declared the motion approved.

Ms. Farrell stated that she had spoken with Andy Seagren’s band, Dulcet Road, and that they would play the August concert. The concert would be two hours long from 6 pm to 8 pm and is tentatively scheduled for August 14. 
Motion: Vice Chairman Kafka moved that the Parks and Recreation Commission approve the band Dulcet Road to play a concert in August with a budget not to exceed $1000; seconded by Jane Farrell.

Chairman Pat Ryan declared the motion approved.

Mr. Onyx stated that he had some ideas for the movie choice on movie night. He stated that an older movie, something like Laurel and Hardy, would be interesting. The Commission discussed movie possibilities. Ms. Farrell will compile a list of possible movies for the Commission to review at the next meeting. Mr. Onyx will also be contacting the ice cream man used last year for a price estimate. The ice cream man will provide everything needed for the movie. Mr. Onyx will also discuss the possibility of ice cream, popcorn, etc with the ice cream man for movie night.

New/Old Business
Trustee Das Gupta gave the Commission an update of the Eton Park Clearing project. She stated that the initial clearing had been done and showed the Commission pictures of the results. She also stated that by the basketball courts it was now so clear that balls may roll into the ditch and wanted the Commission to take note of the situation next time they went to the park. Trustee Das Gupta asked if the Commission would be interested in helping her with creating signage for the park that would inform the public of what the project is along with general education about the issue, etc. Chairman Ryan stated that the Commission was never informed of this project and that their opinion was never requested; therefore, he as an individual would not be inclined to offer money from the Parks and Recreation Commission budget for this project. There was some discussion. Trustee Das Gupta stated that she would take the concern about communication back to the Board. 
The park rebate program currently has so specifications for Park District membership rebates. After a resident requested a rebate on a membership the Commission decided to discuss it. Ms. Farrell stated, that after some research, on average North Barrington residents are overall paying up to 40% more than neighboring communities for use of a Park District and in-district residents of Barrington are paying up to 30% more than neighboring communities. There was some discussion. The Commission decided that it would be acceptable to “max out” a family by giving them up to $75 in rebate for a Park District membership. This would mean that that family would not be able to receive any additional rebates for one year after submission. The Commission also decided to discuss why YMCA rebates were no longer accepted at a later date when Mr. Struttman would be in attendance.
