Approval of Minutes from the June 2, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission meeting
The Minutes of the June 2, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.
Motion: Ron Cobb moved to approve the Minutes of the June 2, 2015 E&H meeting; seconded by Linda Aylward.
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vice Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the June 2, 2015 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.

4.        Discuss New Waste Hauler Vendor Transition
Vice Chair Kalinowski mentioned that she received an email this afternoon from Village Trustee, Martin Pais, with an attachment of the draft of services to be provided by Prairie Land Disposal, “PLD”. She stated that she was expecting a final copy of the signed contract to be reviewed by the E&H. She indicated that she was unsure of what the Village Board,”VB”, was expecting from the E&H regarding the draft. 
Ms. Aylward indicated that Trustee Pais and the VB were looking for input from the E&H before the final contract is signed.  Ms. Aylward stated that the contract has been awarded, but the terms are still being finalized. 
Vice Chair Kalinowski indicated that she believes that the VB should make the final decision of the terms not the E&H. 
Ms. Aylward mentioned that educational materials form PLD will be distributed at the concert in the park event July 11, 2015. 
Vice Chair Kalinowski was of the opinion that some residents were not aware of the selection of a new waste hauler for the Village. Mr. Cobb was in agreement.
Vice Chair Kalinowski expressed that she was not comfortable giving input regarding the draft until the VB finalized the terms of the contract with PLD. 
Mr. Cobb stated that he felt that the draft was provided to the E&H with short notice. He mentioned that he emailed Trustee Pais with a question from Wynstone Property Owner’s Association, “POA”, regarding back door pick-up. He indicated that he did not receive a response from Trustee Pais. He stated that he felt the process for giving input on the draft is flawed.

Members discussed who they believe should make the decisions for what will be put in the final contract. 

Ms. Aylward mentioned that the Steve Schweinsberg, PLD, was out of town and Trustee Pais was not available to attend the meeting tonight.

Vice Chair Kalinowski stated that the E&H had previously gave their suggestions for what the Village’s interests were regarding the waste hauling.

Mr. Cobb suggested that the matter be tabled considering that neither Trustee Pais nor Mr. Schweinsberg were present to answer questions. 

Ms. Aylward asked Mr. Cobb what the details of his email were to Trustee Pais regarding the question from Wynstone POA. Mr. Cobb stated that the president of Wynstone POA approached him and asked if he was a member of the E&H. Mr. Cobb indicated that the president of the POA explained that it was important to the POA that a provision be put in the new waste hauling contract stating that if the POA required back door pick-up for it’s residents that it be made mandatory. 
There was discussion regarding the contents of the draft that was emailed. Ms. Aylward explained that the specifics of costs had already been determined by the VB. 

Ms. Aylward stated that she met with Mr. Schweinsberg to review the educational materials to be distributed to residents.

Vice Chair Kalinowski was of the opinion that the E&H was to review the educational materials to be distributed by PLD, have public comment regarding service changes, and recycling options. She stated that she was not aware that the VB would be requesting that the E&H make decisions on the services to be provided. 
Vice Chair Kalinowski indicated that she was unaware that there were going to be educational materials distributed at the concert in the park event. Ms. Aylward noted that the Parks & Recreation committee organized the event.
Mr. Cobb asked when the current waste hauling contract expires. Ms. Aylward stated that the new contract begins September 1, 2015 with the last pick-up date to be August 25, 2015. She stated that the week of the last service day PLD will be delivering new recycling and refuse containers. Ms. Aylward noted the pick-up day will remain the same.
Ms. Aylward suggested that a motion be made to add language to the contract indicating the request of Wynstone POA.
Mr. Cobb expressed his appreciation for all the work that has been done with selection of the new waste hauler.

Mr. Cobb asked to withdraw his suggestion to table the matter of the draft contract.

Motion: Ron Cobb moved to recommend to the Corporate Authorities the addition of language in the new waste hauling contract stating that if Wynstone Property Owner’s Association, a as dues paying POA, would require back door pick-up for it’s residents that it be made enforceable; seconded by Linda Aylward.

Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Vice Chair Kalinowski declared that the motion had passed.
Vice Chair Kalinowski mentioned item 3C on the draft contract. She explained that it stated that the E&H was to coordinate with PLD in scheduling information sessions, flyers, and public events.

Ms. Aylward asked if a newsletter for the Parks and Recreation has gone out including the announcement of a new waste hauler. Elia Torres, Deputy Clerk, indicated that a post card had gone out, but it did not include information regarding the new waste hauler.

Vice Chair Kalinowski suggested a motion to approve the mailing of a flyer by the E&H to announce the new waste hauler.

Motion: Ms. Aylward moved to approve the mailing of a flyer by the E&H announcing the new waste hauler; seconded by Ron Cobb.

Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Vice Chair Kalinowski declared the motion had passed.

Members discussed the procedures for sending out mailers. 

Ms. Torres indicated that the Village administration would send out the postcard once the E&H decided it’s contents. 
Vice Chair Kalinowski inquired about whether the costs of the postcard would be taken from the E&H’s budget. Ms. Torres stated that she would ask Kathy Nelander, Village Administrator. 
Ms. Aylward mentioned that in the draft there is a cost for food scrapes recycling that is included in the total cost for waste hauling. She stated that there is a third container that will be mandatory with the food scraps recycling option. She explained that the food scrapes recycling option will be year round with the third container option. She indicated that these options have yet to be finalized. 

Ms. Aylward explained that residents will receive at no cost the choice of a 45, 65, or 95 gallon container for refuse and all will receive a 95 gallon container for recyclables.  

Members discussed limited and unlimited options for refuse.

Discuss Fall Festival Presentation

Members discussed presentations to be held at the Fall Festival by the E&H.
Vice Chair Kalinowski suggested coming up with ideas for the next meeting.

Ms. Aylward suggested inviting Merleanne Rampale, Solid Waste Agency of Lake County, to set up bins for recycling of shoes, textiles, and other recyclables. Ms. Aylward stated that she would contact Ms. Rampale to discuss possible recycling options.

Ms. Kalinowski suggested having information available regarding the Flint Creek Project. 

Ms. Aylward suggested having information available regarding septic systems.

6.         Discuss E&H Commission Chairman Vacancy

Vice Chair Kalinowski mentioned, Bruce Kramper, the previous Chairman of the E&H. She stated that she wanted to acknowledge Mr. Kramper’s efforts and input as Chairman. 
There was discussion regarding what the procedure was for appointing a new Chairman. 
Mr. Cobb asked if any members have expressed interest. 

It was a general consensus of the E&H to suggest to the VB that Vice Chair, Patty Kalinowski, assume the position of Chairman of the E&H.
