II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
President Pino welcomed the Youth Advisory Council of the Barrington Area Drug Prevention Coalition to the meeting. The Youth Advisory Council was in attendance in order to observe how municipal meetings are conducted.
Jackie Andrew, 610 Signal Hill Road addressed the Board and displayed photographs of Flint Creek in order to discuss the Village’s restoration project. She stated that she recently walked the creek and noticed that some of the residents are not maintaining the restoration work that was completed on their property. Ms. Andrew believes that the Village should provide further education to residents about the importance of maintenance.  Ms. Andrew noted her concern that the creek will go back to its original condition if residents do not continue with the maintenance. 
Ms. Andrew additionally stated that she did not understand the location selected for the proposed restoration project. She noted that the proposed project is 3/10 of a mile down the creek from the prior restoration site.  

Ms. Andrew stated that she would like to see the portion of the creek located north of Eton Park restored. She is of the opinion that if the debris was cleared in the creek, the water would flow properly and Eton Park would not oversaturate. 

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that the Environmental Protection Agency will require maintenance on the restoration sites for up to ten years. Ms. Schumm noted that it would be helpful to clarify the details of stream maintenance with Village residents. 
Ms. Schumm noted that the areas selected for the restoration project were identified as problem areas requiring the most restoration.  It was additionally noted that the proposed project involves approximately seven residences and a few randomly owned parcels.
President Pino stated that it would be beneficial to create a committee to oversee the issue of maintenance.  President Pino asked Ms. Andrew if she’d be willing to head the committee; she agreed. President Pino noted that he would like to be on the committee. He additionally suggested that Ms. Schumm and Trustee Herrmann be on the committee and some others who may be interested. The committee was named the “Flint Creek Property Education Committee”.
President Pino thanked Ms. Andrew for her time.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1230, Abating a Portion of SSA#17 Taxes for the Year 2012
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained the annual levy abatement ordinance for Special Service Area #17. It was noted that the total tax levy was reduced by reason of favorable bids and the low rate of interest on the bonds issued.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC - Flint Creek Restoration Update

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that a Request for Proposal (RFP) was previously prepared to complete a stream and floodplain restoration project within the Village/Flint Creek Watershed. She said she personally spoke with all of the area residents about the project. The RFP was distributed to the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission and sent to various contractors. It was noted that the E&H Commission would interview the contractors at the December E&H Commission meeting in order for the commission to make a recommendation to the Board. 

B.
Tom Gooch, Cuba Township Highway Commissioner – Sign Inventory
Tom Gooch, Cuba Township Highway Commissioner addressed the Board and introduced Thomas Podgorski, Geographic Information System (GIS) Specialist for the Cuba Township Road District. 

Commissioner Gooch explained that the Federal Government previously mandated that local governments create and maintain a sign inventory as well as implement a plan to keep their traffic signs above a minimum level of reflectivity. The Village, Cuba Township, and other Villages previously contributed $5,000 toward the purchase of equipment for the inventory process. Commissioner Gooch stated that the map was completed and that each sign has a bar code for identification.
Commissioner Gooch stated that approximately 250 of the 631 Village street and regulatory signs failed the reflectivity readings and additionally distributed a list of the signs that failed. Commissioner Gooch suggested that the Board consider replacing all of the signs which failed the testing. Commissioner Gooch noted that a complete list of all of the Village signs would be submitted at a later date.

Thomas Podgorski addressed the Board and explained that the Cuba Township Road District created an ArcGIS Online Sign Inventory and that the website information is currently available to Board members and Village staff. It was noted that the Village culvert and drainage system will additionally be added to the website. 

Trustee Boland asked Commissioner Gooch the approximate cost to replace the signs that failed testing. Commissioner Gooch stated that he would create a proposal for the Board. 

President Pino thanked Commissioner Gooch for his presentation.
