Approval of Minutes from the August 4, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission meeting
The Minutes of the August 4, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.
Motion: Linda Aylward moved to approve the Minutes of the August 4, 2015 E&H meeting; seconded by Rob Haas.
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the August 4, 2015 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.         Discuss pesticide neighbor notification regulations
Chairman Kalinowski stated that she created a draft ordinance requiring the posting of a notice when applying pesticide/herbicide in the Village. 
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC explained that there was discussion at the Village Board meeting on August 26, 2015 about placing signage notifying residents of when there will be pesticide/herbicide application. Chairman Kalinowski stated that the concept is to create a signage policy that requires the posting of notice to residents when there is pesticide/herbicide application of large areas with the exception of mosquito abatement and landscaping company applications. 
Ms. Schumm stated that she had no objection to the suggestion of an ordinance requiring the posting of a notice when applying herbicide/pesticide.
Chairman Kalinowski suggested that the E&H review the draft ordinance and come back to the next meeting with any thoughts or ideas.

Ms. Schumm mentioned that the Integrated Lakes Management “ILM” contract renewal will be coming up in the fall. She stated that she, ILM, and the Parks and Recreation Commission are working together on proposed paths in the Village, a proposed footbridge on Oxford Road and an informational sign at Eton Park to be constructed by a local Boy Scout as part of his Eagle Scout project. She mentioned that the sign will have a bulletin board on one side and information about the Flint Creek restoration on the other. She noted that she would be attending the Fall Festival October 4, 2015 with a sample of the information to be placed on the informational sign for Eton Park. 

Ms. Schumm stated that she will attend the next E&H meeting October 6, 2015 to discuss the status of Eton Park North and South restoration. 
Chairman Kalinowski inquired about the progress of the Flint Creek restoration project. Ms. Schumm stated that it would be good to discuss the Flint Creek project at the next meeting as well. 
Ms. Schumm indicated that she would be applying for funding with the Stormwater Management Commission to help with the restoration of South Eton Park. 

There was general discussion regarding restoration in other areas of the Village.

5.
Prairieland Disposal “PLD” transition update
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that after the first PLD waste pick-up there were many residents calling the Village who were not happy with the transition. She explained that some complaints included the size of the containers distributed to households and the cost of back door service. Ms. Kalinowski noted that the cost of back door service offered by PLD was less than the cost proposed by Waste Management. 
Ms. Aylward was of the opinion that the Village staff was not prepared for the high volume of calls from residents. Chairman Kalinowski noted that there was a list of calls from residents provided to her by the Village staff which she returned. She noted that after returning the calls residents seemed satisfied.
Ms. Aylward suggested inviting Steve Schweinsberg, PLD, to give an update regarding the transition of waste haulers. She noted that many garbage and recycling totes were exchanged by PLD at the request of residents for a different size.
Chairman Kalinowski noted that after the first garbage pick-up of September 1, 2015 calls to the Village seem to have decreased. 
Members discussed inviting Mr. Schweinsberg to the Fall Festival Sunday, October 4, 2015 to assist in educating residents on the recycling programs offered by PLD.

Chairman Kalinowski suggested that the E&H inquire about how many households subscribe to the composting program offered by PLD. 
There was discussion regarding having an educational presentation at the Fall Festival informing residents of recycling procedures. 
6.
Discuss plans for E&H information/education at the Fall Festival
Chairman Kalinowski stated that she reached out to various organizations to invite them to the Fall Festival to give information regarding the programs they offer. She noted that she received response from Merleanne Rampale, Solid Waste Agency of Lake County, “SWALCO”, Janet Agnoletti, Barrington Area Council of Governments, “BACOG”, Susan Allman, Village Forester, and Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC. 
Chairman Kalinowski asked Ms. Aylward if she would correspond with Merleanne Rampale and Steve Schweinsberg in regards to what information can be organized about their programs for the Fall Festival.

Ms. Kalinowski indicated that she visited the Environmental Protection Agency website and obtained a brochure about septic systems. It was noted that the E&H would arrange to have the brochures printed and would distribute at the Fall Festival.

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that she corresponded with the Chairman of the Parks and Recreation Commission, “PRC”, Michelle Youkhana and asked if the E&H could utilize an area at the Fall Fest to display information regarding PLD, Eton Park restoration, water testing, septic systems and various environmental materials. Chairman Kalinowski noted that the PRC allowed the E&H to utilize the area under the gazebo at Eton Park for their Fall Fest display.
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that Chairman Youkhana asked if the E&H would like to include information on the post card to go out for the Fall Fest. Chairman Kalinowski noted that she would correspond with Chairman Youkhana and produce information for the postcard.

Ms. Aylward mentioned that she attended a private well water quality testing event presented by BACOG  and would like to reach out to the representative who presented a model of a septic system and invite him to make a presentation at the Fall Festival.
Chairman Kalinowski noted that Ms. Agnoletti would provide the E&H with informational brochures from BACOG to distribute at the Fall Festival.
Members discussed attending the PRC meeting September 14, 2015 to discuss the Fall Fest event.

Ms. Allman, stated that she would attend the Fall Festival with information to regarding Village forestry.

7.
Old Business/New Business
Chairman Kalinowski stated that she created a proposed draft of the Heritage Tree Ordinance. She noted that the draft contained updates regarding the procedures for a Heritage Tree removal permit.
Ms. Allman noted her concern regarding Chairman Kalinowski’s proposed updates to the existing Heritage Tree Ordinance. She was of the opinion that the ordinance did not require any updates. 
There was discussion regarding the proposed draft of the Heritage Tree Ordinance created by Chairman Kalinowski.

Chairman Kalinowski explained that the updates were a suggestion and asked that Ms. Allman and the E&H review the updates to the ordinance and come back to the next E&H meeting with ideas.
Ms. Aylward mentioned contacting Mr. Schweinsberg to invite him to attend the next E&H meeting October 6, 2015 to give an update regarding the waste hauling transition in the Village.
Chairman Kalinowski stated that she would email Mr. Schweinsberg and inform him that Ms. Aylward would be contacting him.
