Consideration of Ordinance # 1254, Health and Sanitation Variation Request submitted 

by Kevin Whitkanack, 249 Kimberly Road 
SEPTIC VARIATIONS REQUIRED: 
VC-4-5A-7E6: 
All septic system components must be 25 feet from the property lines. 
Reduce the setback from the septic treatment area to the property line from 25 to 18 feet. 

VC-4-5A-7E6: 
All septic system components must be 50 feet from surface waters and/or wetlands or other body of water. 
Reduce the setback from the septic treatment area to the surface waters and/or wetlands or other body of water from 50 feet to 30 feet. 
VC-4-5A-7E6: 
All septic system components must be 50 feet from surface waters and/or wetlands or other body of water. 
Reduce the setback from the septic treatment area to the surface waters and/or wetlands or other body of water from 50 feet to 29 feet. 
VC-4-5A-7E6: 
Where the 100-year floodplain elevation has been established, these distances shall be a minimum of twenty five feet (25’) from such 100-year floodplain elevation. 
Reduce the distance from the 100-year floodplain elevation from 25 feet to 18 feet.

Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) addressed the Board. The program includes the placement of electronic equipment in three dedicated monitoring wells on village property at North Barrington, Lake Barrington and Deer Park. Each village needs to execute two agreements allowing access to the well for equipment installation/maintenance and access for water level measurements. It was noted that Kurt O. Thomsen, Environmental Consulting Inc., will be assessing and monitoring the equipment.

President Pino requested that Ms. Agnoletti say a few words about the Chicago Area Metropolitan Agency for Planning (CMAP) which has a grant program called the Local Technical Assistance Program (LTAP). Ms. Agnoletti explained that the LTAP program awards municipalities with staff resources to assist in different areas of planning. She noted that Barrington, South Barrington and Barrington Hills are currently involved in a LTAP grant program which includes a bikeway plan which links bike path/trails to different counties. Ms. Agnoletti stated that LTAP programs do not require a local match.
President Pino requested that Ms. Agnoletti provide the information to Nancy Schumm in order for her to follow up on park and bike path plans. 

Trustee Pais suggested that the Parks & Recreation Commission be involved with the planning. President Pino agreed.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC

It was noted that information was provided to the Board in their packet materials including a Year-End Report and FY 2014/2015 Contract. 

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that her role with the Village has expanded. She noted that she managed a grant last year and was asked to work on additional projects. 
Ms. Schumm explained the work she completed which included:

Trustee Andrew stated that it was in her opinion that the Oxford Road project used stones which were too small for the embankments and that the embankments are now beginning to erode due to current rainfall. 

President Pino stated that Village recently received substantial rain. He visited the site and noted that it looked satisfactory. He noted that a few stones on the north side have moved to the south side.

Ms. Schumm explained that she was not in charge of the Oxford Road project. 

Trustee Pais inquired whether a warranty was provided for the Oxford Road Project. 
Al Stefan, Village Engineer (Ruekert Mielke) addressed the Board. He stated that his firm was not involved with the project however; noted that there should be a retainage on the project to verify that the work was completed. 

Ms. Schumm stated that Baxter & Woodman, Inc. (B&W) performed the work and is currently working on as-built specifications.

Trustee Boland stated that the Village needs to consult with the B&W engineer and retain a portion of their payment. 

Trustee Pais suggested that the entire B&W check be withheld since they are the engineers who designed it. President Pino agreed.
