II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
H.L. Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board, on behalf of his mother Elaine Silets, to discuss their annual Garden Walk Event. The event is scheduled for Saturday, June 29th from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Mr. Silets explained that $50,000 was raised last year which went toward scholarships at Interlochen Center for the Arts. The Village’s support in 2012 provided successful bus transportation for approximately 4,500 to 5,000 attendees. Mr. Silets stated that he expects the same, if not more, attendees this year as they are considering having a food vendor from a widely known restaurant chain that has offered to publicize the event. It was noted that parking is an important aspect of the event. 
Mr. Silets requested that the Village support the Garden Walk Event again this year with regard to public safety and in order to keep residents pleased. He explained that the Village was able to help offset expenditures last year with their contribution toward transportation. It was noted that the Village donated $2,000 in 2012. Mr. Silets requested a timely response as they wish to get postcards/mailings out by the end of March.
It was noted that the Miller Road Project would be a factor with regard to transportation as Miller Road will be partially closed during construction.
President Pino stated that the matter would be considered at the March Board meeting when it would be on the agenda.

President Pino declared the motion approved.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that there was a correction to the 1/23/13 Regular Board Minutes which was distributed to the Board prior to the Board meeting, however; the correction could be handled administratively. 

It was the general consensus of the Board to allow the correction to be made administratively.  

IV. 
PRESENTATIONS
A.
Nick Sauer, Lake County Board Member – Update on news in Lake County

Nick Sauer, newly elected Lake County Board Member, addressed the Board. Mr. Sauer stated that he is the representative for District 17 and wanted to update the Board on the activities of the County. He explained that he’s been appointed to the Finance and Administration Committee and the Public Works and Transportation Committee. 

Mr. Sauer stated that the Miller Road project has been approved and construction for the land bridge will begin in June of 2013. He noted that he is willing to assist the Village with resident communication and alternate transportation routes since Miller Road will be partially closed during construction.
It was noted that Lake County is holding 2013 Strategic Plan Community Forums. The next community forum is scheduled in Wauconda on 3/13/13. Board members were encouraged to attend. 

Mr. Sauer briefly discussed the 2013 Budget in Brief and Lake County’s commitment to fiscal responsibility and transparency. He also discussed the Lake County Passage which is an Intelligent Transportation System designed to provide motorists real time traffic congestion information due to crashes and construction events.

There was brief discussion among the Board about the Illinois Route 53/120 Corridor project and whether the project will move forward.
President Pino stated that Lake County Chairman Aaron Lawler and Mr. Sauer attended the last Barrington Area Council of Governments meeting and that the information they provided was very informative.

President Pino thanked Mr. Sauer for his time.

B.
Guy Trayling, Lake Zurich Assistant Fire Marshall & Joe Schwarz, Wauconda Fire Prevention Bureau Division Chief – Consider the Adoption of the 2012 International Residential Code
Guy Trayling, Assistant Fire Marshal, Lake Zurich Fire Prevention Bureau, addressed the Board and noted that Joe Schwarz, Fire Prevention Bureau Division Chief, Wauconda Fire Department, was unable to attend the Board meeting.
Asst. Fire Marshal Trayling stated that the Village is currently enforcing the 2000 International Code Council (ICC) Codes system which was adopted in 2002 by all of the communities in the first district. Asst. Fire Marshal Trayling, as well as area Fire Marshals, worked out an agreement including amendments to the Codes so that all districts would have the same safety considerations. 

Asst. Fire Marshal Trayling recommended that the Village consider the adoption of the 2012 Edition of the ICC Codes with certain amendments. It was noted that the International Residential Code, the International Fire Code, and the International Building Code (all part of the ICC Codes) require the installation of residential sprinkler systems as residential sprinklers systems are a primary means of protecting life safety in new construction. 
Asst. Fire Marshal Trayling noted that the residential sprinkler systems would:

· be installed in new homes only;
· save lives;
· reduce home insurance rates;
· not slow residential growth.
President Pino inquired about the cost for a sprinkler system in a 3,000 sq. ft. home. Asst. Fire Marshal Trayling stated that the cost would be approximately $15,000. 
It was noted that 93 communities in the Chicago suburban area require fire sprinkler systems as part of their building codes. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that unincorporated areas of Lake County require residential sprinkler systems. Asst. Fire Marshall Trayling confirmed.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Asst. Fire Marshall Trayling about the maintenance of residential sprinkler systems and insurance rates. 
Asst. Fire Marshal Trayling stated that he is retiring (March 2012) from his position after 35 years of service and that Lake Zurich Fire Inspector John Bzdusek is his successor.

President Pino stated that the Village’s Building and Zoning Officer is currently reviewing the 2012 ICC Codes and suggested that the matter be on the agenda for consideration in April or upon the Building and Zoning Officer’s review.
President Pino noted that he is in favor of updating the ICC Codes to include the requirement of residential sprinkler systems in new homes.

RESOLUTIONS/ORIDNANCES/INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENTS

A.
Consideration of Resolution # 2651, a Resolution approving and authorizing the Execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement by and among Cuba Township, the Village of North Barrington, the Village of Lake Barrington, the County of Lake on behalf of the Lake County Board of Health and the Village of Tower Lakes to facilitate the use of the Village of Tower Lakes Village Hall as a site for the distribution of medication and vaccines among other things in the event of a public health emergency
President Pino explained that the Illinois Health Department of Public Health requested that local public health authorities in Illinois prepare for potential public health emergencies, including the distribution of medications and vaccines to the public by providing for the set-up of temporary sites. 

The Villages of North Barrington, Lake Barrington, and Tower Lakes including the County of Lake and Cuba Township, would like to approve an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) to facilitate the use of the Tower Lakes Village as a site for the distribution of medicines and vaccines, among other things, in the event of a public health emergency.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the IGA has not completely been modified for North Barrington; however, explained that it is Tower Lakes issue since they are providing the site for the distribution of medicine and necessary changes will be made to the final version.

President Pino declared the matter tabled.  
President Pino requested that the Village Administration send a letter to the resident asking if they are pursuing the matter. If so, they should attend the March Board meeting otherwise the matter would be taken off of the agenda permanently. 

B.
Consideration of bid to install Emergency Generator Service to Village Hall

It was noted that information regarding the emergency generator was included in the packet materials. 
President Pino explained that the proposed bid provided by Steiner Power Systems for the Kohler Power Systems emergency generator was in the amount of $22,990.00. Labor was not included. There is an issue about where the generator would be positioned at the Village Hall. President Pino stated that he does not want the generator to be visible; however, there is a six inch floating pad available that could be placed between the cell tower and the Village Hall which would allow the generator to be hidden. President Pino stated that the Board could approve the equipment now and approve the labor at a later date.
Village Clerk Kathy Nelander stated that the contractor who provided the bid stated that the cost for the labor/installation is approximately the same amount as the generator ($22,990).

Trustee Johnson asked whether the costs could be approved using the FY 2012-2013 Budget or the FY 2013-2014 Budget. Village Clerk Kathy Nelander stated that funds are available in either budget since the Village Hall parking lot was not paved. President Pino stated that he would prefer using funds from the FY 2012-2013 Budget and approve the equipment first, as the proposed generator was priced based on the needs of the Village Hall. He explained that a Finance Committee meeting is scheduled on 3/2/13 regarding the FY 2013-2014 Budget and that the matter could be discussed at that time.
It was noted that Trustee Kafka arrived at this time.

President Pino stated that the matter requires detailed configuration regarding the selection/size of the generator matching the needs of the Village Hall as well as, the design/location of where the generator should be placed. He strongly encouraged a Board member to take on the task of researching the matter.

President Pino declared the matter tabled.  

C.
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC – Flint Creek Restoration Update

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, stated that she is in the process of obtaining Request for Proposals (RFP) for maintenance of the wooded area of Eton Park. The Environmental and Health Commission would be considering the bids in March and making a recommendation to the Board.
Trustee Kolar asked if the maintenance work on the wooded area of Eton Park would increase flooding. Ms. Schumm stated that the maintenance work should not increase flooding.

Trustee Kafka noted that the Parks & Recreation Commission is considering re-grading Eton Park this summer. Ms. Schumm suggested that the P&R Commission consider an alternative seed/native species mix that looks like grass and; there may also be limitations with regard to wetland areas. 

Ms. Schumm stated that she is working with the Village Engineer on obtaining an estimate for the replacement tiles located between Haverton on the Pond/Route 59 in order to apply for a Stormwater Infrastructure Repair Fund (SIRF) grant. Lake County Stormwater Management (LCSMC) agreed that the project would qualify for SIRF funding and; she is completing the grant application.
Ms. Schumm stated that the Flint Creek restoration maintenance project had started. She stated that all but two of the easement agreements had been signed. 

Trustee Herrmann inquired about the easement agreements for the project. He asked if the 10 ft. line from the grade would be included in the plan. Ms. Schumm confirmed that it would be included in the plan. 

Trustee Herrmann asked if the as-built drawings are based on the work for next spring or in two years. Ms. Schumm stated that the as-builts will be based on any modifications that are done on site. Additionally, the as-builts will be from when the last bit of grading is completed, which should be mid-May.

Trustee Herrmann noted that he is still unclear about why the Village would not fully support the maintenance of the Flint Creek Restoration project for a period of 10 years. Ms. Schumm explained that the Village signed both contracts with LCSMC and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) which reflects that the Village agrees to monitor the sites for a period of 10 years to make sure it is a successful project. 
Trustee Herrmann stated that he was not sure that the residents fully understood maintenance aspect of the easement agreement. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that he attended the two resident meetings with regard to the easement agreements with Trustee Herrmann and Ms. Schumm. He believed that the residents understood that the Village had an obligation to maintain the property for a period of 10 years pursuant to the grant and if the Village significantly failed to do so, the IEPA has a right to ask for the Section 319 grant funds to be returned; the matter was discussed at length with the residents. Attorney Braithwaite added that the easement agreements that the residents were asked to sign reference an obligation of maintenance for the restoration sites although the Village cannot officially commit to the expenditure of funds beyond the current appropriation year.

Trustee Herrmann inquired about what happens if there is a catastrophic event upon the work being completed. Ms. Schumm stated that LCSMC has emergency funds available for contingencies and unexpected events. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the Village would apply directly to LCSMC for emergency funds however; if the resident was not part of the original agreement, they would not receive any of the advantages that the Village would receive. 

Trustee Herrmann noted that the residents were not provided 48 hours’ notice prior to the commencement of the project and he’d like to see a better effort in the future. Ms. Schumm agreed. She noted that there were technical computer difficulties during the onset of the project. 

D. 
Electrical Aggregation, Integrys contract renewal, designate authority to lock in rate
It was noted that the information regarding the electrical aggregation was included in the Board’s packet materials.

Village Clerk Kathy Nelander explained the importance of designating a person to lock in the rates due to the rates changing daily. It was noted that there have been no complaints with Integrys and the Village’s relationship with them has been extremely successful.

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to authorize the designation of the Village Clerk to lock in a rate  

with Integrys for a 24 month period for the Village’s electrical aggregation program; seconded by Trustee Kolar:
Discussion: There was some discussion.

He explained the importance of the PC looking at the unincorporated areas that are specifically vulnerable to commercial development and they should earmark those properties for future annexation to make sure they are consistent with the Village’s Comprehensive Plan. 

Trustee Boland suggested that the PC additionally review the Village’s boundary agreements and provide a list of expiration dates for those agreements.

President Pino noted that Lee Brown of Teska & Associates would be assisting the PC and making recommendations regarding updates to the Comprehensive Plan.

Trustee Boland had nothing to report.

Trustee Gery Herrmann
Trustee Herrmann reported that the Board of Directors of the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County (SWALCO) considered increasing its Operations and Maintenance Fee $0.25 per household in January however; the motion did not pass by one vote. The Board of Directors will be proposing a similar motion in March since they cannot reconsider the same motion.

Trustee Herrmann reported that he attended the Environmental and Health (E&H) Commission meeting on 2/5/13. He stated that the Biltmore County Club (BCC) was denied on appeal permission to remove one Heritage tree. Trustee Herrmann stated it was in his opinion that the Heritage Tree Ordinance should not apply to trees planted by property owners on their own property. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that there are certain legal issues pertaining to the Heritage Tree Ordinance that have been addressed which includes:

· The BCC could ask for reconsideration by the E&H Commission.

· The BCC could ask for a possible review of the Heritage Tree Ordinance to provide that such matters could come on appeal before the Village Board.

· The BCC could appeal to the Village Board should the Heritage Tree Ordinance be amended.

It was noted that Attorney Braithwaite has not heard a response to date from the BCC.
C. 
Trustee Brent Johnson
Trustee Johnson reported that the Finance Committee would be meeting 3/2/13. 

D. 
Trustee Ann Kafka
Trustee Kafka reported that the Parks and Recreation (P&R) Commission has not met since December 2012; however, she wanted to report that she received positive feedback about the ice rink in Eton Park. Trustee Kafka stated that the ice rink could not have been built so quickly and efficiently without the assistance of the P&R Commission members and the Cuba Township Highway Department (Cuba Township). Cuba Township provided crew members to help set up the ice rink and a truck to transport the water. It was noted that Lake Barrington provided the water.

Trustee Kolar reported that he attended the Plan Commission (PC) meeting on 2/4/13. He explained that there are very few members who have a history of the Village on the PC at this time with regard to updating the Comprehensive Plan.
