Approval of Minutes from the April 7, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission meeting
The Minutes of the April 7, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.
Motion: Vice Chair Patty Kalinowski moved to approve the Minutes of the April 7, 2015 E&H meeting; seconded by Linda Aylward 
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 
Chairman Kramper declared the Minutes of the April 7, 2015 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.

4.         Discussion regarding Waste Hauler- Special Committee Meeting
Linda Aylward gave an update regarding the Special Committee, “SC”, meeting April 30, 2015. She noted that Laura Ramirez, Manager of Wynstone Property Owners Association, Janis Menges, and the 3 waste haulers who presented at the previous E&H meeting were in attendance. She indicated that there was discussion comparing the 3 waste haulers. She stated that all 3 waste haulers were considered based on their offerings.

Ms. Aylward noted that the SC voted unanimously to recommend to the Corporate Authorities Prairie Land Disposal, “PLD”, as the new waste hauler for the Village. 

Members discussed the different offerings of each waste hauler. 
Ms. Aylward explained that the proposals that were reviewed were the proposals submitted by the March 23, 2015 Request for Proposal “RFP” deadline. She noted that Josh Molnar, Groot Industries was willing to modify what was initially offered, but because of the RFP deadline being March 23, 2015 the modifications could not be considered. Ms. Aylward indicated that the waste haulers are obligated to meet what was offered in the RFP submitted.

Ms. Aylward explained that the SC preferred PLD for the reason that they are a local company, they offer an organic materials recycling program, and they offer information to be put on the containers delivered to make transitioning smoother. She mentioned that they also offered to send a brochure to residents and will provide information on the PLD website. 
Members discussed the waste haulers lack of awareness of the waste hauling criteria that appealed to the Village.

Chairman Kramper suggested that the process of selecting the waste hauler was flawed. He indicated that in the future the E&H should make a recommendation to the Village Board, “VB”, to improve the process of selecting the Village’s waste hauler.

Ms. Kalinowski was in the opinion that the waste haulers should be allowed 30 days to resubmit new proposals.

Ms. Aylward explained that the SC was set up to make a recommendation to the VB and she was to report the SC findings to the E&H. She mentioned that the recommendation would be presented at the VB meeting May 27, 2015 for approval.
Chairman Kramper noted that he would attend the May 27, 2015 VB meeting to present the recommendation that the process of selecting a waste hauler be improved in the future.

Motion:  Vice Chair Patty Kalinowski moved to recommend to the Corporate Authorities the extension of the current waste hauling contract by 3 months and to allow Groot Industries, Prairie Land Disposal, and Waste Management to resubmit revised proposals in 30 days; seconded by Rob Haas.

Discussion: There was some discussion.

Chairman Kramper declared the motion a tie and therefore was not approved.

Natalie Karney, Village Health Officer- Discuss Proposed Dye Testing for Septic Permit
Natalie Karney, Village Health Officer, addressed the E&H. She stated that the Village staff discussed adding a section to the septic operating permit to include dye testing of septic systems that are adjacent to streams, ponds or lakes. She indicated that she reached 3 options to choose from.

1. Require that residents dye test

2. Leave it up to the inspector to make the decision if dye testing is recommended 
3. Leave the Septic Operating Permit unchanged
There was discussion regarding whether or not adding language to require dye testing for properties abutting bodies of water on the septic operating permit was necessary. Members agreed that the septic inspector should determine whether or not dye testing should be done based on inspection. Ms. Karney indicated that she would report back to the Village staff and inform them that the septic operating permit would stay unchanged. Chairman Kramper suggested that if in the future language is needed for the septic operating permit Ms. Karney can work on the proposed language, and the issue can be brought back to the E&H for consideration.

Old Business/New Business
Chairman Kramper mentioned a postcard from the Barrington area Conservation Trust if members were interested in attending. He noted that the postcard presented an event at McGonigal’s Pub regarding the myths and truths of Chicago Coyotes Thursday, May 14, 2015 from 7:00-9:00 p.m.
