Nicholas Sauer - Barrington Area 4th of July Parade Committee, Request for Sponsorship

President Pino invited Nicolas Sauer, Committeeman for the Barrington Area 4th of July Parade, to address the Board. President Pino explained that the Village previously contributed $500.00 to the Barrington Independence Day Parade in 2010 which sponsored a specific level of participation. It was noted that the specific level of participation for sponsorship that the Village previously sponsored, increased from $500.00 to $750.00. The deadline to participate was noted as May 31st.

President Pino asked the Board if there was any discussion.

Trustee Johnson stated the Village should continue the support at the increased level of sponsorship as the parade is worthwhile contribution and supports the community.
There was brief discussion about the amount previously contributed in 2010 which was $500.00. 

Trustee Boland asked if the funds would come out of the contingency fund. It was noted that the Deputy Village Clerk would check into the matter and report back to the Board.

B. 
Colin Thomson - Proposal for Eagle Scout Project at Eton Park
Colin Thomson, 580 Crooked Lane, addressed the Board to propose his Troop 21 Eagle Scout 
Scout Project in Eton Park. Mr. Thomson explained that he would like to build a boardwalk from the parking lot to the smaller playground where muddy and wet conditions develop following rainfall. 
Mr. Thomson explained that he will be using Veranda recycled plastic decking wood and pressure treated posts. The recycled plastic has a 20 year guarantee and is warranted against staining and fading. The walk is five (5) feet wide and approximately fifty (50) feet long with ramps on both sides near the playground so that wheel chairs and strollers can exit in either direction. The boardwalk will be level with the parking lot and will continue to the playground. It was noted that the boardwalk will be approximately eight (8) inches off the ground however; after side planks are added, the boardwalk will be approximately two (2) inches off the ground. Mr. Thomson noted that the total cost estimate is $2,593.29 and hopes to begin the project in late June. He will be working with 20 other scouts who will be assisting with the project and anticipates that it will take two weekends to complete. 

 Trustee Herrmann asked about the existing fence and the proposed opening as he has concern about vehicles driving on the boardwalk. Mr. Thomson explained that the width of the proposed opening to boardwalk would not exceed five (5) feet; therefore, vehicles would not have access to the boardwalk.
President Pino asked if the decking material expands during the winter months and if yearly maintenance is required.  Mr. Thomson stated that he did not think the decking material expands during cold temperatures but would research President Pino’s questions and get back to the Board.  

It was the general consensus of the Board to waive the building and zoning permit fee.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve the Eagle Troup 21 Project Boardwalk in Eton Park in the amount of not to exceed $2,600, subject to review and approval by Village Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty with all Village permit fees waived; seconded by Trustee Kolar:

C. 
Tower Lakes Police Department; Kathleen Leitner - Outline of Services offered by the Department
Kathleen Leitner, Village of Tower Lakes President, addressed the Board. Ms. Leitner explained that Richard Baggett, Village Trustee, and Sam Sinacore, Village of Tower Lakes Police Chief, and, would be presenting the information with her. 

Ms. Leitner explained that it benefits small communities to share resources and; the Village of Tower Lakes would like to offer their police services to the Village of North Barrington. She stated that she believes that the Village of Tower Lakes can provide more services for less cost and therefore, increase net revenue from fines.
Richard Baggett, Village Trustee, addressed the Board. Mr. Baggett stated that they operate an efficient part time police department and their officers are qualified. He noted that Chief Sinacore runs the department and an excellent training program. Trustee Baggett explained that the Tower Lakes Police Department staff consists of a Chief of Police, two supervisory Officers, patrol officers, and two investigators. 

Sam Sinacore, Village of Tower Lakes Police Chief, addressed the Board. Chief Sinacore stated that Tower Lakes Police Department can provide:

· 24 hour/day coverage 365 days/year
· Trained professional officers 

· Top level resources

· On-going training 
Chief Sinacore briefly described the benefits of having in-car computers and cameras located in the squad cars such as it provides evidence that can be used in for court. He added that other resources are available on an as-needed basis, including special investigators, crime lab, air patrol and regional task forces for major crimes and drug enforcement, as well as supplemental response from the Lake County Sheriff's Department. 
Trustee Boland asked Chief Sinacore how the Village of Tower Lakes Police Department handles their dispatch and lock up service. Chief Sinacore stated that an agreement was recently reached between the Villages Tower Lakes and Wauconda for dispatch services. Chief Sinacore noted that the Village of Wauconda Police Department will assist with lock up service or; offenders can be transported directly to the county. 
Trustee Boland asked how many squad cars and police officers are currently in the police department and if additional cars/officers would be needed if the Village of North Barrington decided to use their services. Chief Sinacore explained that additional cars would not be needed however; five to six officers would need to be hired. It was noted that the Village of Tower Lakes Police Department currently has fourteen (14) officers and one or two officers are on duty at a time. 
Trustee Boland asked if there would be extra expense for the crime lab service. Chief Sinacore replied, “no”.

Trustee Boland asked if the Village of Tower Lakes is currently using an administrative adjudication process. It was noted that the Village of Tower Lakes is using an administrative adjudication process. The Administrative Adjudication Officer is William Fitzpatrick.
President Pino asked how the administrative adjudication process works in conjunction with the traffic violations. Chief Sinacore explained that Illinois state statute limits violations to equipment violations such as headlights, taillights, truck safety stickers, etc. 

There was brief discussion about truck and safety weight enforcement. Chief Sinacore stated they run weight limit violations through the State. 
Chief Sinacore stated that the Village of Tower Lakes brought in approximately $35,000 with the administration adjudication process and $28,000 through the State. He explained that the administrative adjudication process can be used for ordinance violations including building and zoning violations.
Chief Sinacore stated that Tower Lakes does not use red light cameras.
It was noted that Trustee Boland would receive copies of the monthly police reports. 
Trustee Johnson asked if there are backup provisions in the event that one or both of the Tower Lakes police officers are occupied. Chief Sinacore stated that they would typically call officers in from Wauconda or Island Lake. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked if Tower Lake would always have two officers on duty in the event North Barrington was added to their police services. Chief Sinacore stated that there would not always be two officers on duty however; back up is available 24 hours, 7 days a week. 

It was noted that the Tower Lakes Police Department is a member of the Illinois Law Enforcement Alarm System. (ILEAS); the Foundation was formed to support local law enforcement in Illinois outside of the standard government grant process. 

President Pino asked about vacation house watch. Chief Sinacore stated that when a resident goes on vacation, they call the dispatch office to put their house on vacation house watch. The dispatcher enters it into the Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) System and a CAD number is assigned. When the officer performs a house watch, the officer will call up the CAD generated number and complete a walk around at the house and close the call on the CAD. It was noted that the police department can check how many times a day the house has been checked and when a key holder was called. 

Trustee Kafka asked if there is an extra charge for a house watch. Chief Sinacore replied, “no” He added however; that Tower Lakes Police Department is in the process of adding 24 hour/day coverage.
There was a question from a Board member about fuel for the squad cars; if fuel would be added to the contract. Chief Sinacore stated that for the first three (3) years of the contract, there would be no additional cost for fuel.

Trustee Kafka asked if the Tower Lakes Police Department would patrol the Wynstone subdivision. Chief Sinacore explained that the Lake County Sheriff does not “patrol” Wynstone however; does “make rounds” in Wynstone. The Tower Lakes Police Department would do the same.

Trustee Johnson asked if Tower Lakes is looking to add other municipalities to their police department. Chief Sinacore added that they are looking into municipalities of similar size.

Trustee Kafka asked how the additional cost of a squad car would be financed in the event an extra squad car needed to be added to the police force. Ms. Leitner explained that an accrual would be added into the budget.

Ms. Leitner concluded by stating that the Tower Lakes police department provides quality interaction with the community which resembles a “home-town” police department.  She reiterated that the Village of Tower Lakes can provide more services for less cost and therefore, increase revenue.

President Pino thanked the Tower Lakes representatives for their presentation.

VII. 
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A. 

Nancy Shumm Consulting, LLC – Emerald Ash Borer and the surrounding 

communities.

President Pino explained that the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) has been identified by Illinois Department of Agriculture on Clover Hill Lane. He noted that the EAB has additionally been identified in neighboring communities. President Pino stated that he met with Village Forester Susan Allman and Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC in May to discuss a recommended course of action and management plan. President Pino instructed Ms. Schumm to submit a recommended course of action and a comparison of actions within the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) communities and a few others. President Pino additionally requested that Ms. Allman obtain three estimates by certified arborists for costs associated with conducting a survey of all trees located in Village right of ways.
A recommended course of action and comparison of actions was submitted by Ms. Schumm and provided in the Board’s packet materials.

President Pino stated that the Village Forester, Susan Allman, is additionally taking an inventory on the number of ash trees within Village right of ways.

Trustee Kolar noted that determining the actual right of way could be a difficult process. He asked if the Village could use the Village’s tree replacement program if the Village removes diseased ash trees. 

President Pino stated that a new ordinance may need to be established relating to diseased ash trees. He additionally noted that a budget may need to be determined.

It was noted that Cuba Township Highway Department currently removes all trees that are deemed an emergency or safety hazard at no charge, however; incurs charges when the Village requests the removal of a tree.
There was discussion among the Board about the removal of trees and the re-planting of new trees in addition to, an herbicide treatment plan. 
It was noted that grants are available although; a certified arborist is required in order to receive grant funding.

Trustee Johnson asked if the Village should be researching private property matters regarding diseased trees. 

It was the general consensus of the Board that the matter be reviewed by the Environmental and Health Commission. It was noted that the Village Forester would be presenting the information at the next Environmental and Health Commission meeting.

B. 
Consideration of Ordinance #_____, Authorizing the Execution of Franchise Agreement with Comcast of Illinois IX, LLC
The proposed Ordinance approving the Comcast Franchise Agreement was submitted to the Board in their packet materials. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the proposed Ordinance is for a period of five (5) years and that the Village receives five per cent (5%) of the Comcast gross revenue. Arnstein & Lehr LLC recommended approval of the Ordinance and Agreement.
Trustee Johnson inquired whether residents would receive Notice from Comcast about the placement of potential utility boxes. He explained that AT&T did not notify Grassmere Farms Subdivision upon the installation of their utility boxes and subsequently moved the location once the subdivision questioned the location. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that most of the issues regarding utility box installations were with AT&T U-Verse. Attorney Braithwaite noted additional language was added to the Comcast Franchise Agreement regarding “underground” facilities in order to strengthen the agreement. 
Trustee Herrmann stated that his experience with Comcast was terrible. Comcast was to place cables in Village right of ways, however; his experience was much different; a cable was maneuvered up a tree and across Kimberly Road. His neighbor was also upset when cables ran through the yard disturbing the dog fence. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested postponing the matter until June in order to have a Comcast representative answer Board questions.
President Pino stated that some municipalities are using telephone poles now. JWB noted that the company using telephone poles as an alternative to running cables is AT&T U-Verse, however; Comcast would not be using telephone poles.

Motion: Trustee Johnson moved that the Board table the matter of the proposed Comcast Franchise Agreement until the June Board meeting; seconded by Trustee Kolar.

Attorney Braithwaite had the Ordinance revised to prohibit Nicor Gas Company from constructing future pipe lines within Municipal Parks, although; existing pipelines may be continued. Attorney Braithwaite explained that he is awaiting a response from Nicor suggested tabling the matter until June Board meeting.

Recommendation to Award Contract – 2011 Road Maintenance Program
President Pino explained that Gewalt Hamilton Associates, Inc. (Gewalt) submitted a recommendation letter dated 5/20/2011 to Cuba Township Highway Commissioner Thomas 

Gooch III for the 2011 Road Maintenance Programs that includes work in the Villages of Tower Lakes, North Barrington, and Lake Barrington. A total of five bids were received. Arrow Road Construction Company was the low bidder at $1,040,160.76, while Peter Banker & Son Company was the high bidder at $1,191,868.55. Based on the bids received, Gewalt recommended that Cuba Township Road District enter into a contract with Arrow Road Construction Company in the amount of $1,040,160.76 however; there was a minor discrepancy between the “as-read” bid and the Bid Tabulation for Arrow Road Construction Company’s bid. The discrepancy of $270.30 results in a bid of $1,039,890.46. The participation amount owed by Village of North Barrington is $399,321.65.

President Pino noted that the Village will be resurfacing Signal Hill Road and replacing a culvert on Signal Hill Road. A pre-construction meeting determined that the initiation date for the culvert project is 5/23; project work will commence 6/1 and be completed within sixty (60) days allowing time for the resurfacing of Signal Hill Road.

Trustee Johnson noted that the Village may want to check the status of the new single family house construction located on Century Oaks Drive prior to the resurfacing of Century Oaks Drive.
Motion: Trustee Kolar moved that the Board approve the bid in the amount of $399,321.65, which is approximately 38.4% of $1,039,890.46, for the Village’s participation toward the 2011 Road Maintenance Program; seconded by Trustee Boland:
