VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
 
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board inquired about utility marking in the Biltmore subdivision. 
President Pino stated that Trustee Sauer would address the Village’s 2016 Road Program during Trustee Reports.

Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chairman to discuss a modification to the proposed coal tar ordinance as indicated on the evening’s agenda under section VIII. B.1. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite recommended that the language be revised under 

Section 4-8-2 of the proposed coal tar ordinance to include that “The Health Officer may request the Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS)…and may elect to file with the Village Clerk a request that all applicants file the material safety data as part of their certification.”
Ms. Kalinowski agreed to the revision.
Linda Aylward, 226 Beachview Lane, addressed the Board as the E&H Commission Vice Chair and noted that she agreed to the revision as well.

Ms. Kalinowski additionally provided a brief report of the E&H Commission meeting held 6/7/16. She explained that the E&H Commission approved the removal of the dead cattails at Eton Park south by ENCAP, Inc. at a cost of $3,500 and noted that the matter was on the evening’s agenda under section VIII. B.2. Ms. Kalinowski mentioned that the E&H did not have funds available in their budget to pay for the removal of the cattails.
Trustee Andrew stated that she was under the impression that the E&H approved plant plugging in addition to the removal of cattails.  

Ms. Kalinowski indicated that plant plugging was discussed however; the E&H Commission only approved the removal of the cattails. 
It was noted that the E&H Commission also approved “Conservation Area” signs to be posted in Eton Park north and south. 
Trustee Andrew noted that the herbicide flags posted in Eton Park south were not adequate as they looked like utility flags. She also suggested that funds for the removal of the cattails be taken from the Flint Creek Restoration budget.
Ms. Kalinowski stated that she contacted ENCAP, Inc. to inform them that the flags were too small and requested improved signage for the next herbicide.
Kim Ritschel, 284 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Parks & Recreation (Parks) Commission Vice Chair. Ms. Ritschel stated that the Parks Commission is working on a formal plan for the Village Parks. She would like the plan to be completed by August 2016.

Ms. Ritschel indicated that the Parks Commission is looking at ways to incorporate more resident involvement and noted that the Parks Commission would like to utilize the funds in the Park Impact Fee Account before they expire.

PRESENTATION

A.
George Balis, Clarke Mosquito – overview of Village’s Mosquito Abatement Program

George Balis, Clarke Mosquito, 675 Sidwell Court, St. Charles, addressed the Board to provide a brief overview of the current Mosquito Abatement Program.

Mr. Balis stated that the program is based on surveillance and noted that there is a trap located at Biltmore Country Club which collects mosquitos 3 times per week throughout the summer. Subsequently, adult mosquito control recommendations are made to the Village President and staff based on trap numbers. There is an additional trap in Cuba Township which monitors disease carrying mosquitos including West Nile virus.

Mr. Balis noted that there are 2 additional inspections of approximately 100 sites within the Village such as water sites. The additional inspections work in coordination with the Cuba Township Program which has 6 inspections.

Mr. Balis indicated that the mosquito season is approximately 18-20 weeks long. It was noted that there has not been an application within the Village to date due to low trap numbers.

Mr. Balis noted that residents may request that Clarke spray down their driveway and choose to be notified in advance of an application via an automated call system.

President Pino inquired about the notification lists. 

Mr. Balis indicated that there are 3 residents on the “shut off list” which is a policy that the Board previously established. He noted that there are approximately 40 residents who are notified in advance of an application.

It was noted that the Zika virus is not a high risk category for the State of Illinois. 

There were additional questions from the Board which were addressed by Mr. Balis.

Don Husted, 422 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board and asked if Mr. Balis could be more specific about the evening hours used to conduct applications.

Mr. Balis noted that applications are made during the evening hours due to environmental conditions. Typically the hours of operation are from 8:30 p.m. to sunrise.

President Pino thanked Mr. Balis for his presentation.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1283, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Old Barrington Road, LLC, 1600 E. Main Street, Suite B, St. Charles, IL 60174 to construct an eight (8) stall horse barn for the property located at: 25943 W. Scott Road, North Barrington, IL 60010
ZR-10-2-1(C):   
Accessory Structures:  Barns shall not exceed seven hundred fifty (750) square feet in size.





The proposed barn measures 36 ft. x 48 ft. or 1,728 square feet.

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman to discuss the recommendation of the ZBA. Chairman Cifonelli stated that the petitioner submitted an application to construct an 8 stall horse barn on the 5.3 acre property located at 25943 W. Scott Road. Mr. Cifonelli explained that applicant’s hardship is that the equestrian center is currently full and noted that the proposed barn would allow some of the retired horses to be moved from the equestrian center to the proposed barn to accommodate the overflow. 
Mr. Cifonelli noted that the proposed barn is fireproof and a Morton Buildings, Inc. product and would be located approximately 200 ft. from the edge of the pavement of Scott Road.

It was noted that the ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

Trustee Sauer asked how many horses were allowed (per acre) on the property. Mr. Cifonelli noted that her question would be addressed during section VI. B. of the agenda as the issue was not before the ZBA.

President Pino declared the Ordinance adopted.
B. 
Request by Old Barrington Road LLC for an amendment to the Equestrian Center Site Plan to include Parcel C, as provided for by the applicable Annexation Agreement. This request is made because Parcel C is currently designated as a single family lot which would allow for five (5) horse stalls rather than the eight (8) requested

There was brief discussion among the Board, Village Attorney and Mr. Cifonelli regarding the Old Barrington Farm Subdivision annexation agreement.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the Old Barrington Farm Subdivision annexation agreement allows the owner to request a change in the classification of a particular lot in order to be part of the equestrian center and have equestrian uses rather than be a residential lot. It was noted that the request was not a zoning issue.

Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the owner filed a written request for an amendment to the Equestrian Center Site Plan to include Lot C. Subsequently, a question developed as to whether a public hearing was necessary. However; it was determined that a public hearing was not legally necessary although the Board could require a public hearing. 
There was discussion among the Board and the Village Attorney about the annexation agreement and premier equestrian estate district zoning regulations.
Bill Lackovic, Old Barrington Road, LLC Construction Manager, addressed the Board and explained that it was his understanding that the equestrian center may have 1.5 horses per acre

for the entire premier equestrian estate district which is 82.50 acres. He added that there is also a provision (for Lot C) within the annexation agreement that allows the owner to request a change in the classification of a particular lot in order to be part of the equestrian center. It was noted that the applicant filed an amendment to the site plan to include Lot C in order to have an 8 stall barn instead of a 5 stall barn.
Trustee Pais noted his concern about the owner adding future structures to Lot C.

Trustee Weiner noted his concern about notification to residents regarding the request for a change in the classification of Lot C.  

Trustee Sauer indicated that there were no objections by any residents regarding the proposed zoning variation however; noted her concern about future owners adding more structures to the parcel.
Trustee Pais stated that he attended the ZBA meeting on 6/14/16 and noted that no one objected to the proposed barn. Additionally, residents stated that they were pleased with the appearance and maintenance of the property.
Village Attorney Braithwaite asked if the applicant would be willing to add a provision to the variation ordinance that would limit the number of stalls for the proposed barn to 8 stalls. It was noted that the applicant also has the option of holding a public hearing for notification purposes. 
It was noted that Mr. Lackovic requested a break from the meeting in order to contact David McArdle (owner) to discuss the options. 

Upon Mr. Lackovic’s return, he explained that David McArdle approved the restriction of one accessory building (the 8 stall barn) as long as the existing single family resident component would not be affected. 

Motion: Trustee Weiner moved to accept the request of Old Barrington Road, LLC to designate Parcel C for equestrian uses rather than only residential; with the existing home to remain and limiting the number of stalls for the proposed barn to 8 stalls with a covenant to run with the land, agreed to by the property owner, and recorded with the Lake County Recorder; seconded by Trustee Pais.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1284, Zoning Variation Request submitted by David & Caryn Blanke to construct a 328 sq. ft. screen porch addition for the property located at 476 Brookside Road, North Barrington, IL 60010
ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):     A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 476 Brookside Road (Lots 6, 7, 8 and 9 in Block 20 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 Square Feet Residential) District by reason of lot area.  The subject property has an area of approximately 29,949 square feet rather than the 40,000 square feet minimum required for properties in the R-3 District.  
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman to discuss the recommendation of the ZBA. Mr. Cifonelli stated that the petitioner submitted an application to construct a 328 sq. ft. screen porch addition. Mr. Cifonelli explained that the request was non-controversial and noted the applicant’s hardship is the mosquitoes in the heavily wooded property. The applicant would like to enjoy the outdoors without the nuisance of mosquitoes.

It was noted that the ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

Consideration of Ordinance #1285, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Paul Danielson and Sariah Quimby for an after-the-fact building permit for the construction of a wood deck of approximately 336 sq. ft. for the property located at: 585 Signal Hill Road, North Barrington, IL 60010
ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):     A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 585 Signal Hill Road (Lots 1 and 2 in Block 1 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 3) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 Square Feet Residential) District by reason of lot area and lot width. Properties in the R-3 District shall have an area of at least 40,000 square feet, a lot width of at least 115 feet at the front lot line and an average width of at least 130 ft.  The subject property has an area of approximately 14,350 square feet, a lot width of approximately 81 feet at the front lot line and an average width of approximately 108 feet.  
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman to discuss the recommendation of the ZBA. Mr. Cifonelli stated that the petitioner submitted an application for an after-the-fact permit for the construction of a wood deck of approximately 336 sq. ft. Mr. Cifonelli explained that the request was non-controversial and includes a moderate expansion.
It was noted that the ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

Trustee Andrew requested that the applicant’s contractor park its vehicles on Seminole Drive instead of Signal Hill Road as there is a stop sign on Signal Hill Road. She explained that vehicles parked on Signal Hill Drive make it difficult to see oncoming traffic. It was noted that the applicant would comply.

Ms.  Schumm stated that she obtained two boundary survey proposals for Eton Park in order to assist the Village with determining and understating the boundaries of the park. She explained that the Village has acquired many parcels over the years and noted that it would be beneficial to the Village to know the parks boundaries. 

Trustee Pais noted his concern for the cost of the survey and questioned its relevance. 
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander addressed the Board and explained that the funds to cover the cost of the survey would be taken from Parks Impact Fee Account which expire, if unused. 
There was discussion among the Board and Ms. Schumm as to whether a boundary survey was necessary. Ms. Schumm noted that a boundary survey would assist the Village with grant writing. Additionally, she noted that the Parks Commission is working on a formal plan for the Village parks and noted that the survey may prove beneficial.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1287, an Ordinance to exclude the use of Coal Tar based sealants and other high polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbon sealants on all properties within the Village of North Barrington

(Ordinance prepared by the Barrington Area Council of Governments and significantly revised by the Environmental and Health Commission and submitted to the Board for Approval after detailed review by the Village Attorney in consultation with the Chair of E&H Commission)
