2.
Approval of Minutes from the July 7, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission meeting
The Minutes of the July 7, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.
Motion: Vance Antoniou moved to approve the Minutes of the July 7, 2015 E&H meeting; seconded by Linda Aylward.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the July 7, 2015 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.

4.         Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments,    

“BACOG”- Discuss coal tar product and review draft ordinance banning use of coal tar sealants
Janet Agnoletti addressed the E&H to discuss coal tar sealants. Ms. Agnoletti explained that the executive board of BACOG is considering the issue of coal tar sealants. She noted that Village President, Albert Pino, learned about the issue of coal tar and decided to bring it before the Village Board “VB” to consider. She stated that coal tar is an industrial waste and that it is a product of steel manufacturing. She mentioned that in 1992, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency “EPA” ruled that coal tar would not be classified as a hazardous waste, even though it is a carcinogen, because it can be recycled for uses including coating asphalt. She indicated that this meant that steel mills would not have to pay to dispose of coal tar. She explained that the industry would have the option to pay for the disposal of the coal tar by incinerating it, putting it in landfills, or selling the coal tar as an asphalt coal tar sealant. 
Ms. Agnoletti stated that coal tar contains high levels of a class of chemical compounds known as polycyclic aromatic hydro carbons “PAH”. She stated that some government agencies have recognized coal tar as a carcinogen such as the EPA, the National Institutes of Health, and the Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry, among others. She noted that coal tar products have been used on asphalt driveways, playgrounds and parking lots as a sealcoat to produce a glossy black surface. She stated that in time sunlight and vehicle traffic wear down the sealcoats which can cause them to flake off. She indicated that the flakes can then be washed away by rain contaminating storm water, ponds, streams, and lakes with the PAH. She explained that the flakes can also be blown away by the wind contaminating neighborhood soils and homes because pets and people can track the flakes into their homes. Ms. Agnoletti indicated that the U.S. Geological Survey “USGS” discovered that PAHs are increasing significantly. She stated that recently USGS scientists determined that coal tar sealants contributed significantly to the PAH level increase in the environment. Ms. Agnoletti stated that the PAHs from coal tar based sealants are significantly more toxic than in asphalt based sealants. She mentioned that USGS researchers did a study in Lake in the Hills of driveway dust and found high levels of one of the most toxic PAHs. She stated that the amount was 5,300 times greater than triggering an EPA superfund cleanup. She stated that studies have shown that PAHs are harmful to aquatic life and with prolonged exposure, pose a risk of cancer in humans. She mentioned that in 2006 Austin, Texas banned coal tar sealants. There were sediment samples then taken in 2012 and 2014 which showed a 58% decrease in PAH concentrations in one of the area lakes. She indicated that coal tar sealants typically contain 1,000 or more times more PAHs than asphalt based sealants. Ms. Agnoletti explained that there are alternatives such as using asphalt based sealants, which have a similar cost and durability. 
Ms. Agnoletti stated that several larger retailers have stopped carrying coal tar sealants on their shelves including Home Depot, Menards, and Lowes however; other retailers continue to sell the product as contractors continue to use coal tar products.
Ms. Agnoletti explained that some counties and municipalities are adopting bans on coal tar products including the Villages of South Barrington, Winnetka, Lake in the Hills, and Spring Grove. She discussed the importance of public education and noted that BACOG initiated a public education campaign. She explained that homeowners should understand the risks of using coal tar based sealants

and understand the need for getting coal tar out of the environment to protect public health and provide a cleaner environment.
Members thanked Ms. Agnoletti for her presentation.

There was discussion regarding revising the language in the draft ordinance banning use of coal tar sealants to include a definition for person as mentioned in section 6-6-2 of the draft ordinance.
Members were in agreement that the draft ordinance be revised to state that homeowners who are not applicators receive a warning for first offense and that there be a penalty for homeowners who are applicators and commercial applicators.
Members discussed ideas of ways to educate residents on the risks of using coal tar based products.

Motion: Linda Aylward moved to recommended to the Corporate Authorities the draft ordinance banning the use of coal tar sealants with the addition of language defining a penalty for commercial applicators and homeowners who are applicators and a warning for homeowners who are not applicators. Also including in the draft that any commercial applicator working in the Village be required to register with the Village prior to work being done; seconded by: Vance Antoniou
Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the motion had passed.

5.
Steve Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal Services, “PLD”- Discuss waste hauler service information
Steve Schweinsberg addressed the E&H to discuss the information to be distributed to residents

regarding new waste hauler service procedures. He indicated that a welcome letter and survey     

would me mailed out to residents. He explained that Wynstone would be offered unlimited and limited

service with 95 gallon totes for both garbage and recycling.
Vance Antoniou stated his concern with the large size of the totes required for residents of
Wynstone. He mentioned that some residences in Wynstone have a more limited storage space in their  

garages. 
Chairman Kalinowksi suggested that Mr. Antoniou, being a resident of Wynstone, address his concern

to Linda Ramirez, Manager of Wynstone Property Owners Association “POA”.

Chairman Kalinowski explained that the Wynstone POA wished to have a more uniform look to the

Wynstone area.
Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that he brought in 45, 65, and 95 gallon totes to the Village to be viewed.
Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that totes are scheduled to be delivered to residents from August 17-24th.

He noted that residents will be sent a survey by the end of the week highlighting the available service

options and tote sizes to choose from. 

It was noted that residents who do not supply their requests on the survey to PLD before the date of 
Delivery of totes will receive two 95 gallon totes for garbage and recycling as a default.

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that a 32 gallon compost bin is also an being offered to residents who 
choose to subscribe to the composting program. He indicated that an informational brochure regarding 
the waste and recycling programs offered will be attached to the totes being delivered to residents. He 
stated that the brochure would also contain directions to PLD’s website.
Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that Walter Willis, Director of the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County

stated that the Village of North Barrington will be the first Village in the state of Illinois to offer food

scrap recycling year round.

Mr. Schweinsberg noted that PLD will be present at the concert in the park event August 15th held at

Eton Park. He noted that residents will be able to sign up for service at the event.
Mr. Schweinsberg stated that PLD will offer prorated rates for the landscape waste program to 

residents who were subscribed to the program with Waste Management.

Ms. Kalinowski explained that the idea of suppling a larger recycling tote to all residents and offering food scrap recycling is to encourage recycling in the Village and ultimately reduce the amount of waste that goes to landfills. Mr. Schweinsberg noted that residents who subscribe to food scrap recycling will be given, free of charge, a bag of Organimix from Midwest Organics Recycling.

It was noted that plastic bags are not allowed in with food scrap recycling.
Carolyn Minehart, 462 Pinewoods Drive expressed her concern with the amount of waste allowed to de disposed of and the cost of the new waste hauling service. Some residents who attended also expressed their concern with the assigned 95 gallon totes assigned for recycling. Residents indicated that the totes would be too large and inconvenient for smaller families.


Mr. Schweinsberg stated that offering a choice of smaller sized totes would be an option PLD would be willing to offer, although he would have to await approval from the VB and Laura Ramirez.

Andy Klink, Midwest Organics Recycling, “MOR” addressed the E&H to discuss food scrap recycling.

Ms. Kalinowski noted that if residents choose to subscribe to food scrap recycling and landscape waste programs the organics will go to MOR for composting.

Mr. Klink presented a Flowchart depicting the process of composting done at MOR. Mr. Klink explained that the organic materials that are sent to MOR for recycling are processed into compost and then packaged to be sold for use such as a soil amendment, lawn dressing, potting soil component or mulching.

Mr. Klink noted that the compost, “Organimix”, produced at MOR is used by the Chicago Botanic Gardens. 
Chairman Kalinowski invited Mr. Klink to present at the concert in the park event August 15th. Mr. Klink accepted the invitation.

Mr. Schweinsberg noted that the last day of Waste Management pickup will be August 25th. He explained that all Waste Management containers will need to be put out for pick up the 25th of August.

6.
Discuss the process for Ash Tree removal in the Right of Way, “ROW”
Chairman Kalinowski indicated that a resident attended the VB meeting on July 22, 2015 with a complaint regarding dead Ash trees in the ROW. Chairman Kalinowski noted that her complaint was addressed. Chairman Kalinowski explained that all Ash Tree removal will be done in the fall and winter at one time. Susan Allman, Village Forester addressed the E&H and noted that there will not be personal requests for the removal of Ash trees. She mentioned that the Village was still dealing with trees that were affected by Emerald Ash Borer, “EAB”. She noted that every year she supplies the E&H with a year-end report of how many and what type of trees are removed annually in the Village. She noted that for the 2014 year-end report there were 283 trees removed and out of the 283 trees removed 230 were Ash Trees. She explained that it is more efficient to remove trees one at a time vs. a piece meal approach. She noted that this year 89 trees have been removed in the ROW of which 70 were Ash trees. She stated that the trees were removed in the winter and she will continue removal in the fall. She noted that residents can remove trees in the ROW at their own expense if desired. Ms. Allman explained that not all ROW’S are consistent throughout the Village. She noted that she has seen an increase in Dutch Elm disease in the Village. 
Mr. Klink stated that MOR can recycle the trees removed by the Village for a fee. Ms. Allman stated that she would stay in contact with MOR to discuss options regarding the disposal of the trees. She noted that one of the biggest costs of removing trees in the Village involves the disposal of trees.
Chairman Kalinowski inquired about the ability to recycle trees with Dutch Elm disease. Mr. Klink indicated that the heating process used for composting at MOR kills Dutch Elm disease and EAB. 

 Chairman Kalinowski asked Ms. Allman if she is seeing Oak Wilt in the Village. Ms. Allman confirmed that she is. She noted that she is also removing Buckthorn in the ROW. She noted that winter is a more effective time to do tree removal because there is less to dispose of when there are not leaves on the trees, therefore, less cost. 
Ms. Aylward asked Ms. Allman if she utilizes a tree removal service when there are large storms in the Village. Ms. Allman noted that the Village utilizes Cuba Township for removal of trees that fall into the road due to an emergency or storm. She indicated that for regular tree removal not involving an emergency she contracts out. She stated that Cuba Township also assists her with doing ROW trimming. She indicated that she would like PLD to inform her of any issues with ROW trees interfering with their trucks. She mentioned that she also contacts the school district to ask that they advise her of any interference of trees with school buses while driving in areas of the Village. 
7.
Discuss herbicide/insecticide application by contractors-notification to area residents
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the topic of herbicide application was discussed at the VB meeting July 22nd. She indicated that a resident stated that she was not notified by Integrated Lakes Management that there would be an application of herbicide in an area across the street from Eton Park.

Members discussed ideas of a notice that should be required to be posted by contractors prior to the application of any herbicides/insecticides.

Motion: Vance Antoniou moved to recommend to the Corporate Authorities that a posted notice for the application of herbicide/insecticide be required indicating the date of application on properties to be sprayed prior to application and be left posted 24 hours after application; seconded by: Linda Aylward.
Discussion:  There was some discussion.
