Chairman Herrmann noted that the PC would be discussing the text amendment to the Village 
sign ordinance. Attorney Braithwaite commented that the issue regarding the Village sign ordinance 
limiting residentially zoned property used for Parks purposes and owned by the Village has been 
discussed in the past. Attorney Braithwaite mentioned that Boy Scout, Wyatt Lindquist, is in the

process of constructing an informational kiosk at north Eton Park as part of his Eagle Scout

requirement. He indicated that the Village Board discussed the matter at a previous Board meeting and 

was in favor of Wyatt Lindquist’s proposed Eagle Scout project, but the issue with zoning regulations 

was discussed. Attorney Braithwaite explained that he suggested that an amendment be made to the 
Village sign ordinance to indicate that the regulations of the sign ordinance shall not apply to property 

zoned in a residential zoning district, which is owned by the Village and used for park purposes. He 

stated that any structures that are built on Village owned property used for parks purposes would not 

be an issue considering the Village Board renders the final decision. 
Chairman Herrmann was of the belief that the Village would not approve any structure in the parks

that would be offensive or detrimental to residents. He explained that the Kiosk would be a permanent 

structure located at north Eton Park. He stated that the sign would be for informational purposes such 

as, information regarding the wetlands, events in the Village, and projects taking place in the Village. 

Chairman Herrmann indicated that it would be a wooden structure with a plexiglass viewing area.
Motion: John Schnure moved to recommend for approval to the Village Board that the regulations of Title 10 of the Village Code shall not apply to property zoned in a residential zoning district, which is owned by the Village of North Barrington and used for park purposes; seconded by Gregory Rogus.

Chairman Herrmann declared the motion approved and that the recommendation be sent to the Village Board for approval.
6.
Discussion of proposed Affordable Housing Plan
Chairman Herrmann explained that in order to comply with Illinois State law regarding affordable 

housing and in adopting the 2015 Comprehensive Plan, “CP”, the Village elected the goal that fifteen 
percent of all new residential development consist of affordable housing units. He stated that in the 
draft of the CP the Village specified the areas for potential affordable housing. 
There was discussion in regards to Illinois Housing Development Authority’s requirements concerning affordable housing. 
Mr. Cifonelli commented on enforcement issues in regards to the Illinois Housing and Appeals Act.
Members had lengthy discussion regarding the draft Affordable Housing Plan provided by Attorney 
Braithwaite however, took no action.
7.
Discussion of possible Zoning Ordinance Amendment prohibiting rental of homes (often for weekend parties} for short terms (such as 1, 2 or 3 months).
Members discussed the proposed Zoning Ordinance amendment prohibiting the rental of homes for 

short term periods. 

Mr. Cifonelli mentioned a shooting incident that occurred in Barrington as a consequence of a party 

held at a residence in Lake Barrington rented through an online rental service, which allows for short 
term rentals.   

It was noted that the Village of Lake Barrington has since approved an ordinance prohibiting the
short term rentals of homes in the Village of Lake Barrington. 
The PC asked that Attorney Braithwaite draft language for the proposed Zoning Ordinance 
amendment and provide it for review at the next PC meeting July 11, 2016. Attorney Braithwaite 

agreed to draft language for the next PC meeting. 
8. 
Old Business/New Business

Chairman Herrmann mentioned the Silets Final Consent Decree and expressed that the agreement appears to be suitable.
Chairman Herrmann stated that the Village has a new website and encouraged members to visit the sight and sign up for Village email notifications. 

Chairman Herrmann noted that David Grzeslo is relocating to Chicago and has since resigned from the PC. He took a moment to thank Mr. Grzeslo for his involvement with the CP and the PC. He asked that members seek residents that are possibly interested in volunteering to fill the vacancies on the PC.
