Recess for site inspections and resumption of meeting at 112 Old Barrington Road. Members of the Board will conduct site inspections at numerous properties located in the Biltmore area. Following these inspections, the meeting will recess and then resume at the North Barrington Village Hall, 111 Old Barrington Road. 
Motion: Trustee Herrmann moved to recess the meeting for the site inspections located throughout the Village to be reconvened at 112 Old Barrington Road; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

President Pro Tem Boland declared the motion approved. Site visits were made to the completed Woodland Drive culvert; the section of Oxford Road which is slated for possible removal; proposed Biltmore Drive culvert replacement; proposed Eton Drive culvert replacement; improvements on Miller Road, Route 22 and Old Barrington Road intersection improvements as well as a drainage inspection at the intersection of Drury and Oxford Road. 

President Pino joined the meeting during the site visits.
The Board reconvened the meeting at 10:10 a.m. at 112 Old Barrington Road.

Andrea Pracht addressed the Board and asked the Board to prioritize and timing of the projects in order for her staff to be able to make recommendations and costs. 
3.
Oxford Road Removal:

It was noted that resident involvement and education was needed before anything could move forward with the project. The portion of Oxford Road between Brookside and Glen Circle is the portion in question, as there is a flooding which poses a safety concern to traffic. The removal of this portion will also help with the future Miller project, and it would be beneficial to get an intergovernmental agreement with Lake County Department of Transportation to help fund the project. It was noted that the Village wanted to support the County on the Road project, but only if we can obtain flood modeling in order to show residents that the project would not cause more flooding. The county had previously offered approximately $150,000 towards the removal of the portion of Oxford in order to provide compensatory storage for their project. There was discussion about moving forward with the removal without the County starting their project. Again, an intergovernmental agreement was strongly recommended by Andrea Pracht. 
Motion: Trustee Weiner moved that the Board agree in principle to move forward on the removal of Oxford Road in FY2013, at a cost of approximately $150,000 subject to resident notification, involvement and education, with the intent to secure an intergovernmental agreement with Lake County; seconded by Trustee Boland:  
Discussion: There was lengthy discussion.

Drury Lane and Oxford Road Drainage Proposal:

The intersection of Oxford Road and Drury Lane needs drainage repairs, this project also has safety issues with ice forming over the road in winter, instead of the water running under the road and draining down to Biltmore. Baxter & Woodman has submitted a proposal for $12,000 to prepare construction drawings on the improvement. There is also a bidding assistance amount of $3,500, but Andrea suggested she come back with drawings before approving the assistance with bidding. Trustee Weiner suggested that Andrea Pracht contact Patsy Mortimer with Flint Creek Watershed Partnership about her work with drain tiles for possible inclusion into the plan. Affordability and affectability of the project were discussed and stressed. 
Motion: Trustee Weiner moved that the Board authorize construction drawings for the improvement of Drury and Oxford in the amount of $12,000; seconded by Trustee Johnson:

Biltmore Culvert Replacement:

Repair would be similar to the Woodland Drive Culvert Replacement utilizing, two-ten foot wide box culverts, at an approximate cost of $450,000. The esthetics would also mimic Woodland, as well as the bridge at the other end of Biltmore. There was discussion on where there could be possible cost reductions in the project. Andrea will get other alternatives to present at a later date, but asked for ideas on what the Board would like the project to look like. President Pino pointed out that Biltmore Drive is in pretty bad shape, and would like to include it in next year’s road program.

Motion: Trustee Weiner moved that the Board table the Biltmore Culvert Replacement discussion; seconded by Trustee Boland:

Eton Culvert Replacement:

Repair would be similar to the Woodland Drive Culvert Replacement utilizing, two-ten foot wide box culverts, at an approximate cost of $450,000. The esthetics would also mimic Woodland, as well as the bridge at the other end of Biltmore. There was discussion on where there could be possible cost reductions in the project. It was determined that while the existing culvert but is undersized, it is still in decent shape. Board members stated they would like to see some engineering costs to see if a sleeve can be used to repair the culvert, as the pvc would convey water quicker than the corrugated metal and would like the culvert inspected periodically to make sure the metal doesn’t deteriorate before a sleeve can be inserted. Andrea will get other alternatives to present at a later date.
Improvements to Intersection at Route 22 and Old Barrington Road:

Andrea recapped the meetings that have been held with IDOT and their consultants. IDOT would like to widen the road and add turn lanes, which require acquiring easements, while the Village does not agree with the widening to the extent that they proposed, but would rather see a traffic signal. IDOT says that the intersection doesn’t warrant a traffic signal. While the Village supports increasing the safety of the intersection, but we are encouraging a light verses turn lanes. The matter is ongoing. 
Trustee Weiner expressed concern about the intersection of Honey Lane and Route 22. While a traffic light cannot be installed, clearing of the area would improve safety issues. The Village Clerk will contact IDOT to clean up the sight lines.
Miller Road Improvements by LCDOT

President Pino would like the Board to monitor Miller Road and its conditions in rain and snow. Andrea will write a letter to the County asking for an answer to their intentions on the project by March of 2012.
