Approval of Minutes from the October 6, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the October 6, 2015 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Public Comment
Steve Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, “PLD”, addressed the E&H to give an update regarding waste and recycling service statistics in the Village. He supplied the E&H with a copy of a monthly recycling and waste tonnage report for the months of September and October. He explained that recycling collected for the month of September was less than October. Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that he believed that this was the result of the new waste hauler transition in September. He explained the monthly tonnage report and noted that food scrap and organics collection is going well and PLD has had no issues with contamination with the program. There was discussion regarding additional methods of informing residents about the offering of food scrap and organics collection in the Village. Mary Schweinsberg mentioned that she is working on uploading a video to the PLD website demonstrating how to do the food scrap and organics recycling. 
Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that the garbage totes provided by PLD are equipped with a chip. He explained that this was done to prepare for the possibility of future advancement in technology that would allow for accurately measuring the weight of waste and recycling when collected. 

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he would attend an E&H meeting in January or February to give an updated report of the waste and recycling collection in the Village. 
4.         Review the modifications to the Heritage Tree Ordinance
Chairman Kalinowski noted that she made the modifications to the Heritage Tree Ordinance as discussed at the meeting with Ms. Aylward and Ms. Allman on October 20th. There was discussion regarding the modified language of the ordinance. Members reviewed the modified ordinance and agreed to recommend the ordinance to the Village Board for approval.
Motion: Vance Antoniou moved to recommend the modified language to the Heritage Tree Ordinance to the Corporate Authorities for approval; seconded by Vice Chair Linda Aylward
