II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Steve Schweinsberg, Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. addressed the Board to provide an update on the Village’s waste hauler service provided by Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. Mr. Schweinsberg noted that he attended the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission meeting on 4/5/16 in order to provide a tonnage report for the past seven months of waste hauling.

Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that there was a request to extend the yard waste season. The dates were changed to accommodate an earlier pick up from the dates of April 1st to March 15th.  It was noted that the first seasonal rate would be pro-rated.

Mr. Schweinsberg explained that the only complaints received by the Village were when his company began providing service to the Village, in September 2015, as residents requested different sized containers to meet their waste hauling needs. It was noted that 241 containers were initially switched out. 
Mr. Schweinsberg explained that of the 1,136 total resident accounts, 111 residents subscribed to the yard waste program and 27 residents subscribed to the food scrap program.

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that pulverized topsoil is currently being supplied to the Village without charge for projects such as road projects and snow plow restoration by Cuba Township. It was noted that Village was unaware that topsoil was being supplied to Cuba Township. Mr. Schweinsberg explained that Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. does not charge Cuba Township for the delivery however; explained that the Village should be credited by Cuba Township for the delivery. It was noted that the Village Administrator would look into the matter.

Mr. Schweinsberg also explained that Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. would provide a dumpster to the Village and remove the dead cattails near Eton Park at the request of the E&H Commission. It was noted that there would be no charge to remove/compost the dead cattails.
President Pino indicated that there is an opt-out provision within the Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. contract. Village Administrator Kathy Nelander highlighted that the opt-out date within the contract is August 1, 2016. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village has “right to act” by August 1, 2016. 
Mr. Schweinsberg was of the opinion that residents are pleased with the services of Prairie Land Disposal, Inc.

President Pino thanked Mr. Schweinsberg for his comments and service to the Village.
III.
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
 
Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Chair of the E&H Commission. Ms. Kalinowski reported on the activities of the E&H Commission.

Ms. Kalinowski commented on the recycling issue and inquired about the status of the proposed coal tar ordinance banning sealants. She noted that the proposed coal tar ordinance was forwarded to the Village Board for their review and consideration.

President Pino requested that her inquiry be discussed upon the arrival of Trustee Boland whose attendance was delayed. Ms. Kalinowski agreed. 

In addition, Ms. Kalinowski explained that the E&H Commission had further questions about ENCAP, Inc.’s proposal for restoration work in Eton Park after the Board tabled the matter in March. The E&H Commission scheduled a special meeting on 4/19/16 in order to discuss the proposed restoration work. Prior to the meeting, Ms. Kalinowski and others went on a site visit to observe the plant and animal life in north and south Eton Park. 

Ms. Kalinowski reported that the E&H Commission suggested the following recommendations to be included in ENCAP, Inc.’s proposal including: 
1) Create an overall written plan for Eton Park.

2) Conduct a water quality test of the pond near south Eton Park to be used as a baseline for comparison purposes.  
3) Rake the dead cattails at south Eton Park for disposal/compost by Prairie Land Disposal, Inc.

4) Identify Eton Park south as a “conservation area” rather than a recreational park.

5) Conduct regular site visits to provide an inventory of plant and wild life.

6)  Erect signage at Eton Park south to inform residents of projects.

7)  Notify E&H Commission prior to site visits by ENCAP, Inc. 

President Pino thanked Ms. Kalinowski for her report and noted that the matter would be discussed further during Section VII.A. of the evening’s agenda.

PRESENTATION

A.
Susan Allman, Village Forester – Village Tree of the Year Award Presentation
Village Forester Susan Allman addressed the Board to present the Village’s 2nd annual “Tree of the Year” Award to Mr. & Mrs. Matthews of 464 Signal Hill Road.  President Pino and Ms. Allman presented the award to Mr. & Mrs. Matthews, which consists of 36 ½ inch tulip tree located on their property. Ms. Allman noted that the tree was selected for its exceptional size, form and rarity. It was noted that an additional plaque would be displayed at the Village Hall.

President Pino thanked Mr. & Mrs. Matthews for their attendance.

B.
BACOG Elementary School Groundwater Video Project - Janet Agnoletti, BACOG Executive Director (Board will view a 30 minute video, “Our Groundwater: A presentation of the Barrington Area Council of Governments”. Developed for the elementary school classrooms of Barrington School District 220. Topics include: the local shallow aquifer system, groundwater supply, water quality, public and private well systems, wastewater – sewer and septic, groundwater sustainability, and governmental and personal action to protect groundwater.)

Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) 
addressed the Board to discuss the topic of groundwater. Ms. Agnoletti highlighted a few facts including: 
· 99% of wells in BACOG area are in the shallow aquifer system and located in the first few hundred feet below ground. There are 7,800 wells in the BACOG area.
· There is very little infrastructure in the BACOG area to distribute a public supply of water. Infrastructure exists in the municipalities of Barrington and Tower Lakes but the remaining BACOG area is essentially on private wells. 
· BACOG’s interest is in protecting groundwater from contamination and low water levels. 
Ms. Agnoletti indicated that BACOG has compiled scientific data including:  

· Aquifer mapping 

· Recharge area maps
· Water quality mapping

· Water testing for private well owners

· Comprehensive Water Levels Monitoring Program – It was noted that North Barrington, in cooperation with BACOG, has a monitoring well on its Village property. 
Ms. Agnoletti stated that the collected scientific information is used for planning and public education. 
It was noted that Trustee Boland arrived during this portion of the meeting. 
Ms. Agnoletti provided information on upcoming events, including:  

1. Northeastern Illinois Water Supply Forum on May 12th in Aurora hosted by the Northwest Water Planning Alliance and Metropolitan Planning Council.  
2. Lobby Days scheduled on May 4th and 5th in Springfield. BACOG meetings are scheduled with the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency and the Governor’s staff. 

It was noted that the video was shown during this portion of the meeting. 

There were a few questions from the Board addressed by Ms. Agnoletti following the video presentation.

President Pino thanked Ms. Agnoletti for her presentation.

President Pino declared the motion approved. 

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that the proposed resolution was sponsored by the Lake County Municipal League (LCML) in support of the state passing a budget.
Trustee Boland noted his concern about the proposed resolution.

President Pino explained that the proposed resolution is an urge by state legislators to get together in support of passing a state budget. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that approving the proposed resolution sends a message of cooperation to the Illinois Municipal League (IML) and LCML.
President Pino noted that approval of the resolution places pressure on the Governor to approve a state budget and added that state agencies are closing due to a lack of funds. 

Trustee Andrew stated that the proposed resolution requests that the Village support the approval of a state budget for which there is no dollar amount. 

Trustee Smith responded that the proposed resolution uses language that indicates that the Governor and General Assembly adopt a balanced state budget for the Fiscal Year 2016.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino

(TABLED) Nancy Schumm, Management Plan for Eton Park (north and south)

(The goal of continued maintenance within the wooded and wetland areas within Eton

Park is to ultimately improve ecological function and overall aesthetics for the natural

communities therein.)

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to remove from the table consideration of Management Plan for

Eton Park (north and south); seconded by Trustee Weiner.

Discussion: There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:
The voice vote was unanimous in favor.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC, addressed the Board to discuss the continued maintenance within the wooded and wetland areas within Eton Park. Ms. Schumm provided a brief history of the restoration efforts since its inception in 2009 and noted that the projects have been beneficial to the community and in compliance with the Flint Creek Watershed planning efforts. 

Ms. Schumm explained that the Village selected Eton Park in 2010 as an area of priority for the restoration and management of natural areas. The goal of the project was to improve the ecological function and overall aesthetics of the park.
Ms. Schumm stated that the Village has had two (2) three-year contracts in the past and noted that current contract expires this year. The E&H Commission recommended approval of the proposed 3-year contract with ENCAP, Inc. in the amount of $38,225.00. Ms. Schumm noted that the cost is about half of what it’s been in the past since there’s been much improvement.
Ms. Schumm noted that the E&H Commission is active and has shown an interest in being involved with the restoration efforts in Eton Park. She added that she would like to see a maintenance plan in place and that the proposed ENCAP, Inc. contract is approved. She noted the importance of having a team of experts that are vested and good contractors.

President Pino updated Trustee Boland on Ms. Kalinowski’s prior comments under Section III. of the Village Commission Members Comments.
Trustee Boland was of the opinion that the E&H Commission ought to have some kind of coordination with the Parks & Recreation (Parks) Commission to determine which areas of the park will be active and passive.
Linda Aylward, 226 Beachview Lane, addressed the Board as the Vice Chair of the E&H Commission and requested clarification about an overall plan for the Parks Commission.

Trustee Pais suggested that the E&H Commission have a joint meeting with the Parks Commission to determine which areas of the park would be designated as recreation or conservation.

President Pino noted his concern about having too many people involved in that it would be difficult to reach a consensus.

Trustee Andrew noted her concern about the cost of controlling invasive species. She added that the cost of controlling invasive species should decrease with each year. 
Trustee Boland asked whether there would be a negative impacts if the Board approved a one-year contract only. Ms. Schumm responded that if a new contractor was hired for the 2nd and 3rd years, they would have to embark on the project without any preparation or advantage.

Trustee Andrew inquired whether there had been any seeding planted.

Ms. Schumm stated that there was not a need for native seeding.

There was discussion among the Board and Ms. Schumm about native seed planting.

President Pino explained that the Board is looking to approve a 1-year contract and if the project is successful, the project would most likely continue.

Trustee Boland noted his concern about legal aspects of the ENCAP, Inc. proposal specifically, the late payment penalty and indemnification provision.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the contract had been reviewed by him and the document which Trustee Boland had was the contract prior to review.
There was discussion among the Board about whether ENCAP, Inc. would consider a 1-year contract.
Ms. Schumm indicated that she did not think ENCAP, Inc. would have an issue with a 1-year contract however; noted that she would inquire. 
There was discussion among the Board about adding an additional amount that is not budgeted because the contractor budgeted on the basis of a three year contract which is being reduced to one year. 
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve a one year contract with ENCAP, Inc. in the amount
of and not to exceed $10,751.00 for the continued maintenance of the wooded and wetland areas

within Eton Park; seconded by Trustee Sauer.

President Pino noted that the Arbor Day Celebration was held 4/23/16 in Eton Park. Com Ed donated a Honey Locust tree. 

President Pino stated that BACOG will be traveling to Springfield for Lobby Days on May 4th and 5th. 

President Pino stated that progress continues with the Virtual Emergency Operations Center Over Internet (VEOCI) Training.

President Pino explained that BACOG is working on a resolution for adopting the 9 Lakes Watershed-Based for Areas of Lake County and McHenry counties. It was noted that the 9 Lakes Watershed-Based Plan has been formally accepted by the Tower Lakes Drain Partnership.
