Approve Minutes from the October 8, 2013 Meeting 

The Minutes of the October 8, 2013 Meeting were made available to the Board. 
Chairman Cifonelli asked the Zoning Board of Appeals if there were any revisions to the Minutes. 

No one wished to speak. 
Motion: Craig Shully moved that the Minutes of the October 8, 2013 be approved; seconded by Vice Chair Joe DiPino.
Discussion: There was no discussion.
Vote on Motion: 
The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the October 8, 2013 Meeting approved and put on file.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Ms. Meagan Irion, 517 Castleview Court, North Barrington, IL  60010:

ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):     
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 517 Castleview Court is non-conforming by reason of lot size.  Properties in the R-3 Zoning District shall have an area of at least 40,000 square feet.  The area of the subject property (Lots 23, 24, 25 and 26 in Block 1 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is approximately 25,666 square feet and is therefore a non-conforming use in the R-3 District. 

Chairman Cifonelli explained the zoning variations requested by Ms. Meagan Irion in her petition to the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). He asked the applicant to address the Board to explain the proposed plans and any hardships.
Ms. Meagan Irion, 517 Castleview Court, addressed the Board with her husband Scott Edson. Mr. Edson

explained that their house is a ranch style and that they plan to construct an addition to the backside of the house which would extend approximately 10 to 15 feet along the length of the house. The proposed plan also include the construction of a two car garage. It was noted that the existing garage is a one car garage located under the house and that the proposed garage would be a one-story garage.
Ms. Irion explained that the proposed plans would allow for a large kitchen and mud room. The existing kitchen is extremely small and the expansion would provide adequate space for her family and pets. 
Chairman Cifonelli asked the applicant to state the current and proposed square footage of the house. Mr. Edson explained that the existing square footage is approximately 1,600 square feet and the proposed square footage is approximately 2,000 square feet. Chairman Cifonelli noted that it was a modest addition and there were no setback issues.
Chairman Cifonelli inquired whether the proposed plans fell within the guidelines of the Village’s Comprehensive Plan regarding the Lot Coverage Ratio however; noted that the plans were reviewed by the Village Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty. 
Chairman Cifonelli asked if the entire septic tank was being moved. Mr. Edson replied that only one tank was being moved.
It was noted that the Village Health Officer Natalie Karney submitted a Memorandum dated 10/30/13. She had no issues from Health and Sanitation and the septic tank relocation was approved by the Lake County Health Department. 

It was noted that the Village Forester Susan Allman submitted a Memorandum dated 9/17/13. No trees would need to be removed and no permit was required.

It was noted that the house was purchased by Ms. Irion in 2012.
Vice Chair DiPino asked if the paver patio was the most significant change in regards to the square footage area. 
Ms. Irion replied that the biggest issue was that that the lot size is an existing legally non-conforming lot of record and in order to construct the proposed additions and patio, a zoning variation was required.

Chairman Cifonelli asked if anyone from the audience wished to speak. No one wished to speak however; Mr. Miles Jackson, 519 Signal Hill Road, requested to view the proposed plans.

 It was noted that there were no objections from any neighbors regarding the variation request.

Motion: Vice Chair Joe DiPino moved to recommend to the Village Board approval of the variance request for Ms. Meagan Irion, to construct additions and alterations to the existing home pursuant to the Architectural Plans prepared by Lyons Design Group last revised 11/5/13 and the Site Grading and Soil Erosion/Sediment Control Plan prepared by Smithson Associates, Inc. last revised 10/7/13 and the Plat of Survey prepared by Schlaf-Sedig & Associates, Inc. dated 2/17/12; seconded by Valerie Chaviano.
