Approve Minutes from the February 11, 2014 Meeting 

Chairman Cifonelli stated that he would like to approve the Minutes of the February 11, 2014 meeting during the Public Hearing portion of the meeting.

The following Appearance Review Session is being requested in the petition submitted by the Wynstone Property Owners’ Association, 98 N. Wynstone Drive, 

North Barrington, IL  60010:

WYNSTONE ENTRANCE SIGNAGE: 

The Wynstone Property Owners’ Association is seeking Zoning Board of Appeals review and approval of proposed signage to be installed at the Main Gate Entrance to Wynstone. The signage will be installed on two low curved stone monument walls flanking both sides of the main entrance. Mounted on both stone monument walls will be signage (lettering) consisting of 18” high back-lit illuminated channel letters spelling out the name of “WYNSTONE”.

Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicant to address the Board. 

Laura Ramirez, Wynstone Property Owners’ Association Manager, addressed the Board and stated that the Wynstone subdivision is seeking to revitalize its main entrance located on Route 12 which requires approval by the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) for the proposed signage.

Ms. Ramirez explained that Wynstone’s entrance and gate house have not been renovated in 27 years. She explained that some of the plans to renovate include:
· Revitalize main gate house by adding a small addition

· Replace existing pavement, curb and brick pavers

· Replace diseased landscaping

· Add two flag poles

· Add two monument walls on both the north and south side of main entrance

Ms. Ramirez stated that both monument walls will be concrete with a North Carolina brick to match the existing pillars and stone on the gate house. The proposed signage will be 18” in height x 2” deep titanium bronze backlit letters. Each wall will be the same reflecting the name “WYNSTONE” and each letter will be back lit with low level LED lights.

Chairman Cifonelli asked Ms. Ramirez to verify that there would be two monument walls with two signs reflecting “WYSTONE”. Ms. Ramirez confirmed two monument walls and two signs.
Chairman Cifonelli noted that Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty reviewed the plans and determined that the proposed signage would be in compliance with the applicable standards and other requirements of the Village sign regulations.
It was noted that the decision of the ZBA was final. Appeals from a decision of the ZBA based on an Appearance Review would be directed to the Village Board.

There was brief discussion among the ZBA and Ms. Ramirez about the proposed monument wall materials. Ms. Ramirez explained the North Carolina brick coloring.
Motion: W. Gene McAlester moved to approve the Wynstone Entrance Signage as depicted on the drawing submitted by South Water Signs dated 1/28/14; seconded by Valerie Chaviano.
