II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
John Schnure, 224 Orchard Road, addressed the Board and stated that the roads in Biltmore are in poor condition. Mr. Schnure brought in a fragment of the road from Shady Lane for display and explained that there are drop offs on each side of the road. He urged the Board to inspect Shady Lane as it was, in his opinion, dangerous. Mr. Schnure suggested that the Village use concrete ribbon on the edges of the rights of ways to preserve Village roads.

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander stated that Shady Lane is on the Village’s road repair list and noted that concrete ribbon has only been used on specific corners.
Mr. Schnure additionally stated that there is overgrown brush in the Biltmore subdivision especially along Biltmore Drive. He requested that the Village Contractor, Cuba Township Highway Department, trim the area.
Mr. Schnure stated that Hwy 22 is highly congested with traffic between US Route 12 to Route 59. Drivers cut through the Biltmore and Oaksbury subdivisions to avoid traffic. He inquired whether the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) has plans to expand Hwy 22.
President Pino stated that the Village has been working with the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) with regard to the intersection of Hwy 22 and Old Barrington Road and noted that the Village is awaiting plans.
Mr. Schnure stated that it was his opinion that the strip annexation filed in Court by a few residents of Valentine Manor regarding the rezoning proposal of the Dimucci property would be ineffective and that Board ought to consider the legal costs involved in court proceedings.

Consideration of Ordinance #1220, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. & Mrs. Jeffery Wall, 668 Old Barrington Road, North Barrington, IL  60010
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-4-4(E)
No horses shall be housed or grazed within two hundred feet (200’) of an adjacent property owner’s dwelling.

The existing and proposed fencing around the perimeter of the horse pasture areas is and will continue to be located approximately 190 feet from the dwelling at 678 Old Barrington Road; approximately 80 feet from the dwelling at 162 N. Signal Hill Road; and approximately 110 feet from the dwelling at 170 N. Signal Hill Road.

ZR-10-11-2(A)
No fence shall be located in a front yard.  “Front yard” is defined as the open space extending the full width of the lot between the front facade of the building and the front lot line.

Portions of the existing and proposed fencing are and will continue to be located
 in the front yard.   
ZR-10-11-2(B)
Except as otherwise permitted or required by this chapter or by this code, no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42”) in height at any point, including vertical posts, columns, or pillars.




Existing and proposed horse fencing is approximately 53” in height.

ZR-10-11-2(D)
All framing and posts on a fence shall face the interior of the property on which the fence is erected unless the fence is double sided where the framing and posts may face each other.

Fence posts will face the exterior of the property (rails on inside) where enclosed by trees and brush along the north and east sides of the property.

President Pino asked Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman Warren Nass to address the Board.
Warren Nass, Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman, addressed the Board and explained that Mr. & Mrs. Jeff Wall, 668 Old Barrington Road, moved into the Village of North Barrington and specifically into an R-1 district in order to have horses. Chairman Nass stated that the prior owners (Girard) had horses and that the wire fence on the property existed prior to the Girard’s purchasing the house in 1968. It was noted that the Girard daughters testified at the ZBA meeting held on 5/8/12. Chairman Nass explained that the existing fence located in the applicant’s front yard was built prior to the establishment of the Village Code prohibiting front yard fences which provided a hardship for the applicant.  It was noted that there are other existing horse fences along North Signal Hill Road which were grandfathered into the Village as well. 
Chairman Nass stated the Village Code provides that no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42”) in height; however, the minimum height for a horse fence is 53”.  The applicants have agreed to place a manure bin next to the barn. The location of the manure bin was depicted on a site plan filed with the Village. There were no objections from any neighbors and the Zoning Board of Appeals unanimously recommended approval of the zoning variations.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that Ordinance # 1220 reference the site plan in  regard to the placement of the manure bin.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting – Flint Creek Restoration Update

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and provided a brief update including:

· She is awaiting notice for funding from the State for the Section 319 Grant and has been working on completing the permitting process with Lake County Stormwater Management Commission.

· Maintenance is continuing at the Eton Park sites including preliminary maintenance at the Rugby Road/Essex Lane site.

· Integrated Lakes Management began water testing at the newly revised sites.

· The County accepted the Village’s bid for the (2) Hewes Drive properties. Each bid was in the amount of $1,000.00.

Village Update
President Pino reported that the tree inventory is continuing. The Village received a free tree inventory from the Trees Count! Program. 

Susan Allman, Village Forester, addressed the Board and explained that upon the tree inventory being completed, she will prepare a tree management plan.
Trustee Kolar inquired about the number of trees removed as a result of the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) and if the Village is replacing the removed trees. Ms. Allman stated that ash trees were removed from the following streets: North Hill (20 trees), Rustic (4 trees) and Homewood
(1 tree). There were 25 ash trees removed on Biltmore as part of the EAB grant program. Ms. Allman stated that the trees will be replaced; although this will not occur until the fall when the Village roadwork is complete.
President Pino reported that the Village is sponsoring Elaine Silets’ Garden Walk Event this year. The event will be held on Saturday June 23rd from 10:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. The Village is not participating in the event however; is confident that the event will be well attended. The Village does not expect property damage to Village right of ways as parking has been assigned to various lots.
