President Pino declared the motion approved.

V. 
PRESENTATION 
A.
Parks & Recreation Commission Member Kim Ritschel – Proposal for Footbridge over Flint Creek at the closed portion of Oxford Road 
Kim Ritschel, 284 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as a member of the Parks and Recreation Commission (Parks Commission) to discuss the possible installation of a footbridge(s) over Flint Creek at the closed portion of Oxford Road. Ms. Ritschel stated that she met with Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC to discuss the matter. Ms. Schumm provided estimates for two footbridges at an approximate cost of $50,000. Ms. Ritschel requested that the Board give Ms. Schumm permission to begin the process of investigating the placement of a footbridge(s). 

Ms. Ritschel stated that it was the consensus of the Parks Commission to pursue the placement of footbridges on the closed portion of Oxford Road. 

Trustee Pais explained that he previously requested a long term plan or vision from the Parks Commission however; noted that he has not received a response from the commission. 

Ms. Ritschel indicated that she’s never heard of a request regarding a long term plan for the Parks Commission and noted that she’s been on the commission for approximately one year. She stated that she’d be happy to bring the matter to the commission at their next meeting. 
Trustee Sauer stated that she, Village Engineer Al Stefan, Nancy Schumm, and Mike Novotney from Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (LCSMC) walked the area in 2015. It was noted that the area is located in a floodplain and the appearance of the bridge may not be aesthetically attractive due to floodplain requirements. 

President Pino inquired whether the Parks Commission was interested in building a structure in the park. 
Ms. Ritschel noted that the Parks Commission decided that they did not want a structure in the park.

There was brief discussion about whether the Parks Commission should pursue the long term as requested by Trustee Pais. Trustee Boland suggested the possibility of using a planner such as Teska Associates, Inc.
It was the general consensus of the Board to allow the Parks Commission to informally continue researching the placement of footbridges at the closed portion of Oxford Road. 
Al Stefan, Village Engineer, addressed the Board and briefly discussed the flood elevation in Eton Park.

Trustee Smith noted that he agreed with Trustee Pais about the Parks Commission establishing a long term plan. He noted that it would be beneficial from a financial perspective to have a plan in order to budget future projects.
President Pino thanks Ms. Ritschel for her presentation.

CODE AMENDMENTS/ORDINANCES/RESOLUTIONS 
A.  
Consideration of Ordinance # 1280, Variation Request submitted by Barrington Community Unit School District 220 to replace the existing sign with a new sign at the North Barrington Elementary School, 311 N. IL Route 59, North Barrington, IL 60010
Variations from the following standards and other requirements of Chapter 10 (Signs) of the Village Zoning Regulations are needed in order to obtain a permit to erect proposed sign:

ZR 10-10-5(A):
No signs are permitted in any residentially zoned district except exempt signs.
The North Barrington Elementary School is a Special Use in the R-1 (5 Acre) Residential Zoning District.
ZR 10-10-5(B):
Signs that contain any changeable message are prohibited in all zoning districts.

The proposed sign contains a changeable message board utilizing reflective lettering materials that are manually changed.
ZR 10-10-9(D): 
Sign and any background shall together consist of no more than two (2) colors or shades of the same color.
The proposed sign consists of four (4) colors - white, black, red and dark bronze.
ZR 10-10-9(I):   
No freestanding sign shall be nearer than forty feet (40’) to any front, side or rear property line.
The proposed sign location is fifteen feet (15’) from the property line along Illinois Route 59.
ZR 10-10-11(A):    
Total sign area permitted in residential areas shall not exceed five (5) square feet in area.
The area of the proposed sign is approximately 43.8 square feet.

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman to discuss the recommendation of the ZBA. Chairman Cifonelli stated that the petitioner submitted an application to replace the existing North Barrington School sign with a new sign. He explained that the Barrington Community Unit School District 220 is in the process of replacing the older signs with new and updated signs within the district. 
Chairman Cifonelli reviewed the applicant’s hardships and noted that the ZBA unanimously recommended approval of all of the zoning variation requests.

Chairman Cifonelli added that the ZBA also conducted an appearance review session. It was noted that the ZBA unanimously approved the appearance of the sign as well.

President Pino asked if the sign would be lighted. Chairman Cifonelli indicated that that the letters of the sign would be reflective and that the sign would not be lit.

Village Update
President Pino stated that he attended a Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) meeting on January 26th and reported on the activities discussed during the meeting. 
It was noted that:

· The 2016 Legislative Breakfast is scheduled for Saturday, February 6th at 8:45 a.m. 

· Lobby Days in Springfield is scheduled for April 6th and 7th.
· BACOG sponsored a Virtual Emergency Operations Center over Internet (VEOCI) training for local officials on emergency preparedness. There will be an upcoming tabletop exercise in the fall of 2016. Planning is underway with local officials and Advocate Good Shepherd Hospital.

Trustee Boland reported that there have been no outstanding issues regarding the weekly computer aided dispatch (CAD) incident reports from the Lake County Sheriff’s Office other than a few automobile accidents.

Trustee Weiner asked if there had been any police reports regarding dogs being poisoned; specifically, pit bulls. Trustee Boland replied that there have been no police reports regarding poisoned dogs however; instructed the public to contact the police should an incident occur.  
Trustee Weiner also noted that residents have not been picking up dog waste while walking their dogs which is a violation of the Village Code.
It was noted that information would be placed on the Village website reminding owners to pick up their pets waste. 

C. 
Trustee Martin Pais
Trustee Pais introduced Steve Schweinsberg of Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. to address the Board regarding an update on the Village’s waste disposal program.
Mr. Schweinsberg addressed the Board and stated that he wanted to report on the Village’s monthly waste hauler tonnage report. He explained that Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. submits information on a quarterly basis to the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County (SWALCO).  

Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that the percentage of tonnage collected within the Village is rising and is of the opinion that it’s rising due to larger sized trash and recycling bins.
The tonnage in 2015 was reflected as follows:

October: 
126.96 tons

November: 
120.92 tons

December 
135.41 tons

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that there are currently 1,143 open accounts and 44 closed accounts.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Mr. Schweinsberg about the accounts.

Mr. Schweinsberg also explained that he attended a SWALCO meeting on January 21st and spoke specifically about the food scrap collection on behalf of the Village which not all municipalities provide. 
President Pino thanked Mr. Schweinsberg for his report.

Trustee Janice Sauer
Trustee Sauer reported that the Village continues to monitor Village roads and culvert issues. The Village is in the process of assembling a 5-year road program. 
Trustee Pais asked whether the footbridge(s) issue would be categorized within the Roads budget or the Parks budget.

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander stated that there would be a great deal of engineering costs. She mentioned that Village Engineer John Tierney estimated that engineering costs for a footbridge(s) would be approximately $50,000. She explained that the finance committee is meeting soon to discuss the 2016-2017 FY budget and it would be beneficial to have estimates for the meeting in order to budget the cost.
