II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Nicole Gilday, 240 Oxford Road, addressed the Board to inform the Village of skateboard activity in the Biltmore and Oaksbury subdivisions during the day and nighttime hours. She reported that a skateboarder nearly ran into her car as she was traveling south on Biltmore Drive. She explained that she’s witnessed “skitching”, which is a term used when a skateboarder holds onto a moving vehicle. Ms. Gilday believes there is a safety issue for Village residents as well as the skateboarders. She’s also witnessed skateboard activity on Signal Hill Road.
Trustee Boland asked if extra patrol cars could be placed in the subdivisions. Village Administrator Kathy Nelander stated that extra patrol service has been requested.
Ed Harris, Officer for the Lake County Sheriff, addressed the Board and stated that he would convey the matter as a safety concern and provide a report at the next Board meeting. He added that residents may contact the Lake County Sheriff if illegal activity is taking place.
Karen Yancy, Executive Director, Barrington Area Conservation Trust (BACT), addressed the Board and explained that she was before the Board in January presenting a proposal for potential land acquisitions for the properties located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22. Ms. Yancy reviewed what she considered to be the advantages of purchasing the land and requested that the Village proceed with the purchase of the property as open space. She invited a representative of the Village Board to attend an upcoming BACT meeting to be held on 5/1/12 with Lake County Stormwater Management and the Village President of Lake Zurich to discuss the protection of the wetland complex. She noted that the Village President of Lake Zurich is supportive of the project.

Ms. Yancy stated that BACT plans to draft a letter of intent for a “Vital Lands Illinois” grant; although, the “Illinois Clean Energy” grant and other open space and land acquisition/development grants may be applied for in the event the “Vital Lands Illinois” grant is not an option. Ms. Yancy stated that BACT will prepare all grant applications; however, explained that as with most grant applications, a signature is required from the municipality’s Village President. 
Trustee Boland requested that Ms. Yancy provide further information regarding the “Vital Lands Illinois” grant for the May Board meeting. Ms. Yancy agreed.

It was the general consensus of the Board to partner with BACT in applying for the “Vital Lands Illinois” grant and that President Pino would sign the grant application. It was noted that the application would be of no cost to the Village.
Bryan Croll, BACT, Board of Directors, addressed the Board and urged the Village to consider purchasing the Menoni property and permanently protecting the wetlands. Mr. Croll noted that the property serves as a protective barrier between North Barrington and Lake Zurich and; believes that a more reasonable purchase price can be negotiated. He requested that the Board take a second look at the BACT proposal.
Trustee Boland asked whether the owner had listed the property on a multiple listing service or whether there’d been advertising for the property. Mr. Croll stated that communication regarding the sale of the property had only been through private contacts. He did not believe there to be advertising.

Request for Extension of Zoning Variations Granted by Ordinance # 1144, Mr. & Mrs. Scott Gilday, 240 Oxford Road, North Barrington
Zoning Variation Ordinance #1144 was approved by the Village Board on May 28, 2008 upon the recommendation of the Zoning Board of Appeals.   The term of Zoning Variation Ordinance No. 1144 was extended by the Village Board in 2009 and again in 2010.   Mr. & Mrs. Gilday are now ready to proceed with construction of the proposed additions and alterations to their home.  In order to obtain a building permit it will be necessary for the term of the zoning variation be extended once again.  The circumstances of the variation have not changed.

President Pino explained that the Zoning Board of Appeals and Village Board previously recommended approval of the zoning variations needed to construct an addition and alterations to the property located at 240 Oxford Road. The Board additionally approved two extensions of the building permit; however, according to the Village Zoning Regulations, the term of a zoning variation may be extended by the Board for a period not to exceed three (3) years from the original grant of variation.
Mr. & Mrs. Jeff Gilday, 240 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and explained that circumstances delayed their construction project; however, they are ready to proceed with the proposed construction and requested that the Board waive the strict application of the Zoning Regulations to allow for another six month extension.
It was noted that Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty submitted a Memorandum in the Board’s packet materials and recommended that the Board waive the Zoning Regulations and approve Mr. & Mrs. Gilday’s request for another extension with a date certain by which the building permit shall be secured and construction initiated.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting – Year in Review, Proposed Contract
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board to discuss the year in review and her proposed May 2012 – May 2013 contract. 

Ms. Schumm explained that she was able to stay within 10% of the proposed budget during the past year. She reviewed her original contract terms and noted her work completed in 2011-2012 and the importance of being financially responsible and staying within budget.
Ms. Schumm stated that the billing has doubled due to grant management and the $141,000.00 in grant funds that the Village will receive. Ms. Schumm reviewed the proposed services for the upcoming 2012-2013 year including:
· Management of Flint Creek Watershed action plan

· Oversight of environmental contractors, RFP’s, work completed, contracts

· Grant Management for EPA 319 grant and Flint Creek Phase 1 project

· Meeting attendance, updates for Board and Environmental Commission as requested

· Work with Village Attorney to secure additional parkland

· Oversight of summer intern

· Additional work as requested

Ms. Schumm stated that the Village has hired a summer intern to assist with Emergency Planning. The intern will be working 30 hours per week for 10 weeks and is available to attend the BACOG emergency management meeting on June 6th, if desired.

Ms. Schumm noted alternate services which may arise including future grant writing and meeting attendance. Billing rates will be determined per grant if time exceeds regular time allotted.

President Pino stated that Ms. Schumm’s work is very important to the Village and that it helps minimize engineering costs. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite agreed and stated that her services additionally help minimize legal costs.

President Pino declared the motion approved.
F.
Village Update
President Pino explained that the attorney for the Dimucci family filed in Court a strip annexation across the southern and eastern end of their property. It was noted that the Village of Hawthorn Woods filed an appearance in the Court proceedings which have been completed today, with the Court approving the annexation and referring the matter to the Village for a final decision. President Pino explained that he has been advised that Hawthorn Woods has not yet determined how they will proceed.
President Pino stated he attended the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) meeting on April 24th.  Integrys Energy Services, Inc. (Integrys) made a presentation regarding electrical aggregation and discussed pricing.  Integrys offered BACOG $4.8 cents/kilowatt hour; the current ComEd residential rate is 7.73 cents/kilowatt hour. No consensus was reached.
President Pino explained that he’d like to move forward with the aggregation process as 50% of the savings are within the summer months. It was noted that two public hearings are required. 

There was discussion among the Board about choosing a consultant vs. a supplier.

President Pino asked if there were any Board members willing to research electrical suppliers. No one volunteered and President Pino stated that he and Village Administrator Kathy Nelander would conduct the research for electrical suppliers. Later, Trustee Kolar offered his assistance with the research.
Trustee Kolar asked if there was sufficient time to initiate the aggregation process before the summer months. Village Attorney Braithwaite noted that there was sufficient time to conduct the hearings.
President Pino stated that BACOG additionally asked its members to consider the BACOG budget and an assessment policy at an upcoming Board meeting.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the BACOG opposition to the Dimucci property made a powerful impact with the County and is another example of the force that comes with several municipalities acting in unison.
President Pino stated that BACOG organized a roundtable meeting scheduled for June 6th to discuss their emergency management procedures. Diane Logsdon will be the guest speaker. President Pino invited members of the Board to attend. The location of the meeting is to be determined.
President Pino reported that a catalpa tree was planted with the assistance of area cub scouts during a successful Arbor Day Celebration held 4/21/12 at the Village Hall. The event was organized by Village Forester Susan Allman. The Village additionally had a recycling program held after the Arbor Day event. The recycling event was well attended and arranged by Cuba Roads District Highway Commissioner Tom Gooch. The Road District collected a significant amount of recyclable materials and electronics.

There was brief discussion among the Board about the safety features regarding the securing of soccer goals.
