I.      Call to Order and Roll Call

II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Albert W. Schlick III, Division Chief Training, Wauconda Fire Department, addressed the Board in order to introduce himself and state that the Wauconda Fire District is available and of service to the Village of North Barrington. 
Melissa Roth, 208 N. Highway 59, addressed the Board and asked that her comments be reserved and requested her name be of record.
Elaine Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board to address complaints regarding the North Barrington Garden Walk held in conjunction with the Garden Conservancy on June 25th. Mrs. Silets stated that she’s been a member of the community for the past 42 years and noted that her son, H.L. Silets, would be acting as her attorney. 
Mrs. Silets stated that she received what she felt, was a threatening letter from the Village as the result of several residents who complained about the Garden Conservancy event at the July Board meeting. Mrs. Silets explained the history of the Garden Walk which began over 20 years ago. The event began in order for her family and the community to enjoy her garden and garden railway. Mrs. Silets stated that she is known as the “train lady” and that she designs, manufactures, and installs model railroads and garden railways nationwide. Proceeds benefit the Garden Conservancy.
Mrs. Silets stated that she would be willing meet with any of the residents who complained about the event, privately. She asked how many members of the Village Board attended the event. It was noted that Trustee Kafka attended the event. 

Mrs. Silets asked who was responsible for the letter sent to her by the Village. Village Clerk Kathy Nelander stated that she drafted the letter, however; it was reviewed by President Pino and the Village Attorney. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the letter was sent in order to address problems relating to traffic and other matters and stated that the letter was not intended to be, and in his opinion, was not, offensive or threatening. 

Mrs. Silets stated that she voluntarily paid for a police officer from the Lake County Sheriff’s office to direct pedestrians/traffic on Miller Road and Arrowhead Lane. She stated that pedestrians were not at risk and additionally noted that:

· The event was not disruptive

· No complaints had been received for 20 years.

· Two open bathrooms and a port-o-potty were available on her property.
Mrs. Silets asked that President Pino call her to arrange a time to visit her home and discuss the issues including members of the Board and the Parks & Recreation Commission and President Pino stated that he would do so. 
Mrs. Silets presented the invitation for the 2011 Garden Conservancy to the Board highlighting parking instructions from the Lake County Sheriff to park on one side of the road only,  leaving room for emergency vehicles. 
President Pino asked how many Garden Conservancy invitations were sent. Mrs. Silets stated approximately 800 invitations were sent.
Mr. H.L. Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, son of Elaine Silets, addressed the Board. Mr. Silets stated that his parents’ garden has been recognized by the U.S. Garden Conservancy as one of four hundred most renowned private gardens in the U.S. His family opened their garden to the public 20 years ago. The Garden Conservancy approached the Silets approximately 10 years ago to join in their “Open Days Program”. A $5.00 entry fee was initially charged to benefit the Garden Conservancy and the price has not been raised during the past 10 years.
Mr. Silets stated that the Village Parks & Recreation Commission asked Mrs. Silets if the Village could partner with her event in 2010 for the North Barrington Garden Walk. Mrs. Silets agreed.
Mr. Silets stated that according to the records of the U.S. National Garden Conservancy, 1,480 persons paid to be admitted to this year’s Garden Walk. The Village’s letter reflected crowds over 5,000 in attendance according to workers at the admission point.
Mr. Silets stated that there were more events going on the same day as the Garden Walk such as, 4 garage sales on and off Miller Road which may have contributed to the traffic issues and damage to roadways as reported to the Village. Mr. Silets was not aware of any police reports with complaints of trespass to property. No names, or license plate numbers were provided.
Mr. Silets stated that his mother’s insurance policy, J.A.S. Insurance Services, would not cover repairs for damage made to public property. He submitted a letter from J.A.S. Insurance Services to the Board. He also stated he would fight any permit that would disallow his 6 year old nephew to sell lemonade at a lemonade stand benefiting the Garden Walk.

PRESENTATIONS
A.
Janet Agnoletti – BACOG Water Testing

Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) addressed the Board to explain the BACOG Well Testing Program. Ms. Agnoletti stated that the BACOG Groundwater Research Project began in 2001 and since then, significant accomplishments have included mapping the aquifers and groundwater recharge for the BACOG area and creating a 3-D model of the aquifer system. BACOG began a water quality testing program for private well water in 2010 and continues its efforts with research and local policy development. 

Ms. Agnoletti discussed the proposed BACOG Water Level Monitoring System. The system is a long-term water level monitoring system that will provide information on the state of the interaction of groundwater with the surface at any point in time. The collected data over time will allow for the accurate information for planning decisions. The data can be used to establish a baseline, forecast trends, develop models and study the interaction of groundwater and surface water, among other benefits.
Ms. Agnoletti stated that the cost for the comprehensive proposal is over $300,000 and highlighted some of the monitoring system elements. It was noted that the cost of installing the groundwater level monitoring equipment on one well is approximately $2,500 - $3,500.
The electronic equipment could be installed on the existing Village Hall monitoring well which is a dedicated Illinois State Geological well. The well would be one of many wells that would be part of a system of taking regional measurements of water levels. 

She asked the Board to contemplate the installation of the groundwater level monitoring equipment at the Village Hall for future consideration. 
B.
Nancy Schumm – Flint Creek Restoration Update
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC, addressed the Board and stated that she is about to submit the Section 319 Grant application.

Ms. Schumm plans to have a presentation during the August Board meeting by Integrated Lakes Management in order to provide a summary about the Village’s water testing program.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1208, amending Village Code – Title 4, Chapter 5, Section 3 -  Private Sewage Disposal Systems

Trustee Kolar asked Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite to explain the changes.

Attorney Braithwaite stated that the Village Code currently combines the inspection fee and bond amount for individual sewage disposal system permit fees. The inspection fee and bond amount will be separated and reflect a $200 bond inspection fee amount which would not be refundable and a $2,000 bond. 

Trustee Herrmann inquired about the $550 individual sewage disposal system permit fee. President Pino explained that there will be a $550 individual sewage disposal system permit fee for newly constructed or enlarged homes or major repairs.

A.
Back Up Generator – Village Hall

President Pino stated that the Village Hall recently lost power during inclement weather on 7/11/11 and the office closed for the day. He stated that there were numerous power outages in the Village and the surrounding communities. 
President Pino stated that he is the Emergency Program Manager for the Village and noted that when another community has an emergency, the community relies on adjacent communities for assistance. President Pino would like to accommodate other communities in the event of an emergency. 

President Pino explained that he has been looking at back-up generators.
There was discussion among the Board about the phone system and whether a generator would work with the phone system. 
It was noted by Village Clerk Kathy Nelander that the Village does not have a sump pump in the lower level, although; there is an ejector pit.

There was brief discussion among the Board about the size of a generator needed to accommodate the Village Hall.

It was the general consensus of the Board to have the Village research generator costs for the Village Hall.

Trustee Johnson reported that the 2011 Village Road Program should begin soon and that the Signal Hill Road culvert project should be completed by August 5th according to the Village Engineer.

Trustee Ann Kafka
Trustee Kafka reported that the Summer Concert in Eton Park was cancelled on July 23rd due to flooding. The Village sent an iZigg text to those residents who are signed up for the free text messaging service notifying them of the cancellation. The event was moved to August 27th.  The Parks & Recreation Commission changed the Village “Concert in the Park” signs to the new date.

There was general discussion among the Board about the two electrical boxes in Eton Park. It was noted that when the park experiences flooding, one of the outlets is typically not accessible. The park is in a flood plain.

Trustee Kafka reported that the Garden Walk Event held June 25th had a poor turnout with approximately 40-50 attendees, excluding attendees at 125 Arrowhead Lane. The Parks & Recreation Commission will be discussing whether the event should be scheduled next year due to the low attendance. Trustee Kafka clarified that the Village was not a co-sponsor with the Garden Conservancy. 

Trustee Weiner stated that the Village should encourage the Garden Walk Event at 125 Arrowhead Lane and work with the homeowner to resolve the issues. There was brief discussion among the Board about the Village’s letter to Mrs. Silets.

Trustee Kafka reported that the Parks & Recreation Commission is considering looking at a previous issue concerning the construction of a pavilion in Eton Park. The pavilion may eliminate the need to cancel events due to weather and would provide a nice addition to the park. 

President Pino stated that funds would not be available in this year’s budget, but may be a possibility the following year.

Trustee Mark Kolar

Trustee Kolar reported on the property located 112 Old Barrington Road. He noted that roof and front porch have been completed. There were no additional costs regarding the roof. The painters, carpeting, and kitchen cabinets have all been scheduled. Trustee Kolar stated that he is in the process of receiving bids to demolish the pool on the property.
President Pino stated that is looking into an alternative insurance policy for the structure.

NEW BUSINESS

Trustee Kolar asked the Board if anyone had information regarding the road work scheduled on Route 22 beginning August 3rd. Village Clerk Kathy Nelander stated that she’d contact IDOT for information. 
Trustee Herrmann asked about the brush pick-up due to the storm on 7/11. President Pino stated that the brush-pick-up was a success. Cuba Township was unable to perform the task so an independent contractor was hired. President Pino stated that the contractor initially quoted the Village approximately $1,800 however; the Wynstone subdivision was later added. President Pino stated that he expects the cost to be $2,500- $3,000. Eight truck loads were filled the first day and were continuing with the work on the 2nd day thereafter.

Village Clerk Kathy Nelander stated that contractor was probably finishing the work on 7/27. It was noted that the cost of the brush-pick-up was $200/hour. Trustee Kafka stated that she continued to see brush in Wynstone on 7/25 or 7/26 and the Wynstone residents were quite pleased with the pick-up.
