The house and property at 249 Biltmore Drive (Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 in Block 24 in 
Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is a non-conforming building and use in the R-3 
(40,000 s.f. Residential) District by reason of lot area and an existing building 
setback encroachment.  The subject property has an area of approximately 37,723 square
feet rather than the 40,000 square feet minimum required for properties in the R-3 District.  
The north corner of the existing house is located approximately 19.16 feet from the north side
line along Oxford Road rather than the 21.0 foot setback required from the north side line.
