1.      Call to Order and Roll Call

3. 
Consideration of Waste Hauler Proposals – Discussion
President Pino stated that the Board would not be considering the waste hauler proposals this evening. It was noted that the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission declined to re-examine the issue. He asked if there were any Board Members interested in obtaining further information from the waste haulers. 
Trustee Andrew inquired why the matter required further examination.
President Pino explained that questions surfaced as a result of the proposals being submitted. 
It was noted that at the request of President Pino Trustees Boland and Pais would attempt to obtain further information from the waste haulers by the regular June Board meeting and that the vendors would be notified in order to be present and answer any questions.

Trustee Smith inquired about the expiration of the existing contract and term of the future contract. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that he spoke with Waste Management about extending the existing contract approximately 4 months. However; it was not cost effective for Waste Management to extend the existing contract without a rate increase during the extended period as they are losing money under the present contract. Attorney Braithwaite noted that the proposed contract would include a five year term and recommended an opt-out provision. 

Trustee Boland agreed to having an opt-out provision within the future contract. He noted that all of the proposals included an annual cost of living adjustment which was not included in the Village’s existing contract.

Trustee Weiner inquired whether there was a formal bidding process. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that a formal bidding process was not required. 

John Cifonelli addressed the Board noting that it was his opinion that the primary consideration should be the quality of service to Village residents. He also was supportive of the continued investigation of each vendor by Trustees Boland and Pais.  
President Pino thanked Trustee Pais for his efforts.

Motion to approve Ordinance # 1270, an Ordinance to authorize an Easement Agreement for a term of 99 years (subject to termination by the Village) with the Biltmore Country Club over the northerly portion of Castleview Court, owned by the Village of North Barrington, adjacent to Lots 8, 9 and 10 of Block 2 of Unit 1 of Biltmore Country Estates, per plat, Document No. 283687

The easement shall be primarily for the purpose of allowing the Biltmore Country Club to plant and maintain trees in the easement area, and to utilize a small portion thereof as part of the grass area of a new practice green located on the property of the Biltmore Country Club. 

Bill Graft, of the law firm of Graft & Jordan, Attorney for the Biltmore County Club (BCC), addressed the Board and provided an update on the project. He complemented the Village staff on their professionalism and indicated that the owner of the house being purchased by the BCC which will be demolished has moved out and that BCC is moving forward with the project. 
Attorney Graft stated that BCC agreed to provide, plant, and maintain landscaping within the Village easement area. It was noted that the Village may terminate the easement agreement at any time upon one year’s notice to BCC.
Attorney Graft explained that BCC met with all of the neighbors to personally review the plans and added that the neighbors are pleased with the removal of buckthorn from the project site.

Attorney Graft noted that BCC agreed to remove and pay for costs associated with the removal of an old AT&T utility pole located in the Village easement. Cable lines will be buried underground (running west bound) within the easement area.

Attorney Graft stated that the LZ Fire-Rescue Department requested use of the house located at 530 Castleview Court for safety and training purposes. It was noted that the drills would be conducted for approximately 2 weeks and would not be used for fire or burning drills. The neighbors have been notified.

There were a few questions from the Board which Attorney Graft answered.

Attorney Graft noted that the house would be demolished within 60 days and that a demolition permit has been issued. He noted that the house foundation would be removed.
