1.	Call to Order & Roll Call

2.	Approve Minutes from the July 8, 2013 Meeting 

The Minutes of the July 08, 2013 Meeting were made available to the Commission. 

Chairman Herrmann asked the Commission if there were any revisions to the Minutes.

Chairman Herrmann declared the Minutes of the July 08, 2013 Meeting approved and put on file. 



3.	Continuation of Comprehensive Plan discussion and update planning

Chairman Herrmann began conversation regarding the Comprehensive Plan (“Plan”) updates.  Regarding Chapter 9 “Fresh Water, Storm Water Drainage, Sewer, and Septic Systems,” language submitted by Nancy Schumm, with grammatical edits made by Patty Kalinowski, regarding the Watershed Best Management Practices (BMP) was reviewed.  Trustee Pais questioned whether the language would be edited further or placed in the Plan as is.  Mr. Taillon stated the Environmental and Health Commission enjoyed Chapter 9 as is, with the exception of adding the BMP language.

Trustee Pais expressed concern with water run-off entering resident’s property from municipalities that border North Barrington.  He suggested adding language that gives homeowners the ability to manage the way water flows through their property.  There was some discussion.  Trustee Pais will draft language for Chapter 9.

Trustee Pais expressed concern that the Sign Ordinance does not state how long a sign may remain displayed.  He stated the Board of Trustees has recommended a 3-year maximum limit on signage.  He suggested adding one line to the ordinance which places a time limit on signage.  It was agreed by the Commission that a 3-year maximum limit is appropriate and that it will be added to the ordinance.

Mr. Taillon mentioned proposing language changes regarding the Septic Maintenance Ordinance in Chapter 9.  He stated he will submit the proposed changes for opinion.

Regarding Chapter 5 “Parks and Recreation”, Mr. Grzeslo said there were few changes, which included:  correcting names of events and parks, adding and/or editing events and the inclusion of maintenance and Lake Barrington Field House.  Mr. Grzeslo will research the appropriate standard for stating U.S. and Illinois Routes that are mentioned throughout the Plan.

Mr. Taillon expressed concern on behalf of some residents regarding the Oxford closure.  There was some discussion.  It was agreed that no additions and/or changes regarding the Oxford closure would be made to the Plan at this time.

Regarding Chapter 11 “Community Services and Resources”, Trustee Pais stated that residents have mentioned that they have been unaware of public meetings and proposed changes throughout the Village.  He suggested that the Commission look into various ways to improve communication to the residents (i.e. via newsletters, email, updating Village website more frequently).  Mr. Schnure suggested adding language regarding communication improvement in the Chapter 11 and the Commission agreed.

Chairman Herrmann suggested adding language to the Recycling section regarding large recycling carts and that he would write said language for Chapter 11 for the Commission’s review.

Mr. Grzeslo stated he will continue to work on wording regarding boundary agreements.

Mr. Taillon will decide the appropriate placement for the BMP paragraph within Chapter 9.

The goal of the Commission is to have a whole soft copy of the Plan completed by the September meeting.  The Commission will review the soft copy and deliver a copy to Teska Associates. Teska Associates will review the document and then send it back to the Plan Commission.  The Plan Commission will review and suggest the revised version to the Board for approval. Public hearings will follow once the document has been adequately reviewed by all parties.




5.	Old/New Business

Chairman Herrmann announced to the Commission that Nicole Keiter, Deputy Village Clerk, was leaving her position.  He thanked her for her service and hard work and let her know she would be missed.

6.	Adjournment
