II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Sally Deniston, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board to request that the Village enforce its Village Code with regard to vehicle license stickers in that every resident who owns a motor vehicle shall pay a license fee each year for the use of their motor vehicle.

Steven and Renee Bach, 536 Eton Drive, addressed the Board to voice their concern and opposition to the proposed path/walking trail to Eton Park. Motion to approve Resolution # 2685, A Resolution Supporting the Establishment and Funding of a Comprehensive Groundwater Monitoring Program under the Barrington Area Council of Governments

Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG), addressed the Board to answer questions on the proposed Resolution. 

Trustee Andrew asked if there would be tests for chemicals such as herbicides. She also inquired about the groundwater and the speed at which it feeds into the aquifers.
Ms. Agnoletti stated that the proposed Resolution did not include water quality testing. She explained that she would like to include water quality testing as part of the Comprehensive Groundwater Monitoring Program however; she is not certain that it is feasible. 
Ms. Agnoletti additionally explained that the recharge rate of the groundwater feeding into the shallow aquifers is slow since many areas in Village are on clay. She noted that most of North Barrington is located on a glacial moraine and the slow recharge rate may contribute to flooding issues. She stated that a goal of the project is to decrease the current flooding issues.

Trustee Boland asked whether BACOG received funds from the United States Geological Survey (USGS). Ms. Agnoletti stated that BACOG has an absolute commitment from the USGS.

Ms. Agnoletti noted that the combined data would provide a regional benefit.

PRESENTATION
A. 
Joyce Palmquist, Barrington Area Council on Aging – PACE Dial a Ride  
Joyce Palmquist, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council on Aging (BACOA), addressed the Board to discuss the Pace Bus Dial-a-Ride (PACE) service for senior and disabled citizens. 
Ms. Palmquist provided a brief history of how the transportation service began in 1986. She explained that Barrington and Cuba Townships as well as the Village of Lake Barrington are currently supporting the bus service; Barrington Township handles the billing. Ms. Palmquist noted that the need for transportation continues to grow and BACOA continues to explore the most cost effective options to address the issue.
Ms. Palmquist explained that the Barrington Transportation Committee met with Pace in 2012 and established a new reporting system based on the number of rides per year within each community or township. Subsequently, BACOA approached BACOG in order to gain local support.

The proposed funding included several options. The Board considered Option 4 which included that each BACOG member contribute toward the cost of the program based upon the 12-month ridership figures. The recommended cost per year to the Village was in the amount of $125 based on an average of 1-2 rides per month.
There were a few questions from the Board which were addressed by Ms. Palmquist.
It was the general consensus of the Board to approve Option # 4 of the proposed funding options.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1244, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. and Mrs. Maciej Koscielniak, 125 Rainbow Road, North Barrington, IL  60010

ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-2-1:  
Accessory vehicular storage structures shall have a maximum are
seven hundred fifty (750) square feet.

The existing accessory vehicular storage structure at 125 Rainbow Road has an area of approximately 731.24 square feet.  The proposed 72 square foot expansion will result in the area of the structure being approximately 803.24 square feet.

John Cifonelli, Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman, addressed the Board and explained that the ZBA unanimously recommended the applicant’s zoning variation requests at its meeting held 10/8/13. Chairman Cifonelli stated that the owner requested a modest expansion to his existing garage in order to accommodate his work vehicle. Chairman Cifonelli noted that the applicant’s presentation was well organized.

Consideration of Resolution #_______, Culvert Inventory and Maintenance
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that President Pino requested that she look into the Village’s history of Village right of way culvert maintenance programs. Currently, the Village does not have a program with regard to the inspection, maintenance, and repair of (all) culverts located within road right of ways and streets which contribute to drainage. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the proposed resolution, includes to the extent that it may be practical, the culverts located on private property which are appurtenant to drainage within the road right of ways. The language allows the culverts on private property to be included in the scope of Ms. Schumm’s investigation.

Trustee Boland noted his concern about approving the resolution and was of the opinion that the proposed resolution was a regression as the Village Code had culvert maintenance language previously; however, a policy decision made in the mid ‘90’s placed the burden of the culvert maintenance and repair back on the homeowner. Trustee Boland stated that the proposed resolution could be interpreted “to include private property”.
Attorney Braithwaite stated that the proposed resolution was not intended to mandate private property; although, it would at least allow for the investigation.
Trustee Boland suggested that the language be revised in the third sentence of Section 1 to reflect that the Village’s culvert repairs and replacements are subject to road right of ways and streets only and not on private property culverts. 

Attorney Braithwaite suggested that the proposed resolution be presented as an ordinance and Village Code Amendment and that the matter be reviewed at the November Board meeting in order to provide time to revise the document.

Consideration of Resolution # 2687 approving the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Village of North Barrington, Illinois and the Cuba Township Road District, Lake County, Illinois
President Pino explained that the only difference between the old Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with Cuba Township Road District (Cuba Township) and the proposed IGA is a 3% increase. It was noted that the Village Clerk would verify the 3% increase.
Village Clerk Kathy Nelander noted that the Village-wide brush pick-up was included in the proposed IGA.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that he has been trying to contact Cuba Township Highway Commissioner Randy Marks to discuss the IGA although recommended that the proposed IGA be subject to changes which can be negotiated by the Village President and Village Attorney.

There was discussion among the Board about Cuba Township maintaining Village right of ways with regard to mowing of easements and trimming buckthorn. 

It was noted that the buckthorn is overgrown throughout the Village, especially the Biltmore subdivision (Glen Circle Road), where the buckthorn is obstructing line-of-site viewpoints. 
Village Clerk Nelander stated that the Village has placed emergency work orders with Cuba Township. President Pino requested that the Ms. Nelander look into the matter.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC - Flint Creek Restoration Update

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board. Ms. Schumm explained that the (Reach 2) restoration work was completed and is in the maintenance stage; a final report was submitted to the Environmental Protection Agency and; the as-builts are in the process of being prepared by the contractor. The Stormwater Management Commission (SMC) tendered funds in the amount of $64,000. The total amount of the SMC grant is $151,000.
Ms. Schumm suggested that residents provide their email address should they be interested in receiving updates about the proposed path/walking trail. 

Ms. Schumm stated that the Village applied for two grants recently 1.) to clear south Eton Park and 2.) to look into Village drainage issues.

Consideration of motion to waive conflict of interest to allow Land Technology, Inc. to Engineer site grading and septic plans for Old Barrington Farm Subdivision
It was noted that Land Technology, Inc., the Village Health Officer Natalie Karney’s employer, received the exclusive contract for the engineering for all of the lots at the Old Barrington Farm Subdivision. Ms. Karney requested that the Village Board consider the waiver in order to allow Land Technology, Inc. to serve their client, Homes by Pinnacle, and also perform septic inspections for the Village.

Trustee Smith asked if there was precedence with regard to this type of waiver. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that there have been similar instances for these types of waivers in the past; although, the issues have not been brought before the Board for consideration.

Motion: Trustee Andrew moved that the Board approve a waiver of the conflict of interest and to allow Land Technology, Inc. to engineer the site grading and septic plans for Old Barrington Farm Subdivision; seconded by Trustee Smith.
